Now, detergents do most of the washing in 
this nation.

Advertising truly has a ploce m tse creation of 
wealth. In fact, advertising is the principal thing that 
has spurred the standard of living in this country; above 
others who had on equal start in »he industrial revo­
lution. America is today the only country in the world 
where advertising plays a maior role And it is not 
coincidence that this country has developed a fantastic
