Other great world e
ligions have had similar history
And in modern times, conspicu-
ous religious vements have
had the same developments.

World Meth with its
immense and numerical and
spiritual power, began in a
couple of devout Oxford Univer-
sity students, and particularly in
the one, John Wesley.
