This year’s rodeo will total a purse of 1,800, 
to cover the events. With $300.00 each, the 
events include saddle bronc riding, bareback 
bronc riding, bull riding, calf roping, double 
mugging and bujldogging.

Williams is a veteran in the 
rodeo business.

1931. designated the Star 
Spangh-d Banner a« the national 
anthem of the United States, but 
the law failed to specify the 
particular version of cither the 
words or music which is to be 
official 1 .legislation was intro­
duced in the H4th Congress and 
reintroduced in the current H5lh 
Congress to establish a standard 
ol both words knd music for I he 
nutional anthem I understand 
these bill were the first legisla­
tion In the national Congress to 
contain music, and each of them 
inc'udes a full score of the song 

The composer of the music is 
unknown, and It allegedly came 
(rom an old English folk tune 
Francis Scott Key wrote the 
wonts during the battle of Fort 
McHenry on September 14. 1914. 
the original of which is preserved 
to this da> by the Maryland His-

tnrttwl Society However, nearly 
all printed aoujxvs of the poem 
are derived from a newspaper
account which waa set In type 
by a 14-year-old apprentice the
day after the words were written
This rvwsi-aper aeeount contain­
ed some major ami minor changes 
trom the original and has been 
live source ot some of the con­
fusion whicl. has existed

One of the bills would alter 
the music of the song in six 
measures by Uavering it to a more 
Ungab'e register The author of 
this bill stale« that most people 
ftnd the song difficult to sing 
because of the high notes about 
the rockets red glare" and "land

ply of quail The bird* were 
conserved and. a* a result, we 
Hand U> have a whale of a 
bird crop this fall

Nature surely mutt have a 
eunnin* way to preserve game 
In critical years, else there 
wouldn't be any upland game 
birds on thr range« at this time 
lA«t veer when thr birds were 
•rarer rsprcial'y in thr central 
part of the Panhandle thr quail 
were almost as elusive a* a gh<»t 
W'hv were they that way 7 Nature 
ha» an uncanny method of pro­
viding for its own. Is my guess

Ear an example of the rluah-e- 
nrss of thr hobwhlte a friend 
and I wore training dogs and we 
had only (Risked one small covey 
Finally the friend tired of climb­
ing thr sand hills and ddertdrd 
to rest for a few moments I 
took the dogs on a short distance 
farther then I heard him yell 
Upon »lining up with my com­
panion hr said dial hr had walk­
ed up a covey of about .10 birds 
and that they had "lit right over 
here "

We carefully worked the area 
for an hour and only found three 
quail I am sure that all 10 
birds were in the area of thr 
three flushed birds but the dogs 
pointed not one In good bird 
y x r »  dogs can wind ismrlll 
bird* either single* or covey*, 
for as much as a hundred yards 
or more yet those dog» couldn't 
smell a bird when they prac­
tically »topped on one Not only 
were the’ "birds “smell-proof.' 
they weren't seen unless they 
were flushed by a person walking 
or by a bird dog In other word* 
there were practically no quail 
seen from an automobile or from 
horseback

Last winter one ranch foreman 
was asked how many covey* lie 
thought there might be on the 
ranch and hi* answer wa* “None. 
I feed every day and ride much 
of the time and I haven't seen 
a quail on the ranch.” This was 
very typical of the comments of 
the cuwhoys

Now the picture has reversed 
itself The typical comment bi 
something like this: " Almost
every time I am out 1 see a few

pairs of bobs and still more blues 
ml I hear them whistling all 

over the ranch “
Really we didn’t have many 

birds earned over from last year 
but we stand a very good chance 
to have a bumpet quail crop 
tf we have a wet July. My gueas 
ia that we will have more quail 
to the Panhandle this fall than 
at any timr since 1951. I wouldn t 
be at all surprised if we didn't 
have more quail this fall than w e1 
had in ‘51.

Not long ago. W’ottly Pond, 
game warden at Canyon, said that 
he would call me when the chan­
nel cat started biting vigorously 
at Burfalo Lake. Warden Pond 
hasn t ral'ed yet and I am sure 
that thr cattish haven't really 
started to work; however, L. E. 
Tipton. Bunavlsta. said that he 
and his wife caught 19 erapple 
af the lake with »ome of them 
weighing about one pound or 
more "A* big a* any erappie 
I ever saw,” said Tipton
