bales, a yearly output valued at ap- 
pioximately $2,280,000 and giving 
employment to 1,000 people.

Our cotton mills use less than one 
per cent of our cotton production; 
the remaining ninety-nine uer cent 
seeks the foreign factory. The pen 
pie of Texas consume approximately
220.000 bales of cotton per annum 
and yet out of the 40,000 bales man­
ufactured in Texas, at least aaxenty 
per rent of it must find a market 
outside of the State, dna to our
