Need for Idealism 
Exists Now as 
In Biblical Days

One of the most compelling 
aspects uf the Hebrew proptu-ctrx 
in their realism.

The prophet« of Israel were 
realists as well as idealists be­
cause they lived Intensely in 
t h e i r  Immediate environment 
Although they were not lietmit 
»amts, they were saintly men 
and women who perceived clear­
ly the social injustices of the 
strong against the weak, and of 
the unjust against the worthy 
and innocent.

Their indictment of these per­
sons was detailed and specific, 
and they did not hesitate to de­
nounce evil in high places as 
well as low.

In the tension-racked era that
engulfed their civilization, these 
people saw trust in God and 
devotion to God as the great 
hope of the Hebrew people's 
strength and safety. They saw 
the threat to their culture and its 
impending doom as Judgment 
upon the nation for its collec­
tive »ms

In these hurried and strife-
lorn times, we may well profit 
from the example of the He­
brews, «ho  did not sacrifice their 
traditions or customs in the face 
of change At the same time, we 
in ust not loose light of the over­
riding necessity for a belief in 
God and Hu teachings, and bat­
tle evil and gieed wherever It 
appears.

Lies and bogus teachings once 
more must be denounced m the 
highest and the lowest places 
Injustice must never be toler­
ated fur the sake of business,
I fitical or social expediency If 
It is, the society which tolerates 
it will soon discover that its 
p undation is built, like an ill- 
cuiiceisad. ornate building, on 
sand and mud.
