any property assessed a t a 
greater value than wan accepted 
by the county for taxable pur 
poaea. 1 n other words, the 
equaliaation board for the dis­
trict should be guided entirely 
by the valuation tiled by the 
county board.

In the first place, this district 
has a bonded indebtdneas of $2.'>, 
000, the proceeds from which 
bonds were used in building and 
furnishing our splendid school 
house. This issue of bonds was 
approved by the state depart­
ment upon the certified state 
ment of liie tax assessor that 
the renditions in the district 
reached a sum sufficient io carry 
Uio bonds, paying both interest 
and sinking fund, with s tax 
rate of 25 cent* on the hundred 
dollars

When the assessment* were 
first made, however, It was found 
that the valuation* did not reach 
this amount and it was necessary 
to raise them in order to protect 
the bonds, as it was iui|»u*slble 
under the law to raise the rate. 
This was. accordingly done, and 
the district has been able to 
maintain a good school.

Now comes the new d«v ission

which takes from the district 
board the authority to fix its 
property value* and if it Is en­
forced the district will not only 
be unable to raise the necessary 
amount of money to pay interest 
on the bonds and create a sink 
mg fund for their redemption at 
the end of forty years, but will 
also be unable to raise funds 
sufficient to carry on a school 
commensurate with our needs.

T h e  question then arises, 
which horn of the dilemma 
shall be taken. The state laws 
couqiell towns, cities, counties, 
school districts, etc., to levy a 
tax sufficient to provide for the 
payment of their bonded in­
debtedness and by a peculiar 
ruling of the attorney general it 
also says that this district can­
not do so. in case of a teat of 
the matter one proposition would 
necessarily have to give place 
to the other as both could not 
prevail. It is the opinion of 
those who have studied the mat­
ter carefully that the district 
would he upheld by the higher 
courts should they insist upon 
fixing the valuations as high as 
they were at the time the bonds 
were approved and purchased 
by the state.

After considering the matter 
from every angle, the board has 
readied the conclusion that the 
proper course to pursue is to fix 
the values as they have always 
been and If there is any kick, 
which is not likely, the matter 
can be carried to the courts and 
settled properly.

Rinoe this new phase of the I 
school problem has arisen some 
good |>copIc have embraced thr 
opportunity t o censure those 
who favored the $25,000 bond 
issue, indulging in that splendid 
satistier, " I  told you so" , hut 
we cannot see that this new 
condition of affairs bear* on that 
question at all. Certain it is that 
if the district cannot raise suffi 
ciont money to pay the indebted 
ness on the school building the 
man who holds the bonds will be 
the one to suffer, and not the 
t>eopl«.

The district cannot levy but 
fifty cents taxes on cadi one 
hundred dollars worth of pro 
(»erty. Twenty five cents o f  
this goes for the payment of the 
houds and cannot be used for 
any other purpose. The other 
twenty five cents is for m&intan 
a nee puriwses and CANNOT 
HK USED TO PAY THE

BONDS
However, If property valua- j 

tions are lowered from what 
they have been for the past two 
or three years the twenty five 
cent levy for maintenance will 
not be sufficient to conduct our 
school as it should be conducted. 
Therefore if we raise money 
enottgh to conduct a good school, 
which every one desires us to 
do, the amount necessary to 
take care of the bond issue will 
alad be forthcoming.

The public school system has had its share of attendant 
defects which private schools have sought to lessen or to remedy. It i* 
fair to say, however, that in the attempt to reach the ideal of democrat v 
the public school takes precedence, not only of private schools, but of all 
other institutions. In the nature of its constituency, the public school pro­
vides opportunities of contact which within wise limits must ever be the 
basis of democratic society.

To uuite people, young or old, in human association* of any kind, 
depends upon the ability to overcome certain instinctive prejudices We 
need to rise a Live the tendency to put people into classes according l<* 
superficial marks of feature or of color. We need to see Ihe individual 
rather than the class.

In the public schools throughout our land a social life basest upon tli<» 
lighter form of thinking is slowly but surely evolving Inherited prcoi- 
dices are laid aside, as character, ability, and the capacity for good com­
radeship come to the front, and win their rightful recognition. In a coun­
try in which the people is sovereign, it is important that the boys and 
girla who are to grow into sovereign power learn this great lesson of indi­
vidual worth—that they cease to class one another a«vnrding to race or 
religion, wealth or artificial power, that they be lifted into the larger 
thought of true neighborlinesa.

Clique* have no place in a public school. Secret societies are exclud'd 
as a menace to the democratic ideal. The common tasks, the daily rer-ria- 
tion*. the mutual enjoyment of the columns of the school paper, the sympa­
thetic appreciation of the virtues and the foibles of teachers, the pride
of the school's standing in the community, these are the interest* that 
unconsciously lift the bovs and girls into a social life that binds them f< r 
all the years to come in the joy of a happy retrospect.

The time is coming, I ladieve, when our boys and girl* through tie- 
instruction of especially trained teachers.Vill liettcr understand their rela­
tions to each other in the home anil m society, and the foundations laid 
for a higher social order. I believe that inquiry would prove that cities 
which have adopted the ro-educational plan would be able In present fa<!» 
that would wipe away every vestige of ancient prejudice. 1 write tin* in 
full appreciation of the difficulties if 
•uch a plan, and in equal faith that 
they mav he »urnn<un!cl.

T rat Where th * Merry Monarch 

Retired, After th t  Battle of 
W o rc ttttr , ta  B *  Bold.

London. — T h * fam out Itoscobel 
houte, with Its eetate of 700 acres, 
where Kiug Chariot II. of Kngland hid 
after the battle of W'orceater and 
where there atlll grows tba hlatorlo 
oak tree In which ha concealed hlm- 
te lf. It to be told a t auction.

Hltuated on th* borders of Hhrop- 
•blre end Staffordshire, tha bouse was 
built about the year 1640 In the cen ter 
of lire wood forest, and bad beeu used 
for many year# before King Charles' 
time a t  *  biding place for Homan 
Catbollo priests and political refu­
gee*

Hut Ha principal In terest ta wrapped 
In the time when It sheltered King 
Charles In Septem ber. 1651. a fter the 
battle of W orcester. Here he lay hid j 
for several day*, and tn the paddock I 
adjoining, protected by Iron pallsad 
lug. It the oak tree  In which he took 
refuge when surprised by horsemen.
It It tald there ta no doubt about th t* ! 
being the Identical tree.

The principal part of the houte re- i 
mains now a t  It w et then, and In th e  1 
garden Is a  curious mound aurmount- .

In an automobile accident, 
which occured just east of the 
Fred O’Dell place on the Alan 1 
reed road last Monday evening 
about ten oclock Miss Mildred 
Bundy sustained injuries that a l-!

He swerved the car 
as much as possible to the right 
but just as he did so the animal 
undertook to cross right in front 
of him and tne consequence was 
a collision which threw the car 
out of balance and just as he 
was getting it back under con 
trol it smashed into a calf that 
had also managed to get right 
in the way. This threw the car 
iato the air and it turned a com 
plcte somersault and finally 
stopped right aide up but facing 
the opposite direction to which 
it was headed at the time of the 
•‘ollisioo. All of the occupants 
were thrown from the machine 
but in just what manner none of 
them could say. All, except 
Mr. Guertin. sustained bruises 
about the face and limbs, but 
none were seriously hurt except 
Miss Bundy.

One of the party went to the 
nearest phone and called Dr. 
Donnell, who responded imtne 
diately, coming in his auto to 
take the party back to town. 
At tirst it was not known that 
Miss Bundy’s injuries were so 
serious but later developments 
awakened grave fears for her 
life. Dr, Rogers, a so cia lis t  
of Clinton, Okla., was called in 
to consultation with Dr* Don 
nell and Ballard to assist with 
an ojieration on the skull, but 
this plan was abandoned when 
it was found that a blood clot 
that had formed on the brain 
was gradually passing away.

Many people visited the scene 
of the wreck next morning and 
various theories —ere advanced 
as to just how it all happened 
and how providence managed to 
intervene and save the lives of 
the entire party. The machine 
was a sorry sight but the prin­
cipal damage it sustained was a 
broken wheel, broken w i n d  
shield and lamps and broken 
running boards and fenders. 
The bed of the car was also 
damaged to some extent and 
one door was broken off.
