RAILROAD LEGISLATION

Million* of DolLirs Wasted in 
Complying With Useless 

Legal Requirement*.

Many criticiaina have been made 
against the railroads for abuses j*-r- 
mitted or practiced during the past 
quarter of a century, and the man­
agement of railroad properties has 
been largely taken from the owners 
sud given to commissions represent­
ing the government. With the change 
in control comas new forms of abuse*, 
many of them as stupid and bur­
densome as those imposed upon us 
under the old regime.

Mr. .1. Kratschnitt, chairman rf 
the Executive Committee of the 
{southern Pacific in di-ou«sing this 
subject said:

‘‘The lawmakers nnd commission 
have been imposing upon the rail- 
wavs numerous requirements which 
have further increased their ex­
pense! and often in war* that have 
actually reduced rhe railway servants’ 
irticiency. The legislatures of many 
states have decreed that additional 
men shall be employed by the rail­
roads in excess if ihier necessities,

( whether viewed from the standpoint 
of economical operation or of public 
safety. As a result of thin legisla 
lion, millions of dollars ha» been 
wasted in hiring useless lattor.

“Again, laws have been passed to 
compel the railways to use special 
patented headlights on their locomo­
tives, Expensive eeefvlene Iwa 1- 
lights of high efficiency and closely 
sppmaching the electric head'vl: in 
hrilHanuy and power were already, 
in use ’ The railroads were forced 
to discard them and incur heavy ad­
ditional outlays for specialties pro­
moted hy inventors and private cor­
poration#.
