The recent death of the ex-Kal-
ser Wilhelm II of Germany had
quite a different meaning to Rev.
George M. Hank, pastor of the Jo-
cal Mexican Baptist church, to
most -of the people of Blg Bpring.
When he was handed the news-
paper that announced tha death of
the late exiled ruler he at once be-
came reminiscent,

When asked if he ever saw the
kalser he replied, “Burely, many
times. I was a soldier in the World
war and the emperor inspected our
command, 1 was a stripling boy,
still In my teens and was quite
boyish looking. He ralsed my hel-
met, which was too large for me,
and said to me, Boy, how old are
you?r' "

But it wasg Rev, Hank's experi-
ence at Ypern that he relates with
the most Intereat, Ypern was a
town of 30,000 inhabitants situated
In Flanders and at that time was
in the hands of the Germans. All
the inhabitants of the clty, except
the Inmates of an Insane asylum,
had been forced to evacuate the
town which was occupled solely by
German soldiers. The day was &
solemn one, the day precesding an
expected bard battle, and the place
was the Catholic cathedral of the
city. There was no ons to play
the organ, but the great military
band furnished musie for the Holy
Mass,

Rev. Hank sald, "Our priest was
wounded and was Interned In a
provisional fleld hospital. Ong of
our captives was a French priest
and our commander decided that
it would be neceasary for him to
sing the Mass on that occasion.
There were 15,000 soldiers in deep
devoted meditation in the church
and we expected a hard battle for
the next day. We didn't know but
that half of us might be In our
graves before the setting of an-
othgr sun.

In the most solemn moment of
Mass the priest pronounces in =
whisper the following words, “Hoe
est enlm Corpus Msum"” which
transiated means, “This s my
body.” All soldlers were standing

He later became a
lisutenant in thy German army
and recelved In all 22 decorations,
but he prises none so highly as he
does the Iron Cross which was pin-
ned on him by ex-Kalser Wilhelm
of Germany.
