Adult Vocational Training 
Classes will be implemented 
in McLean if there is enough 
interest shown. This will be 
a cooperative effort between 
Texas Panhandle Community 
Action Corporation, Texas 
State Techinical Institute 
and School Community Re­
sources. The idea is to 
bring adult vocational train­
ing to communities through­
out the Panhandle Area 
where it would not be avail­
able otherwise.

"Future financing of pub­
lic schools in Texas is the 
most talked about, the least 
understood, problem in the 
state today, " Sen, Pete 
Snelson told the West Texas 
Press Association at their 
winter meeting in Midland.

"The courts have said 
that the wealth of a school 
district cannot be the crit­
eria for future financing," 
he explained. "And all 
future school financing in 
the state is affected by the 
court suit on the Edgewood 
district of San Antonio. Pub­
lic school financing has 
been challenged in the court 
in 30 states."

He compared Edgewood 
with Odessa's school district. 
Odessa has 24,984 pupils,
1,119 teachers with a start­

ing salary of $7,445 . Edger- 
wood 22,134 students,
805 teachers with a starting 
salary of $6 ,000 . This is 
not the "equality" promised 
under the 14th amendment, 
the courts have ruled--and 
die U .S. Supreme Court is 
looking at the appeals on 
diis and other state cases.

The U .S. Supreme Court 
decision will write the next 
public school financing 
formulas in Texas, Snelson 
added, which might force a 
¡pecial session of the Texas 
Legislature, after this 63rd 
regular session had adjourned,

He speculated on the future 
af school districts--pointing 
out that ideas have ranged 
from a ."statewide school 
district" to more "consolid­
ations of school districts 
unitizing all districts in 
counties and state wide "pro- 
pert) assessment at true 
market value."

Snelson, vice-chairman 
of the Senate Education Com­
mittee, quoted an El Paso 
newspaper clipping which 
said: "We are watching the 
demise of public education in 
Texas. "

"The wealth of Texas as a 
whole will determine our 
future laws on public educat­
ion, * Snelson concluded-- 
and asked these questions:

"What will be the effect on 
the state tax structure? What 
will it do to consolidation 
of 1,100 school districts?" 
and "Will there be room for 
local enrichment programs"? 
CONSTITUTIONAL PANEL 
PICKED

Legislators have until the 
end of the week to lodge • 
their objections to the 37- 
member Texas Constitution* 
Revision Commission select­
ed by the state's top six offi­
cials.

In order to reject the 
slate, a majority of both 
horses would have to signify 
their objections with the 
Secretary of State. Appar­
ently, a relatively small 
number of objections will be 
lodged, although complaints 
on equality of the represer. - 
tation on the Commission 
were lodged by blacks. Re­
publicans, wotr.fln, youth 
and a West Texan. Mexi- 
can-Americans were also 
among signers of the object­
ion petition.

Former state Supreme 
Chief Justice Robert W. 
Calvert was named chair­
man of the Commission 
which must report its recom­
mendations to the Legislature 
by November. Mrs. Mal­
colm Milburn of Austin, for­
mer Republican state vice- 
chairman, is Commission 
vice chairman. The Legis­
lature will sit as a constitu­
tional convention n e x t  
year, using the commission'* 
work as its starting point.

The Commission includes 
four Republicans, four wo­
men, three blacks and three 
Mexican-Americans. Nei­
ther group was satisfied with 
its numerical representation, 
although individuals named 
by the selection committee 
generally drew commenda­
tion.

Calvert is expected to 
call the group together soon 
after the Legislature's "veto 
period" expires. Members 
were warned they may as 
well be prepared to block 
off at least half their time 
for the next year to the re-

P l a n t i n g  P lan s  Postponed . . . Six Counties  
Lose .. . What's Your Baaf ... International Cooperation.

The 1973 Texas spring planting season is off to a slow 
start. Cotton planting in the Lower Rio Grande Valley has 
been delayed at least a month due to cold, wet weather.

Texas Department of Agriculture officials report less 
than five per cent of the Valley's cotton has been planted 
thus far. and probably most of that will have to be 
replanted. Normally, about two-thirds of the crop would be 
in the yound in the Valley by now.

Meanwhile, on the High Plains-550 miles to the 
north-harvest of the 1972 cotton crop is now virtually 
complete. Rains and cold weather delayed harvest in that 
area for several weeks.

Wet conditions over the state are also causing some 
headaches for livestock producers, who normally welcome 
rains. Too much rain is keeping fields too muddy for 
grazing in many areas of the state. Supplemental feeding is 
continuing with some shortages of hay and cottonseed 
products reported.

S IX  counties in Texas have lost their "modified certified 
brucellosis" status because of non-compliance with certain 
minimum requirements of the cooperative state federal 
brucellosis eradication program.

The counties in Texas are Denton, Freestone, Harrison, 
Kaufman, Navarro and Wood.

Count ies  init ially receive the "modified certified 
brucellosis area" status when the areas are in compliance 
with all requirements of the eradication program.

According to officials, the counties did not meet one or 
more of the following requirements:

Retest infected herds for brucellosis within six months;
Test or quarantine the herd of origin when an infested 

animal is found through the market cattle testing program;
Test a dairy herd within 30 days after a suspicious 

brucellosis milk ring test has been reported.
Necessary corrective steps are being taken so that the 

counties may again receive their modified-certified 
brucellosis area status.

IF Y O U 'R E  concerned about getting the most for your 
food dollar -and who isn't-you should be utilizing some 
information from the Texas Department of Agriculture 
about beef. TDA  has available some tips on how to get the 
most from your beef dollar.

These include a beef chart showing the cuts of beef and 
cooking instructions for the various cuts and a pamphlet 
titled "Stretching Your Beef Dollar." Both are available by 
writing the Texas Department of Agriculture, Box 12847, 
Austin, Texas 78711.

I N T E R N A T I O N A L  cooperation is providing Texas 
agricultural producers with better varieties of grain sorghum 
and forage sorghums. About 200 acres of grain sorghums 
are being grown to determine purity tests in Guatemala and 
Mexico.

This program is being carried on through the seed 
division of the Texas Department of Agriculture under 
direction of Bill Statfel. Texas is the largest producer of 
hybrid sorghum in the world. "We have the highest quality 
of certified hybrid sorghum seed in the nation," Texas 
Agriculture Commissioner John C. White said

Texas produces about 40 per cent of the nation's supply 
of grain sorghum annually.

Texas Leads In 
Shrimp Catches

Texas shrimp boats were 
busy in 1972.

So busy, in fact, that they 
led the nation in the amount 
of shrimp landed for 1972.

Shrimpers took 61 million 
pounds of shrimp to market ‘ 
for a value of $80 million.

The value of the catch ex­
ceeds last year's $64.2 m il­
lion, but the total poundage 
does not measure up to 1967' 
64 million pounds of shrimp.

According to Parks and 
Wildlife Department official: 
the Brownsville-Port Mans- 
field-Port Isabel area led the 
state in production with 42 
percent of the catch.

Aransas-Rockport contri­
buted 29 percent and Free­
port shrimpers accounted for 
15 percent.

Total U .S. shrimp land­
ings amounted to 243 m il­
lion pounds.

B. J. Shaw Recognized As Leader 
In "Conservation Way" Farming

TSgt. William Steele 
Receives Medal

Technical Sergeant Wil­
liam H. Steele, son of Mr.

has received the U .S . Air 
Force Commendation Medal 
at Kwang Ju Ail, Republic 
of Korea.

Sergeant Steele was cited 
for meritorious service while 
assigned as an airborne fire­
fighter instructor with the 
1550th Aircrew Test and 
Trai ning Wing at Hill AFB, 
Utah.

He now serves at Kwang 
Jr as assistant fire chief with 
the G17st Combat Support 
Squadron, a unit of the 
Pacific Air Forces (PACAF) 
which provides tactical air 
power supporting the U .S. 
and its allies in the. South­
east Asia and the Far Fast.

B .J. Shaw of McLean has 
long been recognized as a 
leader in the "Conservation 
Way" of farming and ranch­
ing and has been named Out­
standing Conservation Farm­
er and Rancher for the Gray 
County Soil and Water Con­
servation District.

He will serve as the Dis­
trict's entry in the Texas 
Conservation Awards Program 
with the winner to be annou­
nced in May.

Mr. Shaw's farming and 
ranching operations are nor­
thwest of McLean. In April, 
1970, he entered into a 
Great Plains Conservation 
Program Contract to assist in 
improving his farming and 
ranching operation. A pri­
mary aim was to establish 
weeping lovegrass on some

of the poor cropland and low 
producing rangeland. Also, 
cross-fencing and additional 
livestock water was to be 
installed. In areas where 
severe erosion had occurred, 
Mr. Shaw planned to carry 
out critical area shaping 
and grass establishment.

Thus far, Mr. Shaw has 
planted 318 acres of weeping 
lovegrass pasture, construct­
ed over 2 miles of cross - 
fences, put in one livestock 
water well and one livestock 
water storage facility . He 
has built over a mile of 
parallel terraces on his crop­
land and installed 1530 feet 
of underground irrigation 
pipeline to be utilized on 
his irrigated alfalfa. This 
is a portion of the over-all 
soil and water conservation 
work Mr. Shaw has carries

out. "All of this work is 
just the beginning. The 
management that follows is 
the key to any successful 
conservation program, “ says 
Mr. Shaw.

Mr. and Mrs. Shaw and 
their son, Jim, comprise a 
family lovestock operation. 
Jim, although operating land 
of his own, helps his father 
extensively. They are full­
time farmers and ranchers.

plains characteristic of much 
of the Texas Panahndle will 
support several species of 
wildlife, according to Texas 
Parks and Wildife Depart­
ment officials.

The problem of finding 
what special techniques are 
needed to encourage wild# 
life belongs to biologists 
on the Matador Wildlife 
Management Area.

This 28,148-acre facility 
is located 10 miles north­
west of Paducah on the Peas< 
River. It is part of land ones 
owned by the Matador Land 
and Cattle Company, a 
Scottish land syndicate.

The area is typical of 
much of the Red Rolling 
Plains where bobwhite quail 
scaled uuaa~ and mourning 
doves a re the most importa nt 
game animals. The area 
also supports modest popula­
tions of Kio C»rande turkey 
and white-tailed deer.

Since the most important 
game animals of the Texas 
Panhandle are the bobwhite 
quail, they are the object 

of most of the research on 
the Matador area.

Biologists feel that a 
thorough understanding of 
the population dynamics 
of quail in the mesquite - 
mixed rangelaqd habitat ot 
the Red Rolling Plains is 
fundamental to >undman­
agement recommendations.

They say it is especially 
important to understand the 
mechanism involved in pop­
ulation turnover, particular­
ly with respect to eruptive, 
populations and crash de­
clines so typical of the area.

In a study on quail para­
sites, biologists found that 
parasites inhabiting quail 
of the West Texas Rolling 
Red Plains do not alter the 
physical condition of the 
birds. They could only be 
considered a secondary fac­
tor affecting mortality as 
in the case of injury or stra- 
vation.

Food studies on the man­
agement area are proving 
especially helpful to Pan­
handle landowners who want 
to manage their land for 
wildlife. It was found that 
of all species of plants in 
the Panhandle, only a doz­
en were important to quail. 
And of this dozen, the three 
most important were western 
ragweed, the crotons and 
broom snakeweed. As a re­
sult of this research, land- 
owners know that successful 
management of quail foods 
can be directed toward a few 
specific food items.

Biologists say that as a re­
sult of information gathered 
on the Matador Area, variou.- 
governmental agencies are 
beginning to modify their 
range management recom­
mendations to better provide 
for the needs of wildlife.

Many landowners in the- 
Rolling Plains are now discing 
portions of their rangeland 
to encourage forb production 
Others arc using plots of win­
ter greens to sustain turkey 
populations.

Data from public hunts on 
the area, documenting that 
hunting is largely self-regu­
lating, has convinced many 
persons that restneted seasons 
are seldom necessary, and 
this has resulted in opening 
substantially more lands to 
hunting.

These same landowners 
will probably benefit from 
other studies such as research 
and livestock-quail research.

of work in New York but 
more than an hour and 20 
muiutes in Moscow, The 
same amount of beef costs 
54 minutes of work in Lon­
don, 35 minutes in Paris and 
70 minutes in Munich, West 
Germany.

Even buying such a basic 
as bread requires 13 minutes 
of work for one pound in 
Moscow and 12 minutes in 
Paris but only about half as 
much in New York,

Another way of looking 
at the tout cost of food is 
the "food basket”, a figure 
that shows the theoretical 
weekly food expenditures for 
a family of four. In 1969, 
the latest figures, a U .S . 
food basket costs $32 and re • 
quired 12 hours of work, 
France's cost was close to 
the U. S , ,  $31, but required 
almost three times as much 
work, 36 hours.

In England the basket 
actually cost less, $29, but 
took 27 hours of labor by the 
breadwinner. Russia, on the 
other liand, ranked among 
the highest with the ba ;ket 
costing $56 and 82 hours of 
work needed.

Another plus the American 
housewife ha- going for her is 
ths quality and ease of U .S. 
products. American food 
Quality is the highest in the 
world, Stelly said, a~u often 
the easiest to prepare. Pre- 
processed food that only have 
to be heated and served and 
specially prepared mixes are 
common in the U .S . but 
rare elsewhere, he added.
