The court agreed, and the wom­
an won a substantial verdict.

Injuries inflicted by escaped 
prisoners are leading to a grow ing 
number of damage claims against 
either prison officials or the state 
itself. The law says penal institu­
tions must be run with fair regard 
for the safety of those outside the 
walls.

Nevertheless, the authorities 
are not to blame if the escape 
could not reasonably have been 
prevented. Nor arc they liable, 
even though negligent, if the in­
jury to the outside citizen was not 
reasonably foreseeable Thus:

Another escaping prisoner, 
commandeering a passing auto­
mobile, caused the driver to suf­
fer a fatal heart attack.

In such circumstances, courts 
have generally rejected the vic­
tim's claim for damages, even 
though prison officials were to 
blame for the escape. Reason: al­
though officials should have fore­
seen that the prisoner might run 
away, they could scarcely have 
foreseen that he would also be a 
bad driver.

Disease hasn't been con -  
quered, hut Texas can be 
proud ol its record in lower­
ing preventable diseases as 
it enters October--chosen for 
a nationwide Immunization 
Action Month.

Much has been done, but 
there is more yet to be a c ­
complished to prevent the 
sufferTng--and the crippling- 
which can result from the 
preventable diseases--diph- 
ttiena, polio, measles, ru­
bella, tetanus and pertussis 
( w hooping cough). Children 
under five are targets for im ­
munizations.

This year--1973--allows 
promise of being one of the 
best yet in prevention of dis­
ease through immunization. 
Last year's comparison ag ­
ainst the bad ye-ar o f 1970 
t year o f the San Antonio diph­
theria outbreak) showed diph­
theria to be down by 32 per 
cent, pertussis to be down by 
58 per cent, polio to be down 
by 82 per cent, measles to 
be down by 81 per cent and 
rubella to be down by 81 per 
cent.

What's the 1973 outlook?
Through the first eight 

months of the year, ttic.se 
childhood diseases were show­
ing another remarkable de­
cline. Compared to the same 
period in 1972, diphtheria Uad 
dropped from 23 cases to just 
14 through August; measles 
was down from 1, 354 cases to 
only 471; pertussis showed a 
decline from 135 cases to 95; 
polio showed two cases at 
this time a year ago and none 
this year; rubella dropped 
from 1, 333 cases to 1, 047; 
tetanus occurred 20 times 
last year and only three times 
through August ot this year.

These are great statistics, 
but what about those children 
who still come down with 
these diseases because they’re 
not immunized*? The manda­
tory school immunization 
law has upped the percentage« 
o f children protected against 
disease, but there's still a re­
servoir of children four years 
o f age. and under who are the 
susceptible*.

A mid-year report on three 
diseases--rube I la, measles, 
and polio--indicates that 
there's a big job ahead in 
reaching the children in the 
lower age group. Exact f ig ­
ures aren't known, but it Ls 
estimated that immunizations 
against pertussis, diphtheria 
and tetanus also fall short of 
desired totals in pre-*choolcr\

Immunizations against so­

me diseases can start in early 
infancy. Physicians and pub­
lic  health officials advise the 
earliest possible action in a 
full immunization program. 
By law, children going to a 
child care center or to school 
must have begun immuniza­
tions for their own protection 
and the protection of others. 
So why delay!

Immunizations for DTP 
(diphtheria, tetanus, and 
pertussis) should begin at twe 
months, with subsequent in­
jections at four and six mon­
ths to complete the program, 
and oral polio vaccine may 
be received on the same 
schedule. When the child is 
one year old, immunizations 
may be given for measles and 
rubella. The DTP and polio 
immunizations should be re­
peated when the child is be­
tween 15 and 18 months, and 
again when the child is be­
tween four and six years old.

Health officials say many 
children who have started an 
immunization program 
lavenh finished it, and they 
urge a ll parents of children 
with lapsed immunizations 
to complete the series for 
full protection.

Immunization records are 
important to all families.
In order to enter school, re­
cords must be shown to veri­
fy immunizations. Also, 
should a person move, it is 
very important for a new phy 
sician to have old records. 
These immunization record 
books may be obtained 
ttirough most physicians, 
from school, or a local health 
department o ffice .

During Immunization A c ­
tion Month, parents through­
out Texas are urged to start-- 
or complete--those immuni­
zations which can prevent

their children from being 
struck by a disease which at 
least can cause suffering-- 
and at the worst death or 
crippling.

CATTLE PRICES
After taking one of the 

most drastic Jrops in lustory 
fat cattle prices arc now 
recovering slowly.

Fat cattle topped out in 
August at ^ rv ,00 per cut.
The decline soon set in and 
fe ll to as low as $38,00 on a 
choice OKIE «tcer weighing 
in the thousand lb, catagory.

Stocker« took a similar 
tumble when they dropped 
over $30.00 per cut on light 
weight kinds.

Today choice finished steer 
are bringing up to $42,50 
having made a nice turn 
around. Futures have had twe 
or three days o f up the lim it. 
Today they we e down again 
as w eather cleared in the 
com belt and more cattle 
moved to market. Most 
analyist agree the big slump 
is over. Many feel we w ill 
liave a slowly rising market 
that will attend into 1974. 
Nothing spectacular, just a 
slowly rising market as over 
feds are worked off.

Stocker calves are making 
some recovery but not as fast 
as anticipated.

Wheat plantings have been 
delayed from the Southern 
tip o f the Great Plains on 
through Kansas by September 
rains, late Sept, and Oct., 
plantings enhances the yield 
prospect for grain but decre­
ases the grazing prospects.

In our opinion the subnoi - 
mal progress of wheat for pa 
pasture plus the high feed 
cost in feedlots will tend 
to hold the price of stockers u  
down over the next few 
months. With wheat in the 
$4,00 per bu. bracke;,. 
farmers are less likely to 
graze late in the spring.

This will materially reduce 
the demand for stocker ca l­
ves.

If you see a bulge in tile 
price of stocker before now 
and frost it might be a good 
idea to sell those not needed 
for replacement cattle.
