fhis is a question often debated
by cattlemen, professional agri

wo, it did not pay. Since this
time a newer worming compound

has been developed that showed it
did pay in Louisiana and other
ecastern states. We thought it would
interesting and educational
to run a demonstration test using
this compound

Last fall we drenched 58 head
of lightweight steers on the Fred
Vanderburg farm south of Pampa
These were weighed as well as a
similar group that had not been
drenched with the worming com
pound. An identifying mark was
placed on the ones wormed

Last Tuesday we separated these
calves and re-weighed each group
The calves that had not been worm
ed gained 163 pounds Actually
we cannot conclude that worming
the calves was detrimental to them
they gained 13 pounds

There could have been this much
difference just due to chance. How
ever, 1 believe we can conclude
that the worming of the cattle
was of no benefit. This demon-
stration was set up to determine

if there was a benefit

Since it cost around 75 cents to
$1 per head, plus the trouble of
dong this, the matter is of im-
portance to cattlemen

These cattle came from the Fort
Worth area. Results of this dem
onstration do not prove it would
not pay to worm cattle coming from
other areas. In a feed lot demon
stration at Moody Farms last sum-
mer there was strong evidence it
did pay to worm cattle coming
from Mississippi and deep
Texas

I do believe the results of the
Vanderburg test are significant

Charles Jackson, county agent in
Wheeler County, had a demon-
strator, Clarence Zyback, to run a
very interesting demnostration in
Wheeler County last year. Using
a sorghum-hybrid, Mr. Zyback pro
duced 4.087 pounds of beef on 15
acres of dryland There were 30
steers involved in the test. The
daily gain average was two pounds
from July to November Forty
pounds of nitrogen was applied

We think many farmers are miss
ing an excellent bet in not utiliz
ing the hybrid sudan-sorghum
Crosses in their grazing programs
Dixon Hubbard, beef cattle special
ist, reported that one irrigated
producer got 898 pounds of gain on
this forage plant. This compared
lo ony 268 pounds of gain on coastal |

A Concentrated Food
Cheese is a concentrated pro-

tein food, containing up to 36

percent by weight of protein,
mainly casein. Thus a three ounce
portion of cheese would supply
about one ounce of protein, or
about 407, of a day’s requirement
for an adult male (154 pounds)
doing average work. The fat in
cheese varies from almost none
in uncreamed cottage cheese to
about 30 percent in the more ‘fat’
cheeses.

Almost every nation has its
favorite cheeses, determined by
the kind of milk used, the en-
zyme, and the conditions of cur.
ing. Practically every variety of
foreign cheese is paralleled by
a similar type made in the United
States. Often the domestic is
indistinguishable from the im.
port. This is due to the immigra-
tion of expert cheese makers
from many nations, and the dup-
lication of aging conditions such
as constant-temperature caves,
where the same procedure can
be carried on as in the original
setting.

Cottage Cheese Popular

common use is cottage cheese,
