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City Council.Officials Discuss Hospital
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" W e ’ re  r e a l ly  
pleased you’re trying to 
get the hospital open and 
are very receptive to your 
proposals." Gray County 
Judge Carl Kennedy told 
the McLean City Council 
regular session July 11

Kennedy and county 
commissioner Ted Sim­
mons met with the coun­
cil to resolve any misun 
derstan dings between 
the commissioners' court 
and the council concern­
ing the reopening of the 
McLean Hospital

" If  you're planning to 
sell or sublease the 
hospital, the county, as 
owner, needs to be in­
volved because of our 
accountability to the 
people of Gray County," 
said Kennedy "There 
are a few things we must 
check out, such as any 
restrictions there may be 
and the feasibility of leas­
ing and sub-leasing the 
hospital from H C A  Most 
importantly, we have to 
be sure that whatever 
contract is signed, the 
people of Gray County 
will be protected," Judge 
Kennedy told the city fa­
thers

Councilman Bill Thom ­
as explained the council's 
confusion concerning the 
co u n ty 's  attitude 
"W h e n  Mayor Terry and 
I left the commissioners 
after asking the court to 
Investigate the possibili­
ties of our leasing the 
hospital, we were under

the impression that the 
court was favorable 
However, the council re­
ceived a letter from the 
court, and it is our un­
derstan ding that the 
County Commission does 
not want to relinquish 
control of the hospital or 
its contracts We really 
need to know where we 
stand, so that, if possible, 
we may actively pursue

the opening of the 
hospital," Thomas said 

Kennedy told the coun 
cil he was sorry for any 
m isunderstandings the 
letter had caused "W e  
wanted to go on record to 
let you know w e're  
pleased and willing to 
help We must, at the 
same time, proceed with 
caution, to make sure 
everyone involved is pro­

tected," he said
The council voted u- 

nanimously to actively 
pursue the leasing 
and/or reopening of the 
hospital

In other business, the 
council voted to reject a 
bid from Butch Turpen 
for $60 to lease the city 
owned 30-acre landfill.

Mayor Terry  told the 
aldermen that the city’s

lawyer. Don Lane, had 
st ifed the city was not 
ob, gated to pay toward 
an employee's insurance 
if it was not with the 
city retained Commercial 
Travellers Co. Terry ex 
pla ned that it was city 
pel ly  to pay $15 toward 
the city approved policy 
for each employee and 
Chester Bohlar, who is 
not covered by Commer­

cial Travellers, wanted to 
know if the city would pay 
$15 towards his private 
insurance policy 

Councilman also voted 
unanimously to terminate 
the contract for a gas well 
with Stahlco of Amarillo 
due to inactivity 

The council discussed 
the garbage rates cur 
rently in practice and 
asked city secretary

Stella Lee to research the 
c u r r e n t  o r d in a n c e  
Councilman tabled the 
matter until the next 
session

Not even one chemistry teacher has been graduated from a 
Texas sullegc for two years.

Ihe Houston Independent School District, which in 1978 had 

tauiKies in 47 secondary math and science leaching positions, 
v »  has only two vacancies in maih and one in science 

Houston Superintendent Billy R Reagan and the Board of 
fducalion saw ihe handwriting on the wall back in 1978 when 
ticy learned thal nearly 6,000 of that sludenls didn't have 
rrtilicd math or science instructors A  large number of their 

raduaies has received nearly all their high school instruction in 
•test courses from substitute teachers 

The Houston school officials were caughi in a double-bind 
ladustry and business were luring then qualified maih and science 
teachrts away with higher pay while, at the same time, their 
sludenis needed increased instruction in math and ihe sciences 
inordei to compete for high paying jobs in the modern world.

Ike Houston solution was a four part "Second Mile Plan" to 
altraci teachers to subject areas where critical shortages exist 
and to hold on to them The plan includes incentive pay. a 
dislrKi sponvoted teacher retraining program, a patt lime teach­
ing partners program, and an increase in base salary

What works for Houston, of course, won't necessarily work 
everywhere There is, in fact, disagreement in Houston over 
various aspcvls of u Bui there is no denying thal the “ Second 
Mile Plan”  has helped reduce the math and science teacher 
shortage there and more than half of (he district's teachers 
think n should be continued

It is an innovative approach lo solving a serious problem, and 
we need as many as we can muster I have introduced legislation 
which would provide a one lime $1,01)0 tax credit as a bonus lo 
leacheis who gam certification in maih or science instruction 
any lime between 1984 and 1987 

Our nation’s ability to provide an adequate national defense, 
and to retain leadership in emerging technologies and ihe jobs 
ihey create, depends on a technically oriented workforce 

Both of these national objectives arc in jeopardy if our stu­
dents continue to be shorlchangcd because of math and science 
teacher shortages.

AUSTIN -Skeptics said it 
couldn't be done, but with 
assistance from the Texas 
Department of Agriculture, 
four new fanners markets 
have opened in the pasi two 
weeks

Consumers are buying 
fresh tomatoes, peaches, 
melons, corn and such 
specialty items as honey and 
herbs direct from the farmers 
who produced them in Waco. 
Vernon. Grayson County and 
Tyler, according to Texas 
Department of Agriculture 
farmers market expen John 
Vlcek In Grayson County. 
Vlcek said, they could even 
buy corn-fed frozen beef

Shoppers quickly bought 
up all of the products offered 
at each of the markets, 
surprising both farmers and 
organizers with the enthusias­
tic response Not surprisingly, 
more and more fanners are 
participating in the markets

About a dozen fanners 
tried to meet the demand of 
around 1.000 consumers on 
the first day of the Waco 
market. Vlcek said, with the 
unexpected response creating 
a traffic jam -a situation that 
Waco authorities have since 
conected

By the time the Tyler 
farmers market opened on 
July 7. more than 40 fanners 
turned out lo meet the 
demand of a flock of shoppers 
that starting arriving at 7 am  
*lt was like a festival.'’ Vlcek 
said, "with some of the

prettiest fruits and vegetables 
I've seen anywhere "

Texas Agriculture Com ­
missioner Jim Hightower, 
who promised lo develop 
farmen markets as one 
method of helping fanners 
gain a larger share of the food 
dollar, hired Vlcek lo assist in 
the operation of farmers 
markets across the stale

Ihe early success of these 

first new farmers markets will 
be imponant to building 
farmer confidence in future 
markets. Vlcek believes *1 
think a lot of farmers were 
skeptical about the fact that 
the consumer demand is out 
there,* he said “The greatest 
thing that the markets have 
shown is that the consumers 
are hungry for fresh produce 
and they will swarm whatever 
trucks art there *

Both the variety and 
freshness of the offerings seem 
to be important lo the con­
sumers at the markets “You 
don't just have one kind of 
squash." he said “You've got 
yellow squash, zucchini, and 

acorn squash You've got bell 
peppers, banana peppers, and 
jalapeno peppers "

The markets will continue 
on a regular schedule through 
the growing seasons. Vlcek 
said, and he will continue to 
help with recruiting more 
farmers, with management 
concerns and in expanding 
consumer support

Resource Efficient Plants Offer Carefree Landscaping For Home Gardeners And Landscape Architects, Study Says

The Umtaapr architect and 
home gardener alike can cake 
advantage of a new te rm  ol 
ornamental plana, «letted 
not only for their beauty and 
desirability, but also because 
of their low requirements for 
water, fertiliser, pesticides 
and maintenance, according 
to D r A l Turgeon. resident 
director ol resarch of the 
Tesas A& M  University Re­
search and Extension Center 
at Dallas

These resource efficient 
plants should be especially 
welcome at s time when 
homeowners and landscapers 
are trying to cut both wastage 
and coan of water, labor, fer­
tiliser. pesticides, and orher 
landscape maintenance items, 
Turgeon said

T h e  new plants develop­
ment is based on a convict ion 
shared by a number of Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion (T A E S ) horticulturists 
that we should take advan­
tage of the beauty and inher­
ent strengths of our State's 
wild flowers, shrubs, and 
other native plants

'These 'native Texans' are 
a hardy lot, that nature has 
evolved during millions of 
years w ith  resistance to 
drought, diseases, insects, cold, 
heat, and other adversities 
O ur scientists have targeted 
their research to develop new 
landscape plants, with the 
native Texans' as a basis, 

which incorporate their hard­
iness and resource efficiency

T A E S  scientists, over a 
period of several years, have 
selected a number of these 
plants with high potential for 
landscape use in the State, 
tested them for areas of adap­
tation, and developed methods 
of propagating them "

T h u  research is develop­
ing new landscape plants that 
are beautiful, hardy, and easy 
to care for, with minimal de­
mands for water, fertilizer, 
insecticides, etc Turgeon has 
named them the T A M -R E P  
series for Texas A& M  Re 
source Efficient Plants.

■White Cloud’’"  Cenizo u 
among the first of several 
R E P  (Resource Efficient 
Plants) to be released by the

Texas Agricultural Experi­
ment Station to the wholesale 
nursery growers for multipli­
cation and distribution for 
the public use

Cenizo (Texas Silverleaf) 
is a native to Texas, growing 
in the Rio Grande Plains, 
southern Trans-Pecos, and 
sparingly in the Edwards Pla­
teau, according to Benny 
Simpson, research scientist in 
ornamental horticulture at 
Texas A& M  University Re 
search and Extension Center 
at Dallas

It s not a true sage but is in 
the same plant family as the 
penstemon, snapdragon, and 
Indian Paintbrush Popular 
names for this plant include 
Cenizo, Ceniza, Semsa, Texas 
Silverleaf, Barometer Bush, 
Liar Bush, Ash Bush, Texas 
Ranger, Purple Sage, and

White Cloud is a cenizo 
that will grow 8-fuot high but 
height can be controlled.
