Tigers Upset Claude Mustangs, 10-6 Friday

After playing three games
with the big E's of effort and
enthusiasm, but losing the Mc-
Lean Tigers finally added the
big V of victory Friday night as
they won their first game of
1979, 10-6 over the Claude
Mustangs.

The triumph at Claude was
the first in Coach Jack Dorsett’s
head coaching career after
losses to Chillicothe, Shamrock,
and Silverton, but the young
McLean mentor was nct sur-
prised that his Tigers broke out
of their slump against a 24-
point favorite

“It's been there (the ability
to win); we've just been making
100 many mistakes,”’ said Dor-
sett. He said the Tigers con-
sistently have showed good
effort in the first part of the
scason and that they continued
to hustle against Claude.the
difference, he said, was the
smaller number of mistakes
committed against the favored
Mustangs.

How does it feel to gain that
first coaching victory? ‘It feels
pretty good; it feels REAL
good,” understated Dorsett,
who just a few years ago was an
outstanding player at Childress
and then at Panhandle State
Universtiy.

Senior Rex Morris zipped
across the Claude goal with 23
seconds left in the first quarter
to stake the Tigers to a lead
which they never relinquished.
The Tiger tailback ran through
a big hole on the left side of the
Ime, then cut to the right for a
6-yard score. Wade Smith's
soccer-style kick put McLean on
top 7-0, and the scoreboard re-
mained frozen there while the
bands marched and into the
third period.

Smith added a 21-yard field
goal with 5:51 left in the third to
stretch the margin to 10-0. The
three-pointer was the first for
the senior since he transferred
to Mcl zan from Lewisville. The
field goal drive was initiated by
junior James Matheny's 44.
yard second-half kickoff return
to the Claude 43,

Two possessions later, the
Mustangs tallied their only
score of the night as David
Norwood blocked a  Randy
Suggs punt at about the Mc-
Lean 25, scooped it up and ran
into the end zone for a touch-
down, bringing Claude within

four at 10-6. Suggs and senior
Mike Reynolds stopped Mus-
tang back Mike Weatherly cold
on a two-point conversion at-
tempt to the left side of the line,
however, and neither team
mounted a serious scoring
threat the rest of the game

While McLean finished its
nondistrict portion of the sea-
son at 1-3, Claude dropped to
1-1-2. The Tigers will take a
week off with an open date this
Friday, while the Mustangs will
visit Class A Gruver. McLean is
a member of District 1-B, while
Claude competes in District
2-B,

McLean supporters did suffer
through some tense moments
beginning with about S minutes
left in the game as Claude set
its sights on the Tiger goal.
Junior Terry Todd kept Mus-
tang fullback Jerry Little from
breaking completely loose after
the Claude back made a long
gainer to about midfield.

Then with 4:05 remaining,
Billy Kincannon, another jun-
ior, knocked the ball out of a
Claude runner's grasp and
covered the fumble on the
Mclean 48. Kincannon had
executed a similar fumble re-
covery in the second quarter.

A couple of plays later, a
S-yard run by Morris left the
Tigers 1 yard short of a first
down at the Claude 43. Coach
Dorsett elected to go for it on
the 4th down play, but soph-
omore Billy Joe Skipper was
tackled shy of the marker and
the Mustangs took over with
about 2 minutes left.

Dorsett said he felt, in light
of the previous blocked punt,
that kicking the ball on the 4th
down play might have been
more dangerous than going for
the first down. He said he had
confidence that even if the
Tigers didn't make the first
down, the defense could hold
Claude around midfield. He
was right, although the Mus-
tangs kept the suspense alive
longer than the Tiger coach
would have preferred.

Claude gained 4 yards to
their own 47 in two plays, and
1:35 remained on the clock.
After an incomplete pass on the
right side of the gridiron, quar-
terback Lee Brown hit Nat Mc-
Elroy on the left for 11 yards
and a first down at the McLean
42.

T'hree more plays netted only
6 yards, and faced with 4th and
4, the Mustangs ran an option
play. Mclean stacked up the
play short of the first down, and
Suggs then fell on the ball
enough times to run out the
clock

Morris carried the ball 16
times for 83 yards to pace the
Tiger rushing attack, which
totaled 140 yards. The McLean
eleven did not complete a pass
in five attempts. Claude rushed
for 120 yards and passed for 50.

Senior quarterback Suggs
gained 39 yards on the ground
in 7 carried for the Tigers.

Dorsett said the Tigers had
planned to pass much more
than they did against Claude,
but that the aerial game proved
less important when McLean
was able to move the ball on the
ground. Some pass attempts
which do not show up in the
statistics ended in  Suggs
scrambling, usually for good
yardage. He ran out of the
pocket for 15 late in the 3rd
quarter to the Tigers' own 30,
and for 10 in the 2nd period to
the Claude 43.

That second quarter scram-

ble started a drive in which
sophomore Dudley Reynolds
gained 5 to the 38 and Morris
ran 10 to the 28 before the cen-
ter snap was fumbled and
Claude recovered with 8:03 left
in the half.

Soon after gaining posses-
sion, Claude reached the Mc-
Lean 17 on a 28-yard dash by
halfback Roger Osborn. Todd
slowed the Mustang runner,
and Matheny, assisted by
Skipper, brought him down.
Two plays later, with 6:56 left in
the half, Kincannon stripped
quarterback Brown of the ball
and fell on it for the first of his
two fumble recoveries.

After a near interception by
Claude, Suggs got off a 52-
yard punt, which helped him to
a 41-yard average for the night
as his kicking continues to im-
prove. Shortly thereafter, a
16-yard quick pass from Brown
to Tim Sharp put the ball on
McLean's 32, but a clipping call
on the next play and tackles for
losses by Morris and Skipper
kept Claude from threatening
before the half. Skipper was not

And how does a government
battle this two-headed mon-
ster?

One solution would be to put
a lid on excessive federal
spending. This could be done
by a courageous congress who
was willing to investigate and
stop waste. But the election
year is fast approaching, so
don't expect any “‘courageous’’
solutions from either the Presi-
dent or the congress.

Our only choice in our small
town is to do the best we can.
Local merchants should make
every effort to hold down
prices, and local consumers
should be informed, wise shop-
pers.
Maybe after 1980, when a
new President is elected, and
a new congress takes office, a
solution to the problem might
be found. But if you decide to
bet on it, | would use gold,
and not paper currency!

“Big Oil” Investments

(Earlier this summer Americans
experienced long gas lines. Around
that same time they heard about
record oil company profits. Some
people tied the two together and
blamed the oil companies for the
gas shortage. Congress is now con-
sidering a bill that would depress
those profitss by limiting oil
companies’ merger attempts. A
look at the bill and its consequences
follows.)

Background :

As John Q. Public sat in gas lines
this past summer, he told himself
that his troubles were not acciden-
tal. He blamed one of three groups
for his gas woes — OPEC (the Or-
ganization of Petroleum Exporting
Countries), the government or the
oil companies.

While John Q. tried to finger the
main culprit, the oil companies re-
leased their eamings figures. The
charts showed record profits. Such
reports convinced many politicisns
and some of the public that the oil
companies were the actual cause of
the shortage; they called on Con-
gress to do something about it.

A Proposed Bill

Partly in response to this public
outcry, Sen. Edward Kennedy (D.-
Mass.) introduced a bill — *“The
Energy Antimonopoly Act of 1979"
~ which he hoped would curb **big
oil's big profits. "

Proponents argue that the bill,
which would prevent mergers and
acquisitions by the 16 largest pet-
roleum companies of any other
companies having assets exceeding
$100 million, was needed for three
reasons:

* Because such mergers result
in social and political disadvantages
of national significance.

* Because overall concentrations
of various industries would have
declined had it not been for the ac-
tions of the oil companies .

¢ Because the major oil com-
panies are deploying their capital
for large non-energy related ac-
quisitions at the expense of further
oil and gas development.

Everyone recognizes the need for
U.S. oil companies to find and pro-
duce more oil. But Sen. Kennedy's
bill will not provide more oil. What
it would do, i fact, is diminish the
amount of oil we presently have. It

ways.

Every corporation exists because
of its investors. And it has investors
only because it can guarantee them
a return on their money for the fore-
seeable future. If, however, poten-
tial investors know that the com-
pany seeking their dollars will go
bankrupt in a few years, or if they
know that the product the company
produces won't be wanted in the
years to come, then they won't risk
their money.

Oil companies face the same sit-
uation. Potential investors know
that oil is a diminishing commod-
ity. Atsome point in the future there
may not be any more oil. For that
reason, if oil companies are to at-
tract new sources of capital, they
have to offer some assurances that
there will be a return on investment.

Texan Protocol Chief

A native of Floresville was
sworn in Thursday as chief

1S miles, then east along sec-
tion lines about 11 % miles,
then South along section lines
to the South Co. line, area is
then closed off by the South
County line, west, back to
starting point in SW corner of
Gray County.

Notes From Your
County Agricultural Agent

EVERGREEN -
BLIGHT:

Homeowners with Ever-
greens and Pine trees that have
had problems during the year
with Twig Blight need to spray
immediately. Two sprayings
with fungicide, such as zineb or
Maneb, 10 days apart, are
needed to give some protection
this winter to this disease.

We have seen quite a bit of
this present around the area
this year in the form of leaves
and needies becoming dead for
no apparent reason. Besides
these two fall sprayings, about
three sprayings will be needed
in late spring-early summer
time; May to June.

PINE TWIG

. PEACH TREES:

During the last three years,
we have seen a lot of Bacterial
Leaf Spot on peach trees in the
wet spring time-April to May. A
Fall spray application in Octo-
ber of copper hydroxide should
give good control of this disease
and help prevent the reoccur-
ence next year. Copper hy-
droxide is sold as Kocide
101(R). There are other spray
materials containing copper on
the market, but this particular
product seems to have given
best results. However, 1 believe
any of the fungicides containing
copper will be very beneficial as
a spray on peach trees in Oc-
tober.

USE LEAVES FOR COMPOST:

Soon tree leaves will come
tumbling down, signaling the
advent of Fall.

These leaves should be re-
moved from the lawn to prevent
damage to grass and should be
put to good use.

How? By composting them so
that they can provide a ready
source of composted soil for
gardens, flower beds, potted
plants and for top-dressing the
yard.

The simplest method of com-
posting leaves or other vege-
table matter is to build up al-
ternate 4-to-6 inch layers of
vegetable matter with 2 to 4
inches of good garden soil.
Sprinkle a commercial fertilizer
on ecach layer of vegetable
matter to hasten decomposi-
tion. One-half pound or one
cupful of 10-10-10, 10-6-4,
10-20-0 or the equivalent per 10
spuare feet of vegetable matter

layer is sufficient. Manure, if
available and free of weeds,
may also be added to good ad-
vantage to the soil layer.

Build the compost pile 4 to 6
feet wide and any desired
length. The top layer should
consist of soil, and the surface
of the pile should slope toward
the center, forming a basin to
hold water. Water the layers of
leaves thoroughly as they are
spread out and again when the
pile is completed. Also water
periodically to keep the materi-
al moist, but not soggy.

Turn or mix the compost with
a garden fork or shovel every
three or four months to a yrar.

In planning separate air-
conditioning units for your
house, zones should be deter-
mined by either the sun’s
influence on the home or the
use patterns of the occupants,
or both. It is important to avoid
mixed use in each zone. If
possible, the zones should be
determined according to the
daytime and evening use. Day-
time use might include the
kitchen-living area, while night-
time use would include the
bedrooms.

In Texas zoning is more
successful in winter with heat-
ing than in summer with cool-
ing. This is especially true in an
area such as Corpus Christi
where you may experience mil-
dew in closed zones in the
summertime. Under no circum-
stances should your zoning
include closing off vents or

ductwork to unused rooms. This
will cause moisture problems.

Your plan for two small water
heaters in the kitchen-pantry
area and the north zone bed-
room area sounds good. Using
smaller water heaters is prefer-
able to avoid unnecessarily long
pipe runs for energy efficiency
in water heating. It is also more
convenient since the water will
be hotter sooner with the
shorter pipe run.

A ready-built fireplace is
quite acceptable, but be sure
your lace includes the fol-
lowing features essential to
heating efficiently: (1) fresh air
inlet for combustion, (2) glass
door cover, (3) fan-powered
heat exchanger.

We are hearing a lot sbout
celling fans as an effective
means of cooling the house.
How effective are they In re-
ducing electricity consumption?
R.0., San Antonlo.

The use of a ceiling fan
allows the occupants to raise
the thermostat two to three
degrees and still maintain the
same level of comfort. Raising
the thermostat by two or three
degrees can reduce cooling
costs by five to ten percent.
