RABIES CASES UP SHARPLY
LAST YEAR
Rabies cases continue to
increase at an alarming rate in
Texas. Laboratory confirmed
positive cases of rabies in Texas
showed a 115 percent increase
in 1979 over 1978
The number of cases of rabid
dogs took the biggest jump with
an 811 percent increase. A total
of 82 dogs were found rabid in
1979, compared to only 9 in
1978. More rabid skunks were

confirmed than any other animal

with 857 skunks reported rabid
compared to 447 in 1978

A large number of foxes,
raccoons, horses, cattle, cats
and bats also made the rabid
list. Reports so far for 1980,
indicate the incidence of rabies
in wild animals, especially the
skunk, are still high.

We recommend the following
steps when animals are expos-
ed to rabies:

Dogs and cats bitten by a
known rabid animal should be
destroyed immediately. If the
owner is unwilling to have this
done, the unvaccinated animal
should be vaccinated immedi-
ately with a modified live virus
vaccine against rabies and
placed in strict isolation for 6
months. If the animal has a
record of current vaccination, it
should be revaccinated immed-
iately and restrained for at least
60 days.

Livestock bitten by rabid
animals should be destroyed
immediately. If the owner is
unwilling to have this done, the
animal should be placed in
quarantine for 6 months.

Exposed livestock can be
safely killed and its tissues

caten without risk of infection if

the animal is slaughtered with-
in three days after being bitten.

Persons who slaughter and
skin an exposed animal should
wear gloves and perform their

duties with care to prevent
possible exposure from the
wound area. Liberal portions of
the tissues in the bite area
should be discarded. The re-
maining muscle tissues of the
animal are considered safe to
eat

Certain precautions should
also be taken when seemingly
healthy pets bite a person for no
reason

In this case, the animal
should either be contined and
observed by a veterinarian for
ten days or killed immediately
and examined by the fluores-
cent antibody technique. If the
owner opts for observation and
signs suggestive of rabies de-
velop, the animal should be
humanely killed immediately
and its head submitted for
rabies examination.

Signs of rabies in wild ani
mals cannot be interpreted
reliably. Therefore, and wild
animal that bites or scratches a
person should be killed at once
and examined for evidence of
rabies

If the fluorescent microscopy
examinatin for rabies is nega-
tive, the saliva contains no virus
and then the bitten person need
not be treated.

CLEAR UP "FOG' BETWEEN
SLIDING DOOR PANES:
Do-it-yourselfers can rem-
edy ‘‘fog’' between the two
panes of double-glazed sliding
glass doors. Usually, dead air
space between the two panes of
glass serves to insulate the
glass area and the home against
heat loss and heat gain. How-
ever, prefabricated  double-
glazed doors are subject to

by a hollow aluminum mullion.
Usually the mullion is filled

then the sliding section of the
door by turning screws to
relieve tension on rollers. Pry
the door up and, with a helper,
lift the heavy panel out. Place
on a flat surface resting the unit
on the metal edges rather than
the glass. Remove metal edging
from the sides, top and bottom
by tapping gently with a mallet
and wood block. Carefully re-
move the rubber or vinyl gasket
and save for reuse. To cut
through the old sealant, run a
razor-type knife around the
perimeter between the top
glass and the million.
