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Did you know that passen-
ger buses like the Greyhound in
Mclean are not allowed to
transport chemicals? The rule, |
think, is a good one, because
the lives of the passengers
could be threatened if a chemi-
cal became unstable and ex-
ploded. The train wrecks in the
last few weeks that have invol-
ved dangerous leaking chemi-
cals and caused the evacuatio.
of hundred of people are evi-
dence that chemicals are not
something to fool around with.

This rule, like many others,
was apparently made to be
broken, however. We received
some chemicals from a syoplier
the other day....... on the
Greyhound bus. The container
had been wrapped so that the
freight handlers on the bus
could not have been aware of
the contents of the package.
When we called the supplier to
inquire, a young boy laughingly
said that he was aware that it
wa. illegal, but “‘what they
don’t know won’'t hurt them."'

Well, I beg to differ. The rule
against chemicals being trans-
ported by bus is a good one and
necessary to safeguard passen-
gers. | think this boy's violation
of that rule is just another
example of ‘‘me-ism', or
“what | want is all that's
important.”’

We intend to insist, the next
time that we want chemicals,
that they be shipped properly,
or not at all.

Approximately 30 resi-
dents attended a Rabies Alert
meeting in the Mclean High
School auditorium Friday night
where Dr. John Galbreaith,
regional veterinarian for the
Texas Department of Health,
explained the problem with
rabies in McLean.

picking up all stray dogs,
penning all pets, and vaccinat.

“Death Alley”, the
lane construction area on Inter
state 40 west of Alanreed
claimed two more lives last
week when Paul Eugene Car
ter, 57, of Yukon, Okla. and
Edmund Mongroe Hughes, 47,
of Horton, Ala. died following a
head-on collision. The pre
dawn collision Thursday o«
cured about S a.m. when Hug
hes, driving a 1975 Interna
tional west-bound truck veered
over the center line and hit the
Roadway truck driven by Car
ter

Carter died at McLean Hos
pital shortly after the accident
Hughes was taken to Amarillo
where he died at Northwest
Texas Hospital about 7:54 a.m

A passenger in the Hughes
truck, Hughes 33-year-old half-
brother, Wayne Johnson, was
taken to NWT hospital where
he is listed in critical condition

One of the victims had to be

removed from the wreckage by
the McLean Fire Department, a
fire department spokesman
said.

Texas Highway Patrol Tro
oper R.C. Parker investigated
the early-morning wreck

The deaths of the two truck
ers bring the total killed on the
construction stretch to 14 since
May 1979. Most of the other
fatal wrecks on the highway
have been head-on collisions
The spot where Hughes truck
trailer collided with the ng
driven by Carter was the same
point where two persons were
killed Nov. 8, 1979 in a fiery
three-vehicle crash. A man
from Collingwood, Tenn., and a
woman from British Columbia
were killed in that accident

DPS officers say certain cir-
cumstances are common fto
most of the Death Alley acci-
dents. The victims usually are
from out of state, most of the
collisions are head-on, and

frequently speed plays a role in
the collision

Over a one-week period
May, four people died in o
separate accidents on the dan
gerous two-lane road.

Shortly after the two wrecks
DPS troopers began to patrol
the area more heavily, slowing
traffic and possibly contributing
to the two-month lapse between
fatal acaidents.

Murderer Given Death Penalty

Patrick Trimble, 20, of St
Charles, Mo. was convicted of
capital murder and given the
death sentence Thursday to
climax a nine-month ordeal for
a former McLean couple whose
20-year-old son Jerry James
Everett was found dead in a
Missouri jail cell in November.

Kenneth Everett, now of Jack-
son, Tenn., had been picked up
on a traffic violation and a few
days later was found dead in his
cell, an apparent suicide. He
had left a suicide note in his
handwriting

The Everett couple, who
refused to believe that their son
had committed suicide the
night before he was to be
released, began pushing for an
investigation of the death. With
the help of a sympathetic
detective, the couple finally
managed to prod officials into
interviewing other men in the
cell block with the Everett boy

The evidence presented by
these men led to the arrest and
indictment of Trimble who was
being held on charges of rape,
kidnapping, and assault on two
nine-year-old girls

According to the testimony of
six other prisoners at a prelim-
inary hearing, Everett was tor-
tured and molested by his
cellmate Trimble and forced
to write a suicide note when
Trimble realized that the boy
was to be released.

After Everett wrote the note,
Trimble strangled him, accord-
ing to the testimony.

Australian lan Campbell’s gold-medal-winning triple jump was
disallowed by the judges who said Campbell’s foot had scraped the
takeoff board even though Campbell swears he has film to prove
that the jump was foul-free. A Soviet athlete took the gold, and
Campbell came in fifth. The worst case was in the diving
competition when Soviet judges ruled that the Russian diver
Alexandre Portnov could repeat his dive because he had been
distracted by a noisy crowd, even though similar complaints about
crowd noise by the Mexican and East German divers had been
disallowed. Portnov dived again, and this time won the gold.

Carter’s decision to ban Americans from participating in the
summer games was originally made to symbolically protest the
invasion of Afghanistan, but imagine how relations between our
country and the Soviet bear would have been affected if American
athletes had been subjected to the kind of dishonesty that athletes
from other countries have suffered through.

Perhaps President Carter will be bold enough to take the next
step, and end some of the hypocrisy of the Olympics which has
outgrown and perhaps outlived its original purpose.

Let's
hope that the Games planned for Los Angeles in 1984 set a better
example of honesty and fair play than the Moscow ones have.

Children's Gym
Toys Recalled

Two pieces of children's
play equipment have been re.
called, according to the U.S
Consumer Product Safety Com-
mission (CPSC), because they
pose a stragulation hazard to
infants and preschoolers.

Some 400,000 Indoor Gym
Houses are being recalled by
their manufacturer, Creative
Playthings. They gym house is
a hollow, masonite-and-wood
box 30 inches in height which
supports a two-step wooden
ladder on one side and a short
slide on the opposite side. The
top of the box serves as a bridge
between the ladder and slide
and is protected on two sides by
wooden railings.

A space between the upper
rung of the ladder and the
platform is small enough to
entrap the heads of children
and strangle or asphyxiate
them. C reports two inci-
dents have occurred, resulting
in the strangulation of an
18-month-old girl and asphyx
iation of a 16-month-old-boy,
resulting in irreversible brain
damage.

Approximately 600 infant
toys known as crib exercisers
have been recalled by the toy's
importer, Play Spaces Inter
national of Wattham, Mass
The toy consists of an elasix
cord strung with 11 colored
wooden rings and balls and s
intended to be suspended over
the crib from one railing to the
other. It is possible for infants
to become entangled in the
elastic and thereby strangle

Consumers should contact
the manufacturers of these toys
or call CPSC’s toll-free hotline
at 1-800-638-8326 for more in
formation.
