SMUTTED WHEAT:

Wheat planting time is fast
approaching and there is cause
for concern among wheat pro-
ducers in regards to bunt on
wheat. This sometimes called
“Stinking Bunt” or “Covered
Smut'" as it gets its name from
the characteristic fishy odor
given off by infected heads.

During this past harvest,
bunt showed up in several
fields scattered over the area.
This caused concern among the
elevator people because bunt
does cause marketing problems
and price discounts. Our Pan-
handle wheat has had a good
reputation among buyers.
However, if this stinking smut
continues to increase, buyers
for our grain may become
harder to obtain in the market

lace
‘ The prevalance of bunt varies
from vear to year. It depends in
part on the existance of soil
conditions favorable for infec-
tion to occur following planting
and in part, to the extent to
which preventative measures
such as seed treatments have
been used.

Soil can become infested with
bunt when smut balls shatter
off before and during harvest or
when the balls are planted
along with healthy seeds.

The smut spores can live in
the soil for several years--poss-
ibly ten to twenty years, but the
exact ume is not known.

Iherefore, we recommend
farmers with supposedly clean
ground to use seed not known
to be infected with bunt or
stinking smut. We also re-
commend seed treatments with
a fungicide and an insecticide.

HALFWAY FIELD DAY:

Results of two years of test-
ing of a new irrigation system
which minimizes adverse ef-
fects of soil and climatic condi-
tions of West Texas will be
explained at the 7ist annual
Field Day of the Texas Agricul-
tural Experiment Station at
Lubbock and Halfway.

The demonstration of the low
energy precision  application
(LEPA) irrigation system, de-
veloped and tested with furrow
diking to increase rainfall re-
tention, will be one of four
featured stops on the field tour
of the research station.

The LEPA system minimizes
soil and climatic variables
which adversely influence irri-
gation efficiencies on the Texas
High Plains.

After two years of testing,
application and distribution ef-
ficiencies are significantly
higher than with either furrow
or traditional sprinkler systems.
This , coupled with the very low
operating pressures, could
potentially result in annual
savings of up to $50 per acre, if
pumping two acre-feet per year
from a 300-foot well.

Application efficiency of 99
percent and distribution effici-
ency of 95-96 percent have been
achieved with the LEPA sys-
tem, regardless of climitic con-
ditions.

The system, developed by
Dr. W. Lyle, Research Agricul-
tural Engineer, replaces the
large number of stationary ori-
fices of a conventional drip
system with a small number of
moving orifices. It can operate
as a pivot or as a linear move
system at pressures below 10
pounds per square inch.

The motorized unit propels
itself across the field and is
equipped to unroll its supply
pipe as it advances. The nozzles
are designed to place the water
at low pressure beneath the
crop canopy, allowing it to more
effectively reach plant roots.

Visitors to the field day will
have an opportunity to see the
system in operation and discuss
it with Lyle.

Other major stops on the tour
will demonstrate and report on
research being conducted at the
center on crop varieties, water
management, crop insect con-
trol and weed control. Motoriz-
ed tours will leave the station
headquarters area at frequent
intervals beginning at 12:30
p.m. and ending at S p.m.

Most retailers display fruit that
has begun the ripening process,
yet is still firm enough to keep
from bruising easily. Color
change has begun, but the fruit
feels fairly hard.

If you find pears hard. ripen
a4t room temperature or in a
cool, humid place. Some prefer
to ripen in a paper bag. Pears
should be chilled once they are
ripe but cold temperature sim
ply slows ripening, it does not
\(\\p it

Ripe fruit can be successfully
held at low temperatures (near
32 degrees F.) for only a few
days. So use them immediately

once ripened to enjoy the peak
of goodness

Avoid wilted or shriveled
pears with dull-colored skins
and slight weakening of the
flesh near the stem. These
pears will not ripen. Pears add
fiber, but few calories to your
diet and contain potassium

KEEP YOUNG,OLD **OUT OF

Being in “‘hot water'" is
especially scary if you're among
thousands of people injured

each year in scalding accidents.
Burn injuries are especially
common amoung children un-
der age five and older adults
over age 65. Many in these age
groups are unaware of the
hazard--and most cannot react
quickly to it. Bathtubs are the
scene of many scalding injuries,
when children climb into a tub
of hot water, or play with the
hot water faucet. For older
adults, a major problem is
slipping or falling into a tub of
hot water.

To prevent scalding injuries,
remember these tips:

* Never leave a baby or small
child alone in the bathroom for
any reason.
