Local TEC Funding 
Has Been Approved

When Lonnie Merriott walks 
into his office at 121 East Ave. 
B, he realizes the full impact of 
being a ‘one man office.’ The 
first thing he must do is check 
his telephone monitoring ser­
vice, and make notes on the 
numerous telephone calls he 
will have to return.

Since March, when funding

was cut by the state, Merriott 
has operated the office without 
any clerical help. This means he 
must handle all the calls, visits 
and do all the paper work as 
well.

He was recently given a 15 
year service pin by the Texas 
Employment Commission, but 
would gladly trade in the pin for 
some help. Merriott first be­
came employed by the Texas 
Employment Commission on 
July 10, 1968, and through the 
15 years since that time has 
seen many changes in TEC 
operations.

At this time, he has some 900 
applicants in his files, and has 
made some 800 job placements 
since the first of the year.

According to Merriott’s re­
cords, he places around 1,500 
persons per year in various 
jobs. Although his listings in 
clerical or bookkeeping work is 
very limited, he places approx­
imately 50 percent of the 
workers in the farm work 
category, or as laborers. Norm­
ally, he places about 75 percent 
in farm type work, but this has 
changed th is. year to about 
50-50.

For some time, it was 
questionable about maintaining 
the office in Muleshoe, as many 
smaller offices across the state 
begin to be closed, but due to 
the business and individual 
interest in the local office, and a 
major letter writing and phone 
call campaign, the office has 
remained open, but on a limited 
staff basis.

From average, to above 
average is the report on corn 
yields for this year. Most 
elevators checked Thursday 
afternoon said the com harvest 
had been virtually to a halt due 
to rain this week, but those 
reporting receiving com said the 
yields are “ at least as good as 
last year.’’

Eight elevators in the area- 
were checked and some report­
ed receiving only 10 percent of 
their contracted com to date. 
Sheryl Kimbrough at Valley 
Grain, Inc. said they have 
received approximately 10 per­
cent of tneir contracted 
acreages, and at this time the 
moisture is very high, around 22 
percent. Yellow corn is all that 
has come in to date, with the 
white corn crop to come in later.

Mrs. Kimbrough said the 
com is producing above the 
yields from last year.

Texas Sesame declined to 
comment on their com received, 
according to a spokeswoman 
there. She said that for the first 
time, Texas Sesame is receiving 
only food com and they are not 
allowed to discuss it.

Arnold Prater of Ray Griffiths 
and Sons, Inc. reported they 
have received very little com to 
date, and what com has come in 
is running 20-23 percent in 
moisture content.

At Farmer’s Co-op Elevators, 
not much com has come in 
according to a clerk. Although 
they will take com with as high 
as 28 percent moisture, most 
corn received to date has been 
around 20 percent moisture. A 
little of the com has been as 
low in moisture content as 15-16 
peitwnt, she tiM.

Good yields are reported from 
Farmer’s Co-op Elevators, who 
said the average received to 
date is reported from 9,000- 
10,000.

Sherley-Anderson Grain at 
Lariat reports from one-quarter 
to one-tniru of the expected 
com harvest has come in to the 
elevator, and is averaging 
around 22 and ore half percent 
moisture. Generally, the yields 
are reported to be much the 
same as last year, with a few 
higher yields.

At King Grain Co., Ed 
Northcutt said they are 
beginning to get ‘quite a bit’ of 
com in, and after the farmers 
are running the com through 
their on-the-farm dryers, most 
moisture content has been  
measured around 17 percent.

Most of the reported yields

are good, with some reported 
around 12,000, said Northcutt.

Charlotte Harris at Sherley- 
Anderson at Lazbuddie said 
they a«-e about half way through 
with [he corn crop there and 
most of the com received has 
been reported at yields above 
10, 000.

As of Thursday afternoon, 
54,000,000 pounds had been 
received, running 18-23 percent 
in moisture.

At Bovina, Sherley-Anderson 
Grain said they are receiving 
mostly farm dried corn, at 
around 25-26 percent moisture. 
Average yields reported there 
are 10,000-11,000 and the yields 
are a little better than last year.

On Friday, rain again moved 
into the area following a warm, 
sunny day on Thursday. The 
rain halted corn harvesting 
again, and most elevator oper­
ators expected the harvest to be 
back in full swing by the first of 
the week.

Where Is Fall? 
Cold, Damp 
Invades Area

Where is fall? Whatever has 
happened to the cool, dry, crisp 
fall weather? Lots of folks are 
probably asking that question 
right now, as winter is definitely 
in the air.

On Friday, the high temper­
ature for the day was only 46 
degrees, dropping to 38 by 
Saturday morning.

Also, on Saturday morning, 
snow was reported from just 
south of Amarillo to the north, 
with light snow, mixed with rain 
predicted for the Muleshoe area 
at presstime.

Good weather is not expected 
to return to this area until 
mid-week, as cool, wet weather 
is expected to linger, due to a 
high pressure system that has 
dug in north of Texas.

On Saturday, National Wea­
ther Service said there was a 40 
percent chance of more rain, 
with that possibility decreasing 
to 30 percent chance for mea­
surable precipitation on Satur­
day night.

Clouds were expected to 
linger through Wednesday, and 
combined with unseasonable 
low temperatures, farming oper­
ations were expected to be at a 
virtual standstill, along with the 
1984 corn harvest.

There’s More Than One Way To Enjoy Sweet Potato
AUSTIN-Christopher Columbus 

ate sweet potatoes with the natives of 
Hispaniola and returned to Spain with 
samples of the new food crop. The 
potatoes, which he compared in taste to 
radishes, flourished in Spain's warm 
climate. Soon they were being traded 
with other European countries, where 
they found favor with royalty. 
England's King Henry VII1 enjoyed 
sweet potatoes baked in a sweet spiced 
pie, while Spaniards preferred them 
roasted in hot ash, pared, sliced and 
sugared. By the second half of the 16th 
century they were being cultivated 
widely in Spain, Portugal and perhaps 
Italy.

There are many theories regarding 
the introduction of sweet potatoes to 
the territory that became the United 
States. Some historians.say theyarrived .. 
here from Europe, but author and food 
expert Jane Grigson finds it easier to 
imagine “sweet potato plants creeping 
up into what are now the southern 
states, along with cultivated maize 
perhaps, and being grown by the 
Indians there.”

However they arrived here, sweet 
potatoes are an integral part of the 
cuisine of the southern United States. 
Though they are grown as far east as 
New Jersey and as far west as 
California, it is in the South that these 
sweet, moist root vegetables are most 
appreciated. Texans, like their south­
eastern neighbors, have always 
understood the sweet po ta to ’s 
multifaceted personality. Part of the 
state’s culinary history arrived via 
wagon loads of post-Civil War refugees 
who headed West to start new lives. 
These settlers brought food preferences 
with them, blending a taste for southern 
cooking into a pot of many cultures. 
Where else but Texas and other sections 
of the southern United States can one 
enjoy the airy consistency of golden

sweet potato biscuits or the dense 
richness of sweet potato pudding and
pic?

Texas is the country’s fourth biggest 
producer of sweet potatoes. Farmers 
were raising the crop commercially in 
1900, and by 1926 most sweet potato 
farms were located on the sandy soil of 
East Texas. Today the largest 
percentage of the state’s crop is 
harvested in four counties in north­
eastern Texas, but scattered acreage 
can be found in at least six other area*- 
Last year Texas farmers harvested 
more ti.an 85 million pounds worth 
nearly $12 million. A slightly smaller 
crop, resulting from lack of rainfall, is 
expected this season.

Texas sweet potatoes are harvested 
between August and November. Early 
potatoes are fresTL -  that !$? they have 
not been’eured and are, therefdre, less 
sweet than those purchased later in the 
season. Fresh potatoes should be eaten 
with a few days after buying them. 
Cured, they will last up to two weeks 
when stored in a cool, dark place.

To experience the full versatility of 
sweet potatoes, try these recipes from 
the Texas Department of Agriculture.

SWEET POTATO BISCUITS

! C. flour
3 tsp. baking powder 
1/2 tsp. salt 
3 T. butter
1 C. cooked, ma'hed sweet potatoes 
1/2 C. milk

Sift dry ingredients together; cut in 
butter. Add mashed potatoes. Gradual­
ly add milk to form dough. Roll or pat 
,o 1/2-inch thickness on flour board. 
Cut with biscuit cutter. Place on 
greased pan and bakr. Makes 8-10 
biscuits.

SWEET POTATO CREAM PIE

2 C. cooked, mashed sweet potatoes
1 (14 oz.) can sweetened condensed 
milk

2 eggs
1/2 tsp. salt
1 tsp. cinnamon
1/2 tsp. ginger
I / 2 tsp. nutmeg
I (9-in.) unbaked pastry shell

l C. heavy cream, whipped 
3/4 C. chopped pecans 
In large bowl combine swee’ potatoes 
milk, eggs, salt and spices. Pou. ,nto 
pastry shell and bake 15 minutes at 425 
degrees F. Reduce oven to 350 degrees 
F. and continue baking 25-30 minutes 
or until knife comes out clean when 
inserted. Cool and garnish with 
whipped cream and chopped pecans. 
Refrigerate until serving.

You could become a victim of 
misinformation if you don’t 
know much about diet and 
health, says a Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Exten­
sion Service nutritionist.

With an increasing amount of 
nutrition material in the media 
and health claims in advertise­
ments, distinguishing sound 
from unsound information is 
difficult, says Marilyn Haggard.

I earning something about 
nuintion is worthwhile, she 
says, since misinformation can 
aggravate or create health 
problems. Diseases like diabetes 
or cancer can worsen if you 
ignore medical diagnosis and 
treatment in favor of a “ miracle 
vitamin cure.”

Taking large amounts of 
vitamins in the misuken notion 
that this will improve your 
health can also affect medical 
tests, says the nutritionist. In 
the case of diabetes, too much 
vitamin C can give a false 
positive or a false negative on 
some urine tests for diagnosis 
and management of the disease.

Fad weight-loss diets can 
even lead to disease, notes 
Haggard. For example, it’s 
possible to starve to death on a 
macrobiotic brown rice diet.

Even if misinformation 
doesn't directly affect your 
health, it may cause you to 
waste money on unnecessary 
food, gadgets ai.d vitamins. Or 
you may trade good food habits 
for poor ones and a balanced 
diet for an imbalanced one. she 
says.

“ Consumers can best protect

themselves by recognizing that 
a single diet or food can not 
cure health problems or guar­
antee weight control,” says 
Haggard.

No scientific evidence shows 
that arthritis, cancer, heart 
disease and other chronic 
diseases are cured by eating 
specific foods, she explains. 
Instead, a balanced diet of 
meat, poultry, legumes and 
fish; dairy products; fruits and 
vegetables; and enriched or 
whole grain breads and cereals 
will provide all the nutrients 
anyone normally needs.

Also beware of personal’ 
testamonies and stories, says 
Haggard, since they are not 
scientific studies. When a 
person loses weight from eating 
a particular food, it does not 
mean the food caused the 
weight loss. The person may 
have done other things to 
change his life-style, such as 
increased exercise, that actually 
resulted in the weight loss.

Everyone gets tired and has 
occasional pains. Many causes 
could produce such universal 
symptoms. But if the cause is 
nutritional, it should be dia­
gnosed by a physician who will 
prescribe medication if it’s 
warranted.

Be skeptical, ask for evidence 
about diet or nutrition ideas 
and use your right to evaluate, 
cautions the nurtritionist.

If you want to know whether 
a nutrition or diet book is 
reliable, check book reviews 
from the professions! nutrition 
journals she says.

everyone who made calls and 
wrote letters concerning keeping 
the TEC office open.

“ We found out approximately 
two weeks ago that the office 
will remain open, at least for 
the time being. I regret not 
having the information sooner to 
pass on to all those interested, 
but it was just released to me.”

The local TEC office manager 
continued, “ The economy here 
is better than many other areas 
of the state, at least agriculture- 
wise. The rain helped, and we 
had little to no hail this year. 
Adding to the economic picture 
are two new vegetables sheds in 
the area. We are looking at an 
increase this year in vegetable 
production, and 1 even expect 
an even larger produciton next 
year.

‘‘But we do have a problem — 
with housing for migrant work­
ers. We do not have enough 
housing for our vegetable work­
ers, and other seasonal workers 
who come to Muleshoe,” he 
continued, ‘‘we had at least 500 
workers who would have stayed 
here, but had to go on to other 
places because they would not 
find a place to live.

“ This year, the housing was 
full very early,” he added, 
“ and I expect it was because of 
the very hard winter in the 
Valley, and the workers came 
out here early. Some 200 of the 
vegetable harvesters have 
already gone back home, and 
others will be leaving once the 
vegetable harvest is all over.”

At this time, according to 
figures received by Merriott, 
the unemployment rate in 
Bailey County is 3.8, and 
although the lowest he remem­
bers being listed is 1.9, this is 
still considerably lower than the 
entire district, which shows an 
unemployment rate of 5.4

“We have registered a lot of
