worth the time and money 
and that they had teamed 
a great deal about agricul­
tural practices In western 
Europe.

The three young m en  
who made the trip are Moe 
Barbee, son of Mr. and Mrs 
Beal Barbee, who will be a 
senior 1 n Ozoua H i g h  
School next year. K e i t h  
MltcheU who will be a 
freshman at New Mexico 
State College next fall, and 
Herbie Noelke. son o f Mis. 
H. C. Noelke. who will be a 
sophomore at Sur. Roes in 
the fall

The three young Oeonans. 
who. of course, are pretty 
well steeped in the tradl- 
ttonwith respeiv to the po­
sition that women hold in 
the American society, were 
somewhat shocked at the 
way women work In Eu­
rope. particularly lr. the 
Communist countries when* 
they felt the women great­
ly outnumbered the men on 
the collective farms an d  
did all the hard manual la­
bor and the few men pres­
ent did such Jobs as drive 
trucks and other occasion­
al heavy equipment.

The Americans were also 
appalled at the number of 
people working on th e  
farms, necessitated by the 
backward methods still In 
use Barbee i ta ted that he 
felt they had at least six 
people doing what one did 
here In this country

While the boys were not 
overly impressed with th e

communist countries t h ey 
die see some things In oth­
er countries, particularly 

tin Scotland that Impressed 
them greatly.

They reported seeing an 
Angus bull that had sold 
tor $70,000 00 as a calf and 
all were In agreement that 
the bull was by far the fin­
est animal they had ever 
seen.

Another observation that 
astounded the young wrest 
Texans, who naturally, are 
interested la sheep, w as 
that sheep raisers there ex­
pect about a 175*1 lamb 
crop during the average 
year

The sheep there are In 
unall herds running not o f­
ten as many as 100 and are 
kept inside during the cold 
weather along with all oth­
er farm animals.

Sheep raisers said that 
tomach worms were n o t 

common and that the ani­
mals are not treated for 
them as a precaution due 
to lack of incidence

curtain countries was th e  
lack of young people They 
v re mo on the streets In 
the cities and they were 
not on the farms.
