Conference Would Bind Nafions

Principal among them is the “declaration of Chapultepee,” which
calls for joint- American and Lalin-American armed- assistance to stop |
actual or potential aggression in the hemisphere.

The form in which the Chapultepee instrument finally will come
before the conventions remains at Issue. It was learned on the high-
est authority yeslerday that the U.S, delegation had drafted a com-
promise pledge to Latin America on the use of armed forces to crush
aggression in this hemisphere, :

This would modify the text pre-
sgnted to the conference commit-
tee Tuegday, which provided for
automatic use of armed forces
| without reservations.

The changes consist mainly of
dividing into two periods the op-
eration of the commitment to put
dowre aggression, during the re-
mainder of the war and in the
postwar period. Under the propos-
ed redcraft the despration would
take effect as soon as signed and
would bind the American nations
so long as'the war continues. After
the war a treaty would be nego-
tiated carrying the same princi-

Milk Supply
Is Nof Due To
Show Increase

Desplte the fact that milk pro-
duction has increased somewhat
compared with last fall when it
was at its lowest ebb, milk pro-
duction may decrease now and in
the future because so many of the

men are being called 1o the army,

This is the ppinion of F. A. Me-

Legislation May
Streamline Appeals

By CARROLL MO!\'ROE

AUSTIN, March 1 (P —Legisla-
tion designed to streamline the
’procedure in appeals from rules,
orders or decisions of boards, bu-
reaus or commissions .has been
guided to a strategic position on
the senate calendar by its author,
Sen. Jesse Martin of Fort Worth.

The measure provides that in
the event of appeals to trial courts,
the procedure shall be on the same
basis as if originally instituted
before the court. Under this pro-
|vision, any evidence submitted be-
fore the board hearing could be
omitted by the defendant in the
trial court.

A seeond provision requires
that sany appeal carried to trial
court must 'be filed within 75
days after the board, commission
or bureau hearing.

They are afraid of them as any
maodern soldier is afraid of his foe,
not because they are slippery or
ratlike, but simply because they
have weapons and fire them like
good tough soldiers and the Japs
are human enough to be afraid of
us in exactly the same way.

Some of our people over here
think that, in the long run, the
Japs won't take the beating the
Germans have. Others think they
will, and even more,

I've not been here long enough
really to learn anything of the Jap
psychology. But the Pacific war is
gradually getting condensed, and
consequently tougher and tougher.
The closer we’'go to Japan itself,
the harder it will be.

The Japs are dangerous people
and they aren’t funny when they-
've got guns in their hands. It
would be tragic for us to under-
estimate their power to do us
damage, or their will to do it. To
me it locks like soul trying days
for us in the vears ahead,

Hand-Rubbing In Commerce Group

By JACK STINNETT

WASHINGTON — While the
War and Navy Departments are
moving pins about on the Philip-
pine map and thinking what re-
capture of the Islands will mean
in the war against Japan, the De-
partment of Commerce is rubbing
its hands over the same conquest
for an entirely different reason.

Part of Manila may be a sham-
bles. - Other cities in the path of
the Sécond Battle of the Philip-
pines may be' rubble. But once
the islands are reasonably clear
of Japanese, Manila Bay is re-
opened and the crops are in, the
United Nations are going to have
access to some needed raw mate-
rials and the Filipinos will receive
sorely needed foods and cash for
them.

Before the war, raw and refined
sugar was the leading money crop
of the Philippines, About a mil-

lion tens a year was shipped to

the United States alone, repre-

senting nearly one-third of - the

islands’ total export ' trade of

something less than $200,000,000.
- L] L]

The {fall of the Philippines
hastened the rationlng of sugar in
this country. Their recapture
won't immediately relax it, but it
will contribute Importantly to the
United Nations stockpile and les-
sen the drain on other sources.

Luzon and Negros islands raise
about four-fifths of the Philippine
sugar. According to early and
rather sketchy reports, theoJap-
enese haven't done much earth-
scorching in the Philippines  out-
side of the cities. That's probgbly
because MacArthur dldnt give
them time,

First reporis indicate that near-
ly all Philippine crops in growth
have a good stand, and there's no
reason to - believe that - plantings
and harvests won't be substantial
once the Japanese are wiped out.

The experts here think that by
the end of 1945 the U. 8. will get
half a milllon tons of Phillppine
sugar. Lend-lease, the military
and UNRRA will get the rest.

It was my pleasure to furnish a
bed and lodging to a returned sol-
dier, and I would like to bring out
the highlights of what he told
‘me. He said he did not mind my
telling if T did not use his name
for he did not want to be consid-
ered a hero. He hdd two jears
land nine months overseas. had
fought the Italians, Germans and
Japs, and considered the- Germans
the best fighters although he had
a Jap bayonet wound on his face:
He got the Jap in the belly with
his own bayonet. He got his worst
wound in the leg when he and
eight other soldiers, riding in a
half-track, were hit directly by a
shell. Six men were kilied out
rightt He showed me his leg,
which he said contained 86 pleces
of wire and nine screws.

He was stationed three miles
from Pearl Harbor when the Japs
struck and served at Guadaicanal;
later in France. He was a com-
paratively young man, but his hair
|was almost gray. During a battle
no one had time to think, he said,
and he wondered by what miracle
he had escaped being killed.

The best loved general, he said,
is Gen. Patton, who was fo be
found up along the front lines and
was just as likely to be in the fox-
hole next to yours as anywhere
else.

justed yield per acre requires only
15 pounds per acre. One farm with
an adjusted yield of 82 pounds per
acre takes a 14 pound premium for
75 per cent insurance, while an-
other with 157 pounds per acre
takes only 11 pounds. The differ-
ence is in the consistency with
which crops have been harvested.
