Time Limit On Safety’?

For how long a period of time
may a manufacturer be held re-
sponsible for the safety of his
product? Say a stepladder col-
lapses. Does it matter—legally—
whether it was bought 20 days ago
or 20 years ago?

Of course, in a particular case,
there may be specific guarantees
or standards of safety that apply.
But the law has developed some
broad guidelines as well.

For one thing, the manufac-
turer is usually not responsible
merely because his product has
“grown old” in the normal fashion.
As one court put it, in rejecting
the claim of a housewife injured
by an aged washing machine:

“There is no duty upon a manu-
facturer to furnish a machine that
will not wear out.”

Feeder Cattle
Prices Down

Feeder cattle prices have
dropped considerably in recent
weeks, and Dr, Ed Uvacek,
livestock marketing specialist
for the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, gives several
reasons for the declining mar-
ket,

"First of all, feeder animals
were over-priced compared to
fat cattle, The feedlots could
no longer pay $10 per hundred-
weight more for replacement
animals when even a $4 to $5
per hundredweight difference
was too much, in view of their
losses,

Feeder cattle supplies were
also up, points out Uvacek,
January sales of cattle and
calves at Texas livestock auc-
tions were 17 per cent greater
than a year ago. This suggests
that a tremendous number of
yearling cattle were held over
into 1974,

kened feeder prices was the
price drop in the fed cattle
market, Prices in the last week
in February avenged $43. 90
per hundred-weight for Choice

teers, a drop of almost seven
dollars from the beginning of
the month, " says the Texas
ALM Unjversity System special-
ist,

Although feeder cattle pro-
lucer: are feeling the price
drop rather sharply, feedlots
are «till the ones with the big-
gest net losses, which are
ranging from $135 to $155 per
head,

"Because the cattle market
operates on a comparison basis
and there were price controls
last year which disturbed the
base, the industry has been re-
adjuging, trying to find the
real supply and demand levels,”
