Gov. Dolph Briscoe ex­
pressed enthusiasm for the 
Georgia "zero base" budget 
methods inaugurated by Gov. 
Ilmmy Carter two years ago.

U . Gov. Bill Hobby and 
a delegation of Texes budget 
experts, including Sen. A.M. 
Aikin of Paris, visited 
Georgia last week for a brief­
ing by Carter's aides.

When the officials return­
ed. Briscoe Hid he expects 
to "Be proceeding with im­
plementing ( changes) very 
shortly. *

Hobby Is chairman of (he 
Legislative Budget Board, 
which ramrods the Texas 
budget process. Briscoe said 
he will instruct his own bud­
get office to take the Georgia 
system as a model In prepar­
ing the executive department's 
spending recommendations.

Under ihe "zero base"

Resident hunting licenses 
are required of every Texan 
who hunts outside the county 
of his residence or who hunts 
deer ot turkey. Exceptions 
are persons under 17 or over 
66 years of age and individuals 
hunting any species of game 
except deer or turkey on land 
where they reside. An exempt 
license is necessary to hunt 
deer and turkey because of 
required tags.

Exempt license: are 25 
cents.

A $4. 26 fishing license 
is required of everyone fish­
ing in public waters with the 
following exceptions- those 
under 17 or over 65 . persons 
fishing in private waters, 
anglers using trotlines, throw 
line- or pole and line with 
no reel or winding device in 
the county of their residence 
and individuals holdirg a 
valid Texas commercial fish­
ing license.

In addition to the regulat 
licenses, the Legislature 
approved a special three-day 
resident ot non-resident 
saltwater fishing license for 
$1. 25. No license l> required 
of groups of 2,i or more 
tourists who do tlieir saltwater 
fishing as a group.
