SPRAY FOR SAN JOSE SCALE

Work Done While Trees Are Dormant
Gives Best Results—Prevents
Breeding of Insects,

An increasing number of the most
experienced orchardists  throughout
the middle s‘ates and New England
will apply the dormant spray to their
orchards this winter. This practice
has given better results than dormant
spraying in March or early April,
which has been generally the custom
heretofore. The San Jose scale seems
to incregse and multiply during the
warmer days in winter. If autumn
spraying 1s thoroughly done with the
right stuff, it sticks on until the new
leaves are well developed and thus
prevents San Jose scale from breed-
ing or multiclying in either winter or

spring,

BEST SPRAYER TO PURCHASE

Knapsack s Suitable for Fruit Bushes
and Grapevines—Tank Sprayer
Is Handy.

In buying a sprayer one should have
definitely in mind for just what pur-
pose it is to be used. For example, if
there gre only fruit bushes and grape-
vines a knapsack sprayer has many
good points, especially the compressed
alr ones.
