MstontMc Opinion os to
Variations in Sior Hoot

In disiuising variation* in il*r 
haat, Prof. Donald Mru/.d of 
Prince on obaarratory says that 
thaugl tbe equator on Mars bean 
no anew at noon it registers dO or 
more degrees below zero at night. 
The Martian atmosphere docs little 
shielding and is less thsu that of 
the earth or Venus. He thinks the 
maximum temperature on Mara ia 
not much above freezing. For Venus 
the observations indicate that the 
temperature there is about ‘-’0 de­
grees greater than on the earth. The 
moon’s temperature ranges from 
boiling (iu craters) to 200 degrees 
C. below zero, according to the 
amount of illumination by the aim. 
Jupiter and Saturn radiate some 
heat of their own. I f  they were 
warmed only by the heat of the sun 
they would be 100 to 190 degrees C. 
below .oro. One temperature esti­
mate put the temperature of Jupi­
ter at 1*0 degrees C. below zero. Sat­
urn is behcred hotter by mine 20 
degrec.-
