Im porta tions w ere m ade from  
21 d if fe re n t s ta te s  and  the  R epub­
lic o f Mexico, and  19 of them , a c ­
co rd in g  to  G overnm ent s ta tis tic s , 
a r e  in fec ted  “m ore o r less’ w ith 
scabies. T h ere  w ere  1,068,572 in ­
fected  sheep in th e  U nited  S ta te s  
d u rin g  the fisca l year end ing  Ju n e  
30.1926, (sheep  scab ies  p resen t in 
26 s ta tes .

A lthough  ou r law  does not fu l­
ly p ro tec t us a g a in s t th e  im p o rta ­
tion  o f in fected  and exposed sheep 
and ca ttle , we hope th ru  th e  a s ­
s is tan ce  of the  sheep  and c a tt le ­
men and  th e ir  le g is la t iv e  Com ­
m ittees to  cause  to  be enacted  d u r ­
ing th e  session  of th e  next le g i s ­
la tu re . a law  th a t w ill not only 
p ro tec t th e  sheep and  c a ttle  in d u s­
try  a g a in s t im ported  infection , 
bu t w hich will ten d  to  e rad ica te  
m ore quickly the  p rese n t in fec­
tion  am ong o u r ow n livestock.

T he follow ing s ta tis t ic s  show  re ­
su lts  go tten  since 1921:

Scabies e rad ica tion  among c a t­
tle  was Conducted in 64 counties.

41.7*3 ex ­
posed. and K066.625 as  free. The 
exposed and in fected  ca ttle  were 
dipped one or more tim es. There 
were 62.264 infected  ca ttle  in the 
S ta te  in the year 1925.

More than  h a lf  a million c a t­
tle  were infected w ith scabies in 
th e  L'united S ta tes du ring  th e  f is ­
cal year ending June  30. 1926. 
T his infection was d is trib u ted  a-

moag 19 stats*. Th# approximate
num ber o f sp sc ia l q uaran tined  
herds in  th e  s ta te  A pril 1, 1921 
w as 216. T h ere  w ere only 9 Dec
31. 1926.

Due to  th e  fac t th a t from  tim e 
to  tim e in fection  ia im ported into 
Texas wo a re  aga in  confron ted  
w ith  the  lack of au th o rity  to  pro­
tec t ou r own herds. We hope and 
believe th a t th is  will be corrected  
when the  pro|M>sed and already 
p repared  scabies law is p resented  
to  th e  next le g is la tu re .

We are  receiving b e tte r  co-op­
e ra tio n  from  official*  doing e ra d ­
ication  work in neighboring Staten 
th an  ever Itefore. They, too are 
badly handicapped by a lack of 
au th o rity  to ac t when in m any in-l 
stances it is absolutely  necessary

It is  hoped th a t in the near fu 
tu re  Texas ^ind her neibhboring 
s ta te s  will enact a uniform  sc ab ­
ies daw  th a t will ac tua lly  eradi 
ca te  and protect, i f  sucfi steps 
a re  ca rried  out and th e  law en 
forced, then , and not un til then 
will ou r livestock be cleaned and

protected from this avoidable and
costly  menace.

T here  a re  only a sm all num ber
of S ta te  in specto rs engaged in  
scabies erad ica tion  w ork s ta tio n ­
ed in various p a rts  of the  S ta te  
as su |te rv ising  inspectors. These 
inspectors work in co-operation 
with a sm all num ber of Federal 
inspectors who a re  also  sta tioned  
at d iffe ren t points as superv ising  
inspectors.

The follow ing nam ed o rgan iza­
tions. and possibly o th e rs  a re  due 
much cred it fo r  th e ir  hearty  co­
operation in erad ica tio n  work and 
w ithout th e ir  a ssis tan ce  and co ­
operation our work would not have 
progressed so s tead ily ; th e  o u t­
standing  Livestock O rganizations, 
for th e ir  ever ready assis tan ce ;
