strests afoot
The regulations to be enforced by
the ¢ity anuthorities are only such as
are prescribod by state laws with

some local enactments which com-
plete the safgty elements of highway
traffle. The city has marked the
business strests with plain  white
lines which give the houndaries of in-
tersection crossings for pedestrians
and parking spaces for cars. Already.
and before there has been necessily
to Impress the new regnlations upon
the public mind, there Is marked im-
provement in the traffic of the down-
town streets. Striet observance of
the regulations will not only greatly
reduce the number of accidents but
will expedite and make easier the
handling of cars on congested blocks
and at intersections.

‘A part the publlc afoot needs to
perform In the safely program is to
obey the laws regarding the crossing
of streets and to add to such laws a
reasonable caution born of self-pre-
servation, “Jay-walking' j& a frult-
ful source of trouble, to pedestrian as
to driver of car. ™Many people think
that it is an infringement on their
personal rights to require them to
cross a street within the designated

lines. It is going to take some pay-
Jng of Tfines, probably, to impress
the {dea that the requirement to

crogs at right angles Is for the good
of all, Crossing a street properly be-
comeés & matler of habit and once
that habit is acquired it Is just as
pagy to go right as 1t Is to cut the
short way with an “I dido’t thipk.”

To a considerable extent many of
the old abuses of car and truck op-
erations have been quietly and pleas-
antly  enforeed by Chief of Police
Long. He has conducted an eduea-
