lection, but would support him as 
he had pledged to do."

The petition further declares 
that "most if not all of the voters 
casting votes for contestee had 
likewise participated in the first 
primary election and had taken 
the pledge as above set out and 
but for such violation of the pledge 
on the part of contestee and other 
voters, contestant would have been 
duly elected to the office.”

In specifically challenging the 
four votes, the petition declares

that "in truth and in fact contes­
tant received a majority o f the le­
gal votes cast." Votes of J. W. 
Munsell and (Jerald Colby were 

' challenged as illegal on the ground 
that neither had obtained a poll 
tax exemption certificate prior to 
Keh. 1 as required by law and that 
Colby was not 21 years of age on 
Jan. 1, 11)42. and had not lived in 
this state one year prior to the 
general election, and were, there- 

; fore not qualif ied voters.
The vote of K. R, Hoover was 

challenged on the ground that he 
was not a resident of the precinct 
and therefore riot qualified to vote 
in that precinct and the vote of 
Jake Young was challenged on the 
ground that he “did not cast a 
free and untrammeled vote hut 
was influenced, persuaded and. in 
fact, intimidated" and declares

I that had it been of his free 
hoice that he would have cast his 

¡vote for the contestant.”
