Organized in 1924 primarily to

th< nation lean - heavily is its pro­
tection from enemies both from 
within and from without.

With more than 8.000 miles of 
border to patrol, the service had 
hut a few over 800 men until 1 -»40 
when Congress authorized its in­
crease to I .<«00 men.
