1’5. Application for Title is filed with the Tax Assessor-Collector and sent to 

the Department. For some ren-son. the application is rejected. More than 1« 
days elapse before the Department accepts the application. Mill a penalty 
la* due in caites of this kind?

The Tax Assessor-collector should not accept an application or Title if not 
in proper order. The application must la* filed with the l’ax Assessor-col­
lector within 10 days after transfer. After the application is sent to the De­
partment, and if rejected, the lime limit does not apply. Where an application 
for Title is assigned, the date of notarization of the application is the 
governing date and not any date that might l>e -hown on the hack of the 
application us thedate of assignment.

— University of 
Texas regents have approved a 
Im ulty-proposed change in adtni'- 
sion standards for freshmen en­
tering from the third and fourth 
quarters of their high school gra­
duating classes.
