LONDON, Feb, 28 (5—Closing
& trap about the remnanta of the
German Caucasus army huddied In
Novorossisk and wedged against
Kerch Birait, the Red army smash-
ed into the railway town of An-
gelinskaya, about 60 miles north-
east of Novorossisk, and then took
Staronizhe-Steblievekaya, a fow
miles south, In a bloody battle, the
Russian noon communigue sald
today.

The drive, 40 miles northwest
of HKrasnodar, apparently was
progreasing down the rallway
from Timashevekayn, previously
recaptured, to Novorossisk.

West of Krasnodar, Russian
columns were sald to-be pushing
past Mingrelskays, 33 miles from
Novorossisk, and at Akhtirakaya,
only 25 miles from the coast.
Hundreds of dead were left in
the streets of Staronizhe-Stabllev-
skaya after an all-night battle, the
noon communiqus declared
The advance was coupled In the
war bulletin with a declaration
that wave after wave of German
counterattacks with tanks and
motorized Infantry had been re-
pulsed southwest of Kramatorsk,
In the Donets Basin north of
Stalino, and that one Red army
unit had wiped out more than a
battallon of enemy Infantry.
Twenty-six enemy tanks were
dicabled or burned, the war bulle-
tin sald, adding that in another
pector of that battlefield a group
of German rapid-fire riflemen was
