Bergeron’s salary and expenses 
are paid by the federal govern­
ment and no expense is attached 
to his visit here to organize a local 
imion, he said. The organization 
operates under the federal credit 
union law.

;Far 12 years, the public had paid this man in cash be- 
'cause it had been unable to give him a chance to work. 
UVnd after 12 'years of that, Head refused to go to the 
trade school because he said it was “a waste of time.”

It is to avoid this sort of thing that an effort is now 
being made ,to substitute work for handouts in this coun­
try.

A BILLION FOR PREPAREDNESS

If military preparedness is one of the things that 
agitate you, it may be .some comfort to learn that we 
liave pretty nearly reached it at last.

Gf cour.se, -if the youngsters get 
iwi.se to the presence of a -packago 
of dried fruit in the pantry, I 
wion’t have many left to stew— 
that’s how popdar these fruity 
moi'sels are in almost any state.

Should your family never have 
develop3d an appetite for dried 
fruit dislies, it is jwssible that yo’t 
need to try some other way of pre­
paring them. And you really should, 
bacnu.se they not only are an im­
portant asset to the diet ljut they 
provide needed nourishment at 
minimum cost. In »other words, 
they represent economy in fruits.

Long, Slow Cooking Needed
All must be cooked long and 

.slowly to soften the skin.
To bring out their fullest flavor 

prunes, soaked over night in cold 
water, should be simmered belov; 
the boiling point for three or four 
hour.s, then allowed to stand lo." 
five or six hours. Sugar should be 
added before .removing from the 
fire only enough to completely mi.'t 
it.

Raisins and figs can be stewed 
in a little W’ater until tender to 
make a good sauce to use over rice 
and cornstarch puddings.

For sandwiclr fillings, date.s, 
figs, raiskis and prunes can be fine­
ly chopped and combined wdth cot­
tage cheese or with cream cheese.

PERSONAL EXEMPTIONS

In addition to the personal 'ex­
emption of $1,000 for single persons 
and $2,500 for married persons liv­
ing together; and for heads of fam- 
iju-s, a taxpayer is entitled to a 
credit of $400 lor each dependent, 
defined by income tax law and reg­
ulations as a per.son under 18 years 
of age or incapable of self-support 
because mentally or physically de­
fective. Tire term “mentally or 
irhysically defective” means not 
only cripples and those mentally' 
defective but persons in ill health 
and tire aged.

In order to be entitled to the $400 
credit, the taxpayer must furnish 
the dependent his or her chief sup­
port. The credit is. based upon ac­
tual financial dependecy and not 
mere legal depencfency. For exam- 
irle. a lather whos-e cnildien receive 
half or more of their support from 
a trust fund or other separate 
source is not entitled to the credit.

Neither relationsinp nor residence 
is a factor in the allowance of the

Representative 'Wright Patman, 
of Texas, was quoted in the press 
following th-e Introduction ol the 
Legion bill as criticising Comman­
der Belgrano. for his action. One 

- newspaper quoted the Congressman 
I as saying the bill may “divide and |
] conquer us.” It was pointed out 
i that there is nothing in the action 
j of the Legion that should divide 
! veterans. On the other hand, many 
I members of Congress felt that the 
action was necessary to assure pas­
sage of an immediate payment bill 
and that this action more likely 
has cemented veteran support.

While a large majority of Con­
gress is regarded as I'eadv to vote 
lor payment of the certificates, it 
is not known that so many of them 
favor either inflation, hew cur- 
leiicy laws or changes in the bank­
ing system. In any event, there 
would be prolonged debate over such 
issues. In addition, it was felt that 
enough votes could be obtained to 
override a possible veto of an out­
right veterans’ bill whereas it was 
improbable that enough support 
could be marshalled to override a 
veto of inflation. This accounted 
lor the widespread Congressional 
approval of the Legion’s quick ac­
tion.

When the Ways and Means com­
mittee will begin hearings on a bill 
for immediate payment of the cer­
tificates is a question no one at 
the Capitol can answer at this time.
Chahman Doughton had ordered 
hearings to begin on Friday, Janu­
ary 18. A message was received 
from President Roosevelt, however, 
asking immediate consideration of 
certain administration legislation 
and this was given right-of-way.
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Chairman Doughton announced on 
Friday (January 18) that he ex­
pected hearings on the bonus bill 
would be postponed until after Feb­
ruary 1 as a result.

In a statement issued at the time 
he introduced th-s Legion’s bill, Rep- 
resejntative Vinson expressed his 
own reasons for supporting the leg­
islation and he was regarded as 
■stating at the same time the senti­
ment of a vast majority of Con­
gress, in both the House and Sen­
ate. Vinson’s statement follows:

“The adjusted service certificates 
should be now due and payable.

“These certificates evidence the 
sentiment following the war both 
in Congress and the country that 
the World War veterans should 
have an adjustment in their serv­
ice pay.

“Immediately following the war 
Federal civilian employees, who had 
stuck to their jobs rather than go­
ing into private employment at 
higher wages and salaries, received 
adjustment in pay 'for services ren­
dered. Thousands of them received 
a bonus approximating the maxi­
mum sum in any adjusted certifi­
cate.

“Immediately following the war, 
the .federal Government settled the 
claims of the railroad against it 
with an expenditure of more than 
two thousand millions of dollars.

“Immediately following the war, 
the Federal Government settled the 
claims of war contractors, includ­
ing certain profiteers of whom we 
have lately been hearing, with an 
expenditure ot more than three 
thousand millions of dollars.

“In each of the foregoing in­
stances the adjustment was paid in 
casli. There were no I.O.U.’s or in- i 
surance policies delivered to any of | 
the foregoing claimants.

“The World War Veteran sought' 
similar treatmeht in sendee pay ad- i 
justment. However, it was more! 
than six years after the close of 
the war before tlie issue of the 
adjusted service certificates made 
liossible by the passage of the World 
War Adjusted Compensation ' Act 
which is sought in this measure to 
be amended.
