PLEMINGTON, N. J.. Feb. 4. (/P). 

Bruno Richard Hauptmann’s second 
important aiibi, for the night the 
.$50,000 fiitiie ran.som was paid in 
the Bronx cemetery, was supported 
in liis trial today by Hans Kloep- 
penburg who said Hauptmann was 
at liome that night.

Kioeppenburg testified that he 
was at tile home all evening April 
2, 1932. the date of the ransom 
payment, and that lie and Haupt­
mann spent the evening playing 
the mandolin and the guitar.

He testified also that Isador Fisch 
came to a farewell party at the 
Hauptmann home before sailing for 
Germany, bearing a package four­
teen inches long, from five to six 
inches high and seven to eight 
indies wide.

Hauptmann liad testified tiiut 
Fisch gave liiin a .shoe box for safe 
keeping and tlic box. luiknown to 
liim. contained tlio block of Lind- 
bergh ransom money found in his 
garage.

Another defense wUne.s.s, Scb[is- 
tian Beniamin Lupica, acknowledg­
ed lliat the man lie saw in an auto­
mobile wltli a ladder near the 
Lindbergh liome tlie day the Lind- 
borgh baby was kidnaped, resembled 
Hauptmann but that lie could not 
identify Kaiiptraaiin as the man.

Peter H. Sommer, “surprise” de­
fense witness last week, again in­
sisted tliat lie saw two men and a 
woman with a blonde baby the 
niglit the Lindbergh baby was taken, 
identifying the picture of Isador 
Fiscli as one of tlie men.

HAUPTMANN IS PAID 
VISIT BY IHS SON

FLEMINGTON. N, J., Feb. 4 (/Pi- 
Little Mannfried Hauptmann paid a 
30-minute visit to his father Sunday 
—his first since tlie trial began. The 
baby emerged gurgling and laugli - 
hig.

He wore a white knitted suit, a 
white eroclieted cap tliat showed liis 
blond liair, and white siloes. His 
motlicr. Mrs. Anna Hauptmann, car­
ried him in, accompanied by lier 
niece, Mrs. Maria Mueller, who car­
ried a brown traveling bag.

A crowd of 200 persons, including 
many cliildren, waited near the jail 
to see the baby. Tlie jury, out for 
its afternoon constitutional on tin 
Union Hotel second-story veranda, 
looked at the little procession.

Tlic baby wore a bright blu suit 
under his white wraps, wliich iiis 
mother removed in a jail anteroom. 
He promptly seized part of a flower 
vase for a toy and held it up to the 
window, laugning at the crowd out­
side.

Tlie two women and Mannfried 
came direct to the jail from the 
Bi’onx where the baby has been 
staying witli Mi's. Mueller. Last Sun­
day Mrs. Hauptmann failed hi an at - 
tempt to let Hauptmaini see the 
baby when Slieriff John H. Curtiss 
refused permission because the visit 
was not aiTanged in advance.

Wlien she left tlie jail, Mrs. 
Hauptmann said merely, "his fatlicr 
was glad to see him.”

President Looks 
To Trade Expansion
WASHINGTON. Feb. 4. (A’J. — 

Congress was asked today to provide 
$98,185,500 for operathig four gov­
ernment departments, the state, 
justice, labor and commerce.

At the same time the body heard 
of administration plans to seek new 
markets for American commerce. 
It was disclosed that President 
Roosevelt may draft outstanding 
business leaders to go abroad and 
aid ill finding new customers.

TO ENTER PACT
Germany. Italy and 

Belgium May Be 
In Alliance

LONDON, Feb. 4. (fP).—The British 
government today invited Germany, 
Belgium and Italy to join with Eng­
land and Prance in a military alli­
ance.

The alliance, agreed to in week 
end conversations between leaders 
of the British and French govern­
ments, would provide union military 
air forces by four of these signa­
tories, provided the fifth signatory 
siiould suddenly attack one member 
of the aUiaiice.

At tlic same time, British and 
French leaders agreed to support a 
move for general recognition of 
Germany’s right to rearm, provided 
Germany returns to Hie League of 
Nations.
VERSAILLES TREATY 
WOULD BE SCRAPPED

LONDON, Feb. 4. (fPp—France and 
England j-lelded Sunday to Adolf 
Hitler’s insistence that military ar- 
Hcles of Hie liistoric Versailles 'fVea- 
ty be scrapped.

Thus German rearmament would 
become legal mider tlie approval of 
two of Europe's leading powers.

An ambitious sclieme.to settle all 
of tense Europe’s iinixirtant prob­
lems was adopted, an official an­
nouncement said. Sections of the 
treaty jiroviding for demilitarization 
of the left bank of Hie Rhine would 
bo left intact.

The agreement, one of the most 
momentous since the 'World War, is 

 ̂expected to be approved by other 
Em-opean powers. Italy is known to 
favor modification of the Versailles 
Treaty.

Britain and Pi'aiicc also agreed to 
a far-reaching military air alliance, 
under wliich eacli country would be 
bpinid to come to the iniiiiediate as­
sistance of the other if she were 
attacked from tlio air.

The stamp of British approval also 
was placed upon the recent Italo- 
Fiench accords, and in the official 
communique Britain rditerated its 
position among the powers “winch 
will consult together il the inde­
pendence and integrity of Austria is 
menaced.”

West Texas Geologists May Invite the 
1937 Convention of Big Group to Angelo

Possibility that San Angelo will 

seek Hie 1937 convention of the 
American Association of Petroleum 
Geologists was suggested Saturday 
night at a meeting of the' West 
Texas Geological Society, a member 
chapter of the organization, at San 
Angelo.

J. N. Gregory and R. L. Cannon, 
of San Angelo, and Janies Fitz- 

i gerald. of Midland, were appointed 
( a committee to investigate conven- 
' tion facilities to accomodate the 

1,000 members who would be ex­
pected in event the annual meeting 
is not held in Mexico City, as has 
been suggested.

O. N. Maness, district manager of 
Dowell Incorporated, addressed the 
group, including many Midland

geologists, Saturday uiglit on the 
acid treatment of wells. The acidi- 
zation jirocess, first effectively used 
bv the Pure Oil Company in Mich­
igan in 1931, has been used exten­
sively in .the Permian Basin, in­
creasing production in southeastern 
New Mexico welLs by as much as 500 
per cent, and in West Texas wells 
by 200 to 250 per cent.

Tlie treatment involves inserting 
1,000 to 5,000 gallons of 15 per cent 
iiydrocloric acid solution into the 
hole through tubing or casing, often 
after the well has been shot. Chem­
ical reaction of the solution with 
the limestone, left in the hole from 
36 to 72 hours, not only dissolves 
the limestone to release the en­
trapped oil, but also cleans the 
walls of the hole of mud which

tends to seal off production, this 
being especially true of rotary oper­
ations, according to Mr. Maness, 
wlio cautioned, however, that it was 
impos.sible to make an oil well out 
of a “ rainbow” show through acidi- 
zation.

ment geologist who Is just complet­
ing several months of study in the 
Guadalupe Peak region, address a 
special meeting of tlie society in 
Midland the latter part of this week 
on his work hi the area. Amiouiice- 
ment was also made that the next 
field trip of the group, plamied for 
early March, has been postponed 
until April or May. due to the in­
ability of one of the leaders to go 
at an earlier date.

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FURTHER TRIAL FOR NRA

'The policy to be adopted by Congre.s.s concerning 
the form in which NRA will be continued, after June 16, 
when the present Recovery Act expires, continues to 
engross the attention o f Amencan business men. The 
consensus of a large proportion of opinion is that the 
present act; should be extended temporarily without 
change. Such' a temporary extension, its advocates de­
clare, would give an opportunity for further necessary 
observation and study of the working of codes of fair 
competition.

Discussing thi.s- propo.sal, the New York Journal of 
Commerce said; “ Merchants who listened to S. Clay 
Williams at the banquet of the National Retail Dry floods 
Association commended the suggestions he made in re­
lation to a continuance of the codes of the NRA for a 
year or two more for further experiment and study be­
fore throwing it into Congre.ss for revisions. The belief 
that something of permanent value to industiy had been 
added by the. codes has been strong in many places where 
their advent was unwelcome.”

The NRA from its inception has been carried out on 
the principle af trial and error. This was emiihasized 
by Mr. Williams When he told the bii.-̂ iness men in New 
York that most of the 2-year term provided in the law 
had to go to the proce.s.ses of .setting up the codes and 
starting their operation.

“ Little time for observation and .study and remodel­
ing has been afforded” , he continued. “But observation 
and .study and amendment are necessary. Many codes 
wei’e necessarily put together hurriedly and applied 
without taking the too heavy penalties involved in too 
much delay. Also, many provisions were put into codes 
on a purely experimental basis. There was no precedent 
lor any such undertaking as NRA. * * * But with the 
period of code building behind ns and with some record 
of experience established on all code provisions, NRA 
has passed info a phase that presents a different and 
much lo.ss spectacular task, but on the other hand offers 
an opportunity for much more deliberative method tlian 
was possible in its le.ss commonplace phase.”

Discussing results already achieved under NRA. Mr. 
Williams went on to say it “ would seem reasonable to 
assume that as far as iDusiness is concerned it will be 
permitted to follow its course largely along its recent lines 
without radical change within.”

The speaker therefore asked for a further trial of 
the pre.sent NRA in order to determine out of further 
experimentation just what the . future and permanent 
f.:tructure of the organization should embody.

“ If” , .said' he. “ we may look back over our shoulders 
!! minute by way of comparing the current method of 
busine.ss with that which prevailed before NRA, we can 
mark the differences in two sentences: Busine.ss has been 
a.sked. in the general interest and particularly in the in­
terest of that great group w'ho work in the factories of 
the country and in the distribution and seiwice trades, 
to accept and operate upon the principle that the wages 
of that group should not be submitted to competition, be­
low a minimum that represents a living wage for a fixed 
i'U!nl)er of hours of labor.

“ And, simultaneously,, while wages were being taken 
out of competition below fixed minimums, provision was 
made for suspension of the antitru.st laws to the extent 
that .‘-'hould be approved by the Administration as nece.s- 
•Siiry to provide again.st destructive or unfair competition 
.-md remove the barriers that were hindering business 
from becoming able to meet the increased wage demand 
without de.stroying its opportunity to operate successfully.

“ In application, those two provisions have ramified 
themselves out into scoi'es of detailed nrovisions but fun­
damentally they are the whole of NRA, and the point 
iiere is that there is nothing in either that should de.stroy 
or weaken confidence in the future of business in this 
country.”

Gel in clods of frozen earth from 
the garden to thaw and dry out to 
fill the .seed boxes. After the soil has 
thawed and dried, bake it in a hot 
oven to kill weed - seeds and insects 
that may be lurking in the .soil. 
Stow it away and mix with a little 
pulverized sheep manure and have 
■it ready to .sift into the seed bo.xes 
when the times comes.

These are details usually left un­
til the last minute, but their prep­
aration early in the season will go 
a long way towards making the 
raising of plants from seeds a suc­
cess and will do away with the us­
ual delays. If the soil is prepared 
and sifted and set away, it is a short 
job to get the seeds planted.

Be on the lookout for panes of 
glass to cover the seed boxes and 
pick up a bundle of pot labels to 
mark the rows when you think of it. 
Some of the finest small gardens 
are made each year from annuals 
started indoors in seed boxes in a 
.sunny window.

AUSTIN.—A decided falling off 
in .shipments of Texas poultry and 
eggs to interstate markets occurred 
in December in comparison with 

,the similar month of 1933, accord­
ing to the Universit.v of Texas Bu­
reau of Business Re.search. The 
decline was entii-ely due to a sharp 
curtailment in shipments of dress­
ed turkeys.

“ Interstate shipments of poultry 
and eggs during December totaled 
539 cars, against 924 cars in De­
cember, 1933, a drop of 41 per cent,” 
tlie Bureau’s report said.

Normal Tax and Surtax Rates

The Revenue Act of 1934 provides 
for only one normal tax rate, that is, 
4 percent on the amount of the net 
income in excess of the allow-able 
credits such as the personal ex­
emption, credit for dependents, etc. 
The act provides for an additional 
credit for the purpose of the normal 
tax of an earned income credit, that 
is. 10 percent of the amount of the 
earned net income but not in ex­
cess of 10 percent of the amount of 
the net income. The personal ex-’ 
emptioii and credit for dependents 
are also allowable as credits against 
the not income for the pmTXise of 
the surtax, the resulting net in­
come being designated “surtax net 
income.’; The surtax is imposed on 
surtax net Incomes in excess of $4,- 
000. The rates increase in accord.^ 
ance w'ith the amount of siu-tax nor 
income included in varj'iiig so-called 
.sm-tax brackets. On a surtax net in­
come of $4,000 or less there is no 
surtax. On a surtax net income rx 
excess of $4,000 and not in excess’ 
of $6,000, the rate is 4 percent of 
such excess. The surtax upon a sur­
tax net income of $6,000 is $80 and 

I upon a surtax net income ip excess 
of $6,000 and not in excess of $8,000 
the rate is 5 percent of such ex­
cess in addition to the $80, or a 
surtax of $180 upon a surtax net 
income of $8,000. The sprtax on a 
surtax net income of $1,000,000 is 
$533,000, and upon a surtax net in­
come in excess of $1,000,000, 59 per­
cent. the maximimi rate, is applica­
ble to such excess, in addition to 

j the $.533,000. Many taxjjayers make 
the error ol applying the maximuia 
rate instead of tlie rate provided for 
in the bracket in which their surtax 
liet income is included.

Cotton Textiles
Show Small Gain

AUSTIN.—Activity in the cotton 
textile industry of Texas dm'ing De- . 
cember made a favorable compari- | 
son with November but was con- | 
siderably below that of December, 
1933, according to the University of 
Texas Bureau of Business Research..

Consumption of cotton during the 
month totaled 2,311 bales, a gam of 
7 per cent over Novemlier hut 32 
per cent below that of December, 
1933. The nmnber of yards of cloth 
produced was 3,610,000, a decline of 
4 per cent from the previous month 
and 10 per cent Irom December 
last year-. Sales, totaling 4,333,000 
yards, were up 29 per cent from 
November but 17 per cent under 
those of December, 1933. Unfilled 
orders totaled 8,845,000 yards on 
December 31, an Increase of 30 per 
cent over those on November 30 
but 13 per cent below the corre­
sponding figure a year earlier.

Active spindles and spindle hours 
increa.sed 5 per cent and 9 per cent 
respectively over November but 
were down 8 per cent and 6 per 
cent respectively from December, 
1933.
