is here that we have to plug the
leak ang take the difference between
the raw material and the manufac-
tured product ‘in payrolls for our
own people. At the present price
shirts have about six cents worth
of Texas cotton, if the cotton was
Bought in Texas, which is doubtful,
as we export cotton to the extent of
ninety per cent to foreign countries.
The spread between that and the
manufacturer’s price is approxi-
mately $1.49, so if Texas was get-
fing the cotton at six, and the rest
of the counfry was getting the $1.49
you can readily appreciate this leak.
There will be eighteen million dol.
lars worth of shirts sold in Texas
this year. On the six cents (assum-
ing it is our cotton), you can see
the small profit; but if we bought
this from our own people, we have
netted a new crop of eighteen mil-
lion, which: is equal to the total
crops of Irish potatoes, sweet pota-
toes, pecans, rice, oranges, grape-
fruit, lemons, peaches and apples.

Now make this same comparison
with everything you wear, that your
wife and children wear, and the
food that goes into your home, and
the furniture you will buy. If these
leaks were plugged, it  would mean
around $750,000,000 per year, which
is 1 3-4 times our present cotton
crop. To plug tnese leaks does not

It
would only mean that you specify
Southwest manufactured products.

These products are equal, and in
many cases, superior to the prod-
ucts from other parts of the coun-
try. And why not? We have the raw
material, long, light working days,
cheap power, adequate transporta-

RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED BY

AMERICAN HOTEL
ASSOCIATION

of the United States and Canada, through its execu-
tive council in session at Chicago, Illinois, February
18, 1932. '

WHEREAS, the hotel industry in the United States
of America ranks as one of the largest of America’s
]eadmg industries predicted upon the number of
hotels. in operation, number of employes engaged
therein, amount of. annual sales and extent of cap-
ijtal invested; comprising 25,950 hotels, -containing
1,521,000 rooms; employmg 575,000 persons; with
mves*ed capital amountmg to $5 025, OOO 000; and

WHEREAS, the various  taxes, including land,
buildings and business, exacted from this industry
by federal, state and local government is upward
cf $200,000,000 annually, which taxes have greatly
increased through the enactment of the Eighteenth
Amendment, because of the loss by the states and
federal government of the former taxes imposed
upon the legal sale of llquor' and

WHEREAS, the American Hotel Association of
the ‘United States and Canada, being an aggrega-
tion of associations, is a non-profit trade organiza-
tion incorporated to promote the business welfare
of the hotel industry, and having within its member-
ship _every state and regional hotel association in
the United States;, with its principal office in New
York City; and :

WHEREAS, prior to the enactment of the Eight-
eenth Amendment where local laws permitted the
legal sale of liquor, hotels depended partly on the
profits derived from such sales to pay their share
of taxes for the conduct of government; and -

WHEREAS, since the enactment cf said Eight-
eenth Amendment, prohibition laws fail to prohibit
and the public, insistent upon the service of liquor
with food, has been encouraged to patronize so-
called clubs, speakeasies and other like places to the
exclusicn of hotel dining rooms, resulting in tremen-
cous losses to this department of hotel operation,
as.well as in appalling shrinkages in its invested
capital; and

WHEREAS, the Eighteenth Amendment and the
National Prchibition Act have created a cancerous
growth in our body politic which is gnawing at the
vitals cf our business; have taken away from gov-4
ernment taxable income beyond estlmate, running®
into billions of dollars; have confiscated private pro-
perty of great value without proper and just com-
pensation; have caused unemployment of hundreds
cf thousands of people heretofore lawfully occupied
in various ways in connection with the legal manu-
facture and sale of liquors directly and in allied in-
dustries, while at the same time putting wealth be-
yond the dreams of avarice into the pockets of crim-
inal classes; and debased our youth and our public
officials, the guardians of cur lives and property;
and

WHEREAS, the business of the legitimate hotel-
keeper has been diverted to the bootlegger and the
speakeasy with no relief from taxation, while the
latter have evaded the payment of taxes; and

WHEREAS, hotel operators, catering to the com-
fort and convenience of all classes, have up to the
present time avoided participation in this contro-
versy; and

WHEREAS, the conduct of their business, with-
out neediess emba}'rassment to- their patrons, with-.
out restricted freedom of their guests, or without
5eopardy to billions of dollars invested in their pro-
perties, is essential to the stability and the security
of their industry; and

WHEREAS, the subject of prchibition should be
considered primarily from the economic viewpoint
rather than from its moral, religious or socmlogical
aspects; and

WHEREAS, if Congress will adopt an appro-
priate resclution submitting to the respective states
the right to reconsider the question of repeal or mod-
ification of the Eighteenth Amendment, and such
repeal or modification, if acted upon favorably by
the required number of states, will nevertheless per-
mit each state to determine for itself whether it shall
thereafter be wet or dry; and

WHEREAS, public polls and referenda, both offi-
cial and unofficial, have pronounced overwhelming-
ly against prohibition; therefcre be it

RESOLVED, that the American Hotel Association
of the United States and Canada, through its Ex-
ecutive Council, duly authorized, in session at Chi-
cago, Illinois, this 18th day of February, 1932, de-
mands redress of these wrongs throcugh restoration
tn the several states of the right of their people to
enact such liquor laws as they may respectively
~hcose. or if thev wish, for tha prohibition of the
liqucr trade, provided such legislation shall not con- |

_ flict with the duty of the federal government to pro-

tect each state against violations of its laws by citi-
zens of cther states; and, be it further

RESOLVED, that copies of these resoluticns, in
appropriate form, be presented to the President of
the United States, and to each of the representativss
of the people in the United States Senate and in the
House of Representatives.

ANCHORAGE, Alaska.—The air-
plane is probabiy more valued in
gnsl;m than in:any other section of

e Americdn &ntinent, Because of
the fastness of ‘the interior, planes
have proven a speedy and compara-
tively cheap method of transporta-
tion. About 90 per cent of those who
trayel 200 miles or more in Alaska
use planes. !

A pilot must he somewhat of a
genius to start an. airplane engine
on a flight into thé interior, where
the temperatures range from 20 to
40 helow zero. Here’s the system he
uses:

At all times a canvas ‘“tent” cov-
ers the engine of the plane. Into
this the pilot enters and ignites a
gasoline stove to warm up the en-
gine. Meanwhile the engine oil,
which was drained the minute the
plane came to a stop, is heated on
another stove. The oil is then put
into the engine and it is started.

Sometimes the engine fails to start
before the oil again gets cold. In
this case the entire warming pro-
cess has to he done over.

CASING CEMENTED

Casing has been cemented in Sid
Richardson et al No. 1 S. M. Halley,
southern Winkler county wildcat
test, southwest of Odessa.

Like the famous ‘“taxicab army”
of General Joseph Simon Gallieni
tnat saved Paris, and the heroic
French battalions that stood off the
terrific attack of Crown Prince,
Friedrich Wilhelm’s army around
Verdun, these 19th Route army sol-
diers grip international interest.

What manner of men are they?

¥ *

On paper the Chinese army is the
largest in the world. Actually the
19th Route army, with its two bri-
gades of artillery and meager aux-
iliary organization, is one of the few
artillery units of the vast republic
capable of putting up a fight.

Suddenly pitched against the
forces. under Japanese General
Uyeda, . who commands troops

from an army admitted to be the
best in the world today, the Can-
tonese soldiers. under General
Tsal Ting Kai, Chinese command-
er of the Shanghai area, have made
themselves famous by a rugged and
unflinching defense.

They already were the Chinesej
national heroes, ;

Japan’s army includes 17 di-!
sions of infantry, four brigades of
cavalry and four of heavy artillery,
or approximately 259,304 men and
17,343 officers. All are trained to
highest efficiency.

While the Chinese nation is
supposed to have about 1,800,000 men
unaer arms, actually most of these
are ragged forces of Chinese war
lords, eager for loot. Of the 800,000
veterans available about half are
either trained or equipped.

Out of the horde the 19th Route
army stands as the big surprise of
the Sino-Japanese struggle.

Japan lists 1629 military airplanes,
including 329 on aircraft carriers.
China, struggling to catch up on the
world’s aviation .progress, has few
planes, a half-trained force and only
two flying sections in the Shanghai}j
district, or about 30 airplanes.

With antiquated artillery in sup-
port and a feeble aerial defense, the
19th Route army stood off the Jap-
anese attack singlehanded and, when
reinforced by the 88th Chinese di-
vision, repulsed the Japanese for!
two days around Kiangwan after|
a sustaining ‘battering for two

months along the front lines.

Strung out across the Paoshan dis-
trict, bordering Hongkew creed and |
Soochow creek, the 19th Route army
has blocked the Nanking road and
has successfully resisted attempts to
drive them back.

The prospect of starvation put
most: of these Cantonese hoys into
uniform.

Marshal = Petain’s trodps were
fighting for their homeland - at
Verdun.

were ‘rushing to the defense of the

capital of their nation. They were

‘expected to be heroes. Few thought

General Tsal’s men would awaken

to the same spirit. But they did.

Millions of Chinese live on the
narrow borderline of famine. For
many the army affords a way out.
They are given a blanket, a rifle, a
canteen and sometimes a uniform.
At least they are assured of one or
two meals a day, which is more
than they can be sure of on the
outside.

They follow their war lords all
over the country, content with their
right of pillage. When they get paid,|
and that is seldom, they get the
equivalent of about $3 a month.

But fighting the Japanese at the
gates of Shanghai was a different
proposition. The 19th Route army
battled havoically, their backs to the
wall. And the wall was the vast
homeland of China.

Chinese have shown their fight-
ing ability before in the course|
of recent bloody civil wars.’ The
battle of Chenchow, fought a year
ago and ‘where 10,000 perished,
is talked about throughout. China,
Nationalist and revolutionary troops
faced each other with unquestion-
able stoutness.

General Tsal, at the height of the
Shanghai fighting, is reported to
have said:

“I challenge General Uyeda to
dron his planes and tanks and
heavy artillery and fight us infan-
try to infantry. If I don’t drive his
forces into the river I'll commit sui.
cide.”

WASHINGTON., (UP)— Matthew
W. Stirling, chief of the Smithson-
jan. Bureau of American Efhnology,
is heading an expedition into Ecua-
dor, where he is studying the cus-
toms and habits of the head-hunt-
ing Jivaro Indians.

Stirling reports that he has en-
tered the land of the savages and
expects to be out of mail commun-
ication for two months.

“The Jivaros are a mighty inter-,
esting, quite friendly and real primi-
tive tribe,” Stirling writes, “but they
are as enthusiastic head-hunters as
ever.” He fears not for his own head
as he already has established cor-
dial relations.

Small Tribes

About 15,00 to 20,000 Jivaros roam
the virgin forests in regions politic-
ally divided between Ecuador and
Peru. They are divided into small
tribes and are constantly at war,
the Smithsonian states. A war is al-
most a compete failure unless the
warriors return with a nice collec-
tion of heads, it seems.

A warrior who has got himself a
head, must celebrate a feast. This
is the great mystery feast, and is
supposed to open the road to honor,
fame, material wealth, new victories
over enemies, and a long life.

Hot Sand Used

By ftreating the captured heads
with hot sand, the Jivaros reduce
their gruesome trophies to the size
of oranges., The features, however,
remain.

North Carolina “white mule,”
Mexican tequila, vodka -and Harlem
gin are soft drinks compared to the
Maikoa of the Jivaros. Stirling says
this concentrated dynamite makes
the souls of the Indian’s ancestors
appear as tigers, eagles, snakes, etc.
Only after a Jivaro has seen these
visions can be become a successful
warrior.

The mysterious poison with which
the Jivaros tip their arrows and deal
sudden death to animals also in-
terests Stirling and is one of the obh-
jects of his expedition.
