. freel flies, not |the cow’s mental 
j 'state, say Midland county cattlemen.

Heel flies are worse this year than 
last, probably due to the wet season. 
Insect life is myriad in the grazing 
:ountry.

T. O. Midkiff brought one of the 
heel flies to Midland in a bottle this 
morning. He said he threw his hat 
on it after it had started one of 
his calves off on an endurance race 
against time. The flies hit with the 
force of a“two-ton tractor”, laying 
their eggs behind the heel of the 
animal. The animal licks the eggs 
off and the larvae stage is obtained 
in the esophagus of the animal, fin­
ally working through the system to 
the back, where “wolves” form and 
eventual v work through the hide, 
falling on the ground where they 
grow into the adult stage.

Verdant Grass and Perfumed Blossoms 
Out; Weather Prophets Mix in Forecast

To most, it’s a bloomin’ sight 
the way trees are putting out in 
Midland during this warm wea­
ther, and the perfume of blos­
soms is being blown here and 
there.

A bloomin’ pity, however, some 
aver—for Midland expects fros­
ty weather through another 
month. Four years ago, there was 
a two-day sleet, rain and snow 
storm in late April.

The fruit trees fail to bear 
almost every year due to cold 
weather nipping blooms in the

early spring.
Some weather observers (un­

official ones) point out, how­
ever, that cockle burrs arc put. 
ting out in some sections of West 
Texas and that this is a sign of 
no more cold weather. ‘‘The 
cockle burr is a wise little guy,” 
points out one man. “He never 
sticks his head up until danger 
is over.”

Other Texas towns say that 
the warm weather is lessening 
the attack of influenza, whether 
the fruit is due for a fall or not.

The total enrollment one month ago 
was 1248, which means that 29 new j 
pupils have been enrolled during j 
the last 20 days.

United States, and further provided 
that such station is not used in such 
a way as would not tend to uphold a 
high standard of operation and be 
for the betterment and general up­
lift of the American radio audienc­
es.’’

JUDICIAL CHANGE 
URGED IN A POW 

WOW OF PRESIDENT
WASHINGTON, Feb. 29. (UP).— 

President Hoover sent a special mes­
sage to congress urging important 
changes in the judicial procedure 
designed to facilitate the adminis­
tration of justice.

The message was accompanied by 
a voluminous report compiled by 
the attorney general, particularly 
stressing the importance of changes 
in the bankruptcy laws.

The report urged that the laws 
be changed “to limit the time for 
making motions for quashing indict­
ments.”

RUMBLINGS 
OF WAR NOT 

DIMINISHED
American Loan Has 

Tokyo Restive;
Soviet Mass

GENEVA, Feb. 29. (UP)—The 
council of the League of Na­
tions was informed at a public 
session tonight by Sir John Si­
mon, British foreign secretary, 
that Japan and China have 
agreed in principle for “mutual 
Sand1 simultaneous” withdrawal 
from the Shanghai area.

The agreement was reached at 
a two and one half hour con­
ference on the British flagship,' 
Kent.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 29. (UP) 
Secretary Stimson entertained a 
new hope today that world-wide 
negotiations for peace between 
Japan and China might bring 
favorable results.

SHANGHAI, Feb. 29. (UP)—Ja­
panese threatened to blow up all 
railways leading to Shanghai and 
destroy troop trains unless the Chi­
nese cease bringing in reinforce­
ments.

Chinese considered the threat an 
ultimatum as they were given until 
two o’clock this afternoon to meet 
the demands.

Meanwhile hope for an early truce 
dwindled.

Japanese claimed important gains 
in Chapei and Chinese raked the 
ruined village of Kiangwan which 
they defended to death for a week 
with their own artillery.

Japanese landed additional troops. 
They admitted- naval casualties 
alone totaled 125 killed and 600 
wounded so far.

U. S. Loan 
Report Disquieting

TOKYO, Feb. 29. (UP)—Reports 
of a $30,000,000 American loan to 
Chinese defenders in Shanghai was 
received here today, overshadowing 
other developments.

The League of Nations commis­
sion, appointed to investigate the 
Manchurian situation, arrived.

A government spokesman said 
peace efforts and truce negotiations 
were progressing in Shanghai and 
Geneva with “fair prospects” of suc­
cess.

100,000 Soviets Are 
Making Preparations

TOKYO, Feb. 29. (UP)—The Ja­
panese consul general of Vladivostok 
has been informed by a “reliable 
source” that 100,000 Soviet troops 
have been concentrated in Soviet 
maritime provinces .and that exten­
sive warlike preparations were under 
way.

The consul’s informant considered 
a conflict inevitable over the fish­
eries question and the Manchurian 
situation.

Smallpox Breaks 
Out in U. S. Camp

SHANGHAI, Feb. 29 (UP)—Small­
pox has broken out among Ameri­
can soldiers of the 31st infantry 
guard in the international settle­
ment, causing two deaths.

Privates Albert Lewis, 19, and 
James Jordan, 22, succumbed.

Others were placed in the hospit­
al but doctors believe they will re­
cover.

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THE TW ENTIETH AMENDMENT

The twentieth  am endm ent is about to be added to  the 
Constitution of the United States, and if you a ren ’t fa ­
miliar with its provisions it would pay you to find out 
something about it.

I t  is commonly called the “ lame duck” amendment. 
I t  would do aw ay with governmental m achinery th a t  was 
devised for an age of stage-coaches and horse-drawn canal 
barges, and it would bring things a t W ashington up to 
date.

F irst of all, it would move the  presidential inaugura­
tion ahead from March 4 ' to early in January . More im­
portant, it would similarly move ahead the date  on which 
a newly-elected Congress takes office —  thereby doing 
away with the  scandalous “ lame duck” , sesshtns, in which 
congressmen whose constituents have tu rned  them down 
still have power to make laws. I t  would end the possibility 
of filibusters in Congress and it would make the govern­
ment vastly more responsible to the will of the  electorate.

Thirty-six state legislatures must ra tify  it if it is to 
carry. Not one valid reason can be advanced against it; 
many weighty reasons can be put forw ard  in its favor. It 
ought to be ratified without delay.

Few Bales Sold
In Cotton Move

MEMPHIS. Tenn. (UP). —The 
“Buy a Bale Movement” which was 
started here last fall and resulted 
in the establishing of a special ex­
change to handle small cotton sales 
hasn’t met with success and the of­
fice has been closed.

Less than 200 bales were purchas­
ed by individuals through the asso­
ciation formed by Memphis cotton 
men to assist housewives and mer­
chants in purchasing one or more 
bales. Memphis cotton men at the 
time said other exchanges were cre­
ating similar sales agencies, point­
ing out cotton was selling at rock- 
bottom prices and that investors 
would probably realize good returns 
upon the purchase.

“It was not the price, but the lack 
of confidence that caused the ‘buy 
a bale movement’ to fail here,” said 
John E. Boggs, chairman of the cot­
ton buying association.

Purchases of individual buyers 
here did not pay for the creation 
of the sales agency, Boggs said.

The Memphis Cotton Exchange, 
one of the most important in the 
south, sponsored the “buy a bale 
movement.” The sales office was 
kept open 60 days.

NEW ROAD WORK
According to information coming 

from the state highway department, 
work is being planned on the high­
ways in Winkler county, which in­
cludes the Ward county portion be­
tween Winkler-Ward county and the 
Monohans line. The work will in­
clude a seal coat, composed of as­
phalt and ground stone. The order 
will be definitely .announced by the 
state department today. There are 
15.5 miles of road in Winkler coun­
ty and 7.5 in Ward county. It is un­
derstood that it will take between 
25 and 30 days to complete the work. 
Unemployed in these two counties 
will be given an opportunity to work 
on this proposed resurfacing of 23 
miles of highway.

¡In more recent years, he has ap­
peared in the Berlin State opera and 
as soloist with the Berlin Philhar­
monic, the New York Philharmonic, 
the Boston Symphony and the Phil- 
adlephia Symphony.

On Monday’s program, he will 
sing; “You Will Remember Vienna,”

HOLLYWOOD—Chaney is a fa­
miliar name among movie fans. But 
there seems to be something strange 
about having the handle “Creigh­
ton” attached to it.

However, there are those In Holly­
wood who predict that the combi­
nation of Creighton Chaney Is des­
tined to become almost as well 
known as the familiar Lon Chaney. 
And why not?

Creighton is the 25-year.old son 
of the late Lon.

No Imitation
The youth does not intend to at­

tempt an imitation of his famous 
father, however. If he makes any 
mark in the picture work at all it 
will be as an entirely new person­
ality. He turned thumbs down on 
the suggestion that he become Lon 
Chaney Jr.

“No actor could ever become a i 
real successor to dad — much less 
a punk like me,” young Chaney de­
clared. “I don’t know if I ever 
will make the grade in pictures. 
Executives at RKO who signed me 
to a contract apparently think I 
can. But that still is to be proven.

“No, I am not going to be a char­
acter actor—at least not for some 
years yet. That is the most diffi­
cult type of acting and I want some 
years of experience before even at. 
tempting it. Right now I want just 
straight roles so I can learn what 
acting is all about.”

Tests Are Good

So far Chaney’s total experience 
before the cameras consists of 
three tests that he has made — all 
of them very good according to 
studio executives. And studio life 
is as new to him as it would be to 
any young fellow from Kalamazoo.

He never hung around the studio 
when his father was working be­
cause Lon didn’t want him doing 
that when he was in school. And 
since he has been out of school 
he has been too busy making a liv­
ing.

Creighton’s life has not been the 
easy one that the majority of per­
sons would expect. Since he was 
in grammar school he has earned 
his own way in the world. Of 
course, when he was in school he 
had a good home but he had to 
earn his own spending money — 
doing everything from hauling ice

to working in a boiler factory. .
Even after Lon became a star he 

deemed it best for his son to make 
his own way so he would realize the 
value of money.

Married at 19

At 19 Creighton was married and 
since then he has had absolutely 
no help from anyone, with the ex­
ception of the house which his fa­
ther gave him for a wedding pres­
ent and the furnishings presented 
by his wife’s parents.

He has spent most of the last six 
years in the steam.heating business 
—working in the bookkeeping, ad­
vertising and sales departments.

With the proper handling there 
is no reason why young Chaney 
should not go far in pictures.

His main fight will be against 
being pushed ahead too fast. After 
all, he must learn the business like 
-any other beginner and if he is 
given a chance to learn it thor­
oughly before being cast in diffi­
cult roles, he should deliver the 
goods.

Symphony and
J azz to Blend

NEW YORK. (UP).—The genius 
of American music will blend the 
dignity of symphony with the novel, 
ty of syncopation, according to Nat 
Skilgret, university of modern mu­
sic.

“As the American symphonic jazz 
style devoleps, this new crop of com­
posers will produce a genius who 
will be able to mould many char­
acteristics into one ripe flower,” 
Shilkret said. “It may take 20 years 
—it may take 50 years—'but it surely 
will come.”

Shilkret was reared in most of 
Manhattan’s great symphonies and 
deserted them to become one of the 
busiest and prolific conductor-com­
posers in both popular and serious 
fields. He has conducted for both 
John McCormick and Gene Austin. 
His orchestra, heard nightly over 
the Columbia Broadcasting system, 
interprets Hoaghy . Carmichael’s 
“Washboard Blues” and Bach’s “B 
Minors Mass” with equal effect.

Shilkret life typifies his universal- 
ism in music. He grew up in New 
York with the idea every home had 
a symphony orchestra in its back 
parlor. His father played every in. 
strument and taught him to play 
the clarinet when he was five.

At seven, he was a clarinet solo­
ist. He played with Elman,t Hei­
fetz and others in the Russian sym­
phony when 13. He served with or­
chestras of the New York Philhar­
monic, Damrosh, Metropolitan Op­
era and bands of Sousa, Pryor and 
Goldman.

Simultaneously, he mastered many 
instruments, studied voice and com. 
position, and attended college as a 
civil engineer. He mixed work, 
wrestling, Jiu Jitsu and running, 
seldom getting more than four hours 
of sleep each night. When 23, he 
was named musical director for a 
talking machine company.

Italy Enters Buy 
At Home Campaign

ROME. (UP).—The campaign for 
national products proceeds here ra­
ther half-heartedly. There are a 
number of posters exhorting the 
public “not to take the bread from 
the mouths of Italian children,” by 
spending their money on imported 
goods when equally good Italian ar­
ticles can be obtained for the same 
price. Similar advertisements also 
appear in the press, but not in abun­
dance.

The National Fascist Institute of 
Copenhagen and the Fascist Federa, 
tion of Co-operative Societies have 
issued . instructions requesting coop­
erative societies to abstain from sell­
ing foreign products when national 
products of similar price and quality 
are available.

The National Institute also has 
requested all co-operative stores <o 
show in their windows placards with 
the inscription, “Here only national 
products are sold.”
