She now is in
the United States to arouse Ameri-
cans in behalf of the Jewish children
of ‘Germany through her - “Youth
Aliyah” movement, which already
has fostered 'the ‘immigration and
settlegent of more than 1,000 under-
p? 1vxlep,ed children in Palestine.

For some time .all secular edu-
cational institutions ' above “‘the
primary in Germany have been bar-
red to “non-Aryans.” Because of re-
cent legislation, Jewish children seon
will not be permitied in even the
elementary schools.: Until Jewish
communities can establish-parochial
schools,  this ‘closes the last door to
even a primary school education
against Jewish boys and girls.

“Six thousand Jewish children
leave the .elementary. .schools of
Germany every year and .there
are-no- further prospeects for them;”

Miss Szold pointed out. “They .are
pbarred from - higher academic or
professional training, from - the
trades and from commerce. TFor

them there is no chance of employ-
ment even in minor positions. They
are completely cut off froin the life
of the country.”

Is Founder
of “Hadassah”

A(merican-Woman.“O?p'en's Promised Land in Palestine
For Neglected Boys and Girlsof “Lost Generation”

Thanks to Henrietta Szold, above
75-year-old Baltimore philanthro-
pist and founder of “Hadassah,”
Jewish child refugees from Emo-
pean oppression have found a ha-
ven in Palestine.

Russian pogroms of 1880,

She organized ‘‘Hadassah” with
the object of carrying one specific
project to completion before a
second goal was set. It took 23
years to achieve the first objective,

To the cultural salvation of 'this
persecuted generation, Miss Szold
not only devotes all her own efforts,
but that of “Hadassah,” the women’s
Zionist organization she founded 24
years ago as an instrument for the
rebuilding of Palestine.

“Aliyah” was first conceived.in
1932, But it was not unti] two years
later that the first Youth Group set-
tled in Palestina. All told, 1050 young
pioneers from 15 to 17 years old have
pbeen established in the new commu-
nity, and Miss Szold expects.at least

Six thousand American towns and
cities will join  hands Jan. 30 at
birthday balls to celebrate the 54th
anniversary of President Franklin
D. Roosevelt with a fresh outpour-
ing of funds for the Georgia Warm
Springs Foundation.

Thus for the third time since
Roosevelt took office, his anniver-
sary will be made the occasion for
a nation - wide drive against ,the
ravages of infantile paralysis.

As the date draws near this year,
reports from every state and from
territorial 'possessions indicate the
celebration will ‘surpass the two
preceding ones.

Last year 5,000 birthday balls
were held. This year from 5,600
to 6,000 are definitely planned. Ber-
muda will hold its first ball this
year, under auspices of Lady Cu-
bitt, wife of the governor general,
Sir Thomas Astley Cubitt. There
will be one also, for the first time,
in the Virgin Islands; six in
Alaska and three in Hawaii.

One Ball in a Trailer
And down in the Florida Ever-

glades Charley Hartog, born in
Holland and_still a citizen of that
country, -will -~ hold ' the country’s
smallest Roosevelt ball. He’ll bhe

host in his 6x18 automobile trailer.

Hartog will conduct his ball un-
der the same rules that the rest
of the country follows. These rules
stipulate that 70 per cent of all
proceeds are to be retained for lo-
cal’ campaigns against the dread
disease while the remaining 30 per
cent will be sent to Warm Springs.

That plan was found satisfactory
Jast year, as Warm Springs can
accommodate only 100 patients and
the 70 per cent of funds raised is
needed more acutely in local com-
munities. :

The first nation-wide birthday
ball in 1934 raised $1,003,000 and
the 1935 celebration cleared $1,071,-

000.
Need Grews Greater

“Despite this added financial
ammunition to combat the scourge
of paralysis,” declares Col. Henry
L. Doherty, chairman of the na-
tional committee on arrangements
for these balls, “we have hardly
made a start. Forty-seven hos-
pitals, less than one for each state
in the Union, are inundated by a
new torrent of ailing humanity
streaming through their doors from
the onslaught of 1935, when this
dread disease added approximate-
ly-10,000 victims to ‘its its rolls.”

Doherty conservatively estimates
that the national annual loss from
infantile paralysis includes at least
$300,000,000 in lost incomes, while
$60,000,000 is needed each year for
curative work alone.

As a signal contribution to the
nation’s fight to stamp out the dis-
ease, Doherty, who has known the
president for many years, con-
ceived the idea of the mammoth
birthday party after Roosevelt took
office.

Doherty Sponsored Plan

Doherty * saw, that the Warm
Springs Foundation was the presi-
dent’s only oufside interest and he
determined to further it as being

|close to the chief executive’s. heart.

To realize what Warm Springs
means to Presidenf Roosevelt, one
must remember that 300,000 of the
nation’s cripples today can trace
their affliction to infantile paraly-
sis,

The president was stricken in
1921. Simultaneously.  began his
long struggle to conquer the effects
of the disease. - Behind his strug-
gle is the story of Warm Springs.

Warm Springs, with its constant
flow of tepid, crystal-clear water,
had ‘been a resort for a long time
when Roosevelt first turned to it
in 1924, Slowly he began to show
improvement as he literally swam
his way back to health.

Treatment at the springs, which
always are at 89 degress tempera-
ture, is based on the principle that
a. body weighs as much less in wa-
ter as the amount of fluid it dis-
places. Thus paralysis-weakened
muscles may be better exercised in
water than where they would have
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no outside support.

As he gradually ‘“came
Roosevelt turned his attention to
the plight of others and from this
effort has grown the enterprise. of
today. g

In 1926 the Georgia ~Warm
Springs Foundation® was organized
as a non-profit making center for
study of infantile paralysis. Since
nation - wide contributions have
come to the institution in the last
two years, however, the foundation
has begcome the nation’s most fa-
mous treatment center for the dis-
case.

The Foundation is built around
a huge glass-enclosed swimming
pool for the patients, administra-
tion hall, playgrounds, cottages,
and a hospital. The atmosphere
of the whole center is ‘one of re-
sort.

The president is its most frequent
and cheering visitor.

Violations of Air
Rules Often Cause
Of Many Accidents

Nearly half of the fatalities in
miscellaneous - flying operations dur-
ing the first half of 1935 occurred
in flights which violated the Air
Commerce Regulations, the Bureau
of Air Commerce, Department an-
nounced today.

Of 124 fatalities in miscellaneous,
commercial and privaet operations
(or in other words, all civilian fly-
ing except that of scheduled air

lines) during that period, 46 result-
ed from accidents in flights which
were contrary to regulations. Illeg-:

The 56 fatalities occurred in 37
fatal accidents, each of which vio-
lated one or more provisions of the
regulations, as follows:

Illegal acrobatics — 8 fatal acci-
dents.

Illegal acrobatics and low flying
—4 fatal accidents,

Illegal acrobatics and licensed
pilots flying unlicensed aircraft—2
fatal accidents.

Illegal acrobatics, low flying and
cther violations—2 fatal accidents.
Low flying—4 fatal accidents.
Low flying and miscellaneous

violations—4 fata] accidents.

Unlicensed pilot flying licensed
aircraft—1 fatal accident.

Licensed pilot flying aircraft with
expired license—1 fatal accident.

Miscellaneous—11 fatal accidents.

The eleven fatal accidents listed
under ‘“misdellaneous” involved a
total of 16 different violations, in-
cluding students carrying passen-
gers, 4; overloading, 1; instructing
an unlicensed student, 1; incomse
petency and performance of acts
contrary to public, safety, 8; flying
for hire in aircraft with expired
license, 1; flying for hire outside of
area authorized by license, 1.
