School officials advised that all 
who plan to attend the services, 
which are open to the public, be in 
the auditorium prior to 11 o’clock, 
as the building is expected to be 
crowded and the program will start 
promptly on the scheduled hour.

Dr. Selecman has appeared on the 
high school stage here before, ad­
dressing graduates, and school of­
ficials expressed great satisfaction 
at being able to secui’c him for the 
sermon today.

He has had a notable career as a 
preacher, orator and educator in 
the south.

He holds degrees from several uni­
versities. During the ivorld war he 
had extensive experiences, serving 
overseas as a chaplian in the Ameri­
can army.

He has filled several impirtant 
pastorates of the Southern Metho­
dist church, including the famous 
Trinity chm'ch in Los Angeles and 
the First Methodist church of Dal­
las.

BONUS LEADERS

The Patman bonus bill leaders in 
congress agreed today to vote im­
mediately, without any debate, on 
whether to override President 
Roosevelt’s veto after the chief 
executive delivers his message prob­
ably next Wednesday.

Bonus biU leaders in the Senate 
conceded that they did not have 
enough votes to override the bill in 
the Senate but still expressed hopes 
of a swing that would put the in­
flationary measure over despite the 
veto by the president.

49 Btc When A irliner F a lls  DAMAGE ESTIMATED
TO BE IN MILLIONS

MOSCOW, May 18, (/P)—The
Maxim Gorky, the largest land air­
plane in the world ,crashed after a 
collision with a small airplane to­
day, killing 49 persons. Including 
eight women and six children in the 
worst disaster that ever befell a 
passenger plane.

Among eleven of the crew that 
perished were two of the Soviet’s 
most expert pilots, Giuroff and 
Mikhaeff.

The dead passengers include Mat- 
roscoff, chief engineer of the aii’o- 
dynamic institute and Kazarnovich, 
director of the institute’s pilot com­
mittee.

The small plane remained wedged 
in one edge of the Gorky’s wing and 
the two pianes fell together. The , 
pilot of the Gorky regained temper- i 
ary control and tried to land ni a 
glide but was unsuccessful and went 
into a nosedive before reaching 
earth.

DALLAS, May 18. (A P ).— Flood waters, destructive 
winds, torrential rains and hail combined to bring death, 
injury and millions of dollars worth of property damage 
to Texas today.

At least seven persons were known dead and more than 
70 were injured in the state by the raging winds and flood

from an angry mob of forty white 
men on the public square of Rich­
ardson today and brought to the 
Dallas Jail where he was charged 
with assault to murder on two white 
men. ■

land and later slashed W. T. Jones 
with a knife. The crowd disarmed 
the negro and licat him severely be­
fore officers could save him from 
them.

P-12’s Lead Ships in 
Landings Saturday

Eleven P-12’s were among the 
ships landing at the Midland air­
port Saturday, according to reports 
in the early afternoon. ’Three of the 
planes wore commanded by Col.

They 
were from Shreveport, La.

Capt. Clark, in an 0-43, was also 
expected to land from Brooks field, 
probably making a return trip.

Orders were received here during 
the day Saturday not to permit any 
ships to leave for El Paso where a 
dust storm interfered with flyhig.

Amarillo Mayor for 
Heme Rule in County

AMARILLO. Texas, May 18, UP}. 
—Merger of the Amarillo city and 
Potter county governments under 
home rule would effect a saving of 
at least $100,000 annually, Mayor 
Ross D. Rogers states.

In an address before the Amarillo 
Real Estate board Mayor Rogers 
pointed out that the cost of operat­
ing the city government was about 
$200,000 a year and that the op­
erating cost of the county was a- 
bout $100,000.

“Under home rule the merged 
government could function wuth 
greater efficiency and greater con­
venience to the citizens for at least 
$100,000 less,” he said.'r. M. Brumci’, vice-president of 
the State Association of Real Estate 
boards, also spoke on the program, 
which was dedicated to reduction 
of the tax burden on real estate. 
Upon his motion the board voted to 
recommed that the Amarillo Cham­
ber of Commerce appoint a commit­
tee of seven to be charged with the 
responsibility of presenting the 
home rule issue to the people of 
Potter county.

Mayor Rogers explained that city 
and |:ounty debts could be kept 
separate and could be paid out of 
taxes collected on respective city 
and county property.

Potter county owes slightly more 
than $1,000,000, while the bonded in­
debtedness of the city of Amarillo 
is more than $5,500,000.

WEEK’S NEW LOCATIONS SET RECORD 
FOR YEAR IN PERMIAN BASIN; SIX OF 

THEM WILDCATS; 20 PROVEN AREAS

A record number of new locations for any week this 
year to date were made during the week to increase oil 
activity in the Permian Basin of West Texas, the new 
operations being of particular interest inasmuch as six of 
them are wildcat tests, the other twenty being field de­
velopment wells.

During the same week, 10 wells were put on production 
for the first time and one old well was deepened to new 
and better production, adding
total of 4,670 barrels to the daily 
potential of the area. Two wells 
were put on the failure list.

In Andrews county, Humble Oil 
and Refining Company made loca­

Pecan and Elm creeks overflowed 
at Galnesville, forcing the lowland 
residents to flee and creek waters 
inundated several sections of the 
city in the wake of a five-inch rain.

The water pom'ed into buildings, 
surrounded the Santa Pe station 
and halted all highway traffic to 
the south and the east.

The Wichita 
Valley line was washed out near 
Spur as streams in that area were 
all overflowing.

A 46-mile wjnd lashed San An­
tonio during a thunderstonn, up­
rooting trees and causing property 
damage. The San Airtonio river 
was up six feet and other streams 
were rampaging.

The Red river rose 15 feet and 
was overflowing its banks north' of 
Denison.

The heavy rains were general and 
evei-y part of the state was soaked. 
West Texas was soaked and the 
drought was definitely ended. At 
Abilene five inches of rain had fall­
en since 'Tuesday.

A freakish windstorm cut through 
the Polytechnic and Riverside sec­
tions of Port Worth, injured at 
least four nersons and caused prop­
erty damage.

The Trinity river had risen seven 
feet today and storm warnings had 
been hoisted on the coast as squalls 
struck and endangered ships in the 
gulf.

The Llano river had a 23-foot 
rise, the Colorado was up 30 feet 
and the San Saba river was up 33 
feet. Five inches of rain fell in the 
Llano section.

A small tornado hit central Texas 
after heavy rains and a twister de­
molished barns at McDade, east of 
Austin.

Mrs. Claude Gowens, Carl Mc- 
Alpine and his daughter, aged 10, 
and a family of nine negroes, names 
not learned, were di'owned at Altus, 
Okla., by raging flood waters. 
Bridges, highways and railways 
were swept away in western Okla­
homa by a sudden rise of rivers and 
streams.

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RECOVERY BY SELFISHNESS

If everyone connected with the cycle of repairing and 
modernizing American homes could be switten by an at­
tack of intelligent selfishness, our swing back toward 
prosperity would get an enormous impetus.

This is the statement of Louis J. Albfer, chief of the 
speakers’ division of the Federal Housing Administration. 
He points out that if repairs were made upon all American 
homes which really need them, it would keep 6,000,000 
Workers busy for a solid year— which, at a low estimate, 
woitld inject at least $6,000,000,000 into the channels of 
trade.

“But it is only intelligent selfishness that will put the 
program across,” he Warns. “The home owner must be 
selfish enough to want betterment of his home, the banker 
to make intere.st on his loan, the builder his profit, and 
the worker his wage.”

It is to be hoped that Mr. Alber can sell his idea. 
Putting 6,000,000 men to work in the building trades 
would deal the depre.ssion a body blow.

W A Y  TO STOP BILLBOARDS

The fight'against the billboard nuisance is usually 
hampered ijy the fact that the billboard is erected on 
private property and is therefore held to be very nearly 
outside the scope of regulatory laws.

However, Nature Magazine points out that the Massa­
chusetts Supreme Coui-t recently handed down a decision 
ruling that a society which has the power to regulate 
against offenses to the nose and the ear has also the 
power to regulate against offenses to the eye.

The court is explicit in holding that the billboard in­
dustry doe.s not possess an inalienable right “to use pri­
vate land as a vantage ground from which to obtrude 
upon all the public traveling upon highways, whether in­
different, reluctant, hostile or interested, an unescapable 
propaganda.”

Those are welcome words, indeed. The decision is a 
landmark in the long fight to rid our countryside of its 
distressing eyesores.

“INSANITY” ON A SANE BASIS

It is surprising how injection of a little plain common 
sense into the involved framework of criminal law can 
look like a startling innovation.

, Oklahoma has just passed a new law to cover the 
“ insanity defense” in murder cases. It provides that if a 
defendant in a murder trial be acquitted on the ground of 
insanity, he shall be confined in a lunatic asylum as a dan­
gerous and irresponsible person.

This, to a public grown weary of- the “ insanity de­
fense” racket, looks like nothing but ordinary good sense. 
If a man commits murder becau.se he cannot control his 
^emotions, cannot di.stinguish right from wrong, and thus 
cannot be held accountable for Ijis acts, it would seem 
only logical to lock him in a place provided for such 
people.

But the Oklahoma action comes.as a surprising change, 
just the same. The surprise indicates how this kind of 
defense has been abused.

MEASURE OF PROGRESS

One good barometer of general business conditions 
is the amount of freight traffic carried on the Great 
Lakes; and it is encouraging to note that figures com­
piled this year at the Sault Ste. Marie locks, connecting 
Lake Superior with the lower lakes, indicate a strong 
pickup in such traffic.

The locks opened in Api-il. By the end of the month, 
some 888,000 tons of freight had passed through them—  
a tremendous gain over last year, which is only partly 
accounted for by the fact that the locks opened 13 days 
earlier this year than in 1934.

The freight that moves by the Soo is mostly bulk 
fi;eight— iron ore, coal, wheat, and f l o u r t h e  kind of 
ti^eight the movement of which in huge quantities bê  
speaks a general business revival.

The.se figures for April indicate pretty clearly that 
some kind of revival actually is taking place.

It 
does-not harm them and if they are 
susceptible, which is true of the ma­
jority of children at that age, it gives 
over 90 percent protection. Wa also 
advise that after three months they 
return for a Schick test to determine 
if immunity has been created.

In Midland county for the past 
two years the county health nurse, 
Miss Elizabeth Wilson, and the city 
physicians have cooperated with the 
state health department in giving 
free diphtheria toxoid to those w’ho 
were unable to pay a private phy.si- 
cian. Miss Wilson is urging this year 
that those children who have had 
toxoid go to their physicians for, the 
Schnick test this spring, and find 
out if immunity persists. She is also 
urging that all families in the coun­
ty whose children have not had the 
toxoid treatment make an effort 
to obtain this protection. No free 
clinics will be held this year.

Mrs. May Carey, 52, and her old­
est child, Howard, 27, are to be ekc- 
cuti!d for the murder of the wom­
an’s brother.

The case is one of the strangest 
■in the annals of police history. 
The murder took place in 1927, 
but it was not until last December 
authorities discovered who was 
responsible for the crime.

Attorney General P. Warren 
Green outlining the case to the 
United Pics.s, said the plot cen­
tered around the Carey family, 
who planned to collect $2,000 life 
insurance upon the death (if 
Robert H. Hitchens, of Frankford,

Laid' in Wait
The original plan of Mrs. Carey, 

according to testimony, was for 
the mother and two of her three 
sons to conceal themselves in 
Hitchen’s home, waiting for the 
automobile mechanic to return 
home from rvork. They took with 
them a bottle of whiskey, a white 
oak club and a sledge hammer.

Hitchens was struck on the head 
by Howard Carey as he entered 
his house. The man, half stunned, 
attempted to flee but Mrs. Carey, 
Howard and another son,, James, 
23, attacked the man.

Authorities charged that Mrs. 
Carey beat her brother to death 
with the sledge hammer. She then

opened the man’s mouth and . 
poured whiskey down his throat. | 
Whi.skey was poured on his cloth- j 
Ing and glasses were shattered on 
the floor.

Hid Murder Weapon
Mrs. Carey and her sons then 

returned to their home at George­
town, burned their clothes and .hid 
the sledge in a woods.

Two days later Hitchens was 
“found” dead by Howard, who told 
police he had been looking for his 
uncle, whom he had not seen for 
.several days.

Police worked on a thohy that 
Hitchens had been klllec  ̂ by rob­
bers and until six months ago this 
was the only probable solution of 
the crime.

Meantime, Mrs. Carey collected 
about $900 insurance, the remain­
der of the policy going to settle the 
estate and funeral costs.

■ Son. Confessed
Then came the break.
Lawrence, youngest son of Mrs. 

Carey, was arrested for house­

breaking. He was questioned about! vicious in the criminal annals of 
the death of Hitchens and finally i 
made a confession. i

M l’S. Carey and her three sops j 
were immediately arrested. Oh I 
April 26, the woman, Howard and 
James were convicted for first de­
gree miu'der with a jury recom­
mendation for “mercy” . ’

James, who was but 16 years old 
at the time of the crime, was given 
a lifeimprisonment sentence. Mrs. 
Carey and Howard were sentenced 
to death. Lawrence, who was only 
14 years years old then, was not im­
plicated as he testified he had only 
heard his mother and brothers 
plot the crime.

One Day Crime
The trial of Mrs. Carey and her 

sons lasted but one day. The wo­
man said she was “all to blame” 
and that she had forced her sons to 
assist her, promising Howard a new 
automobile for his aid.

Candidacy of Coke 
For Gov’r Talked

AUSTIN, May 18. (d>).—The bi­
ennial boom to make Coke R. 
Stevenson, speaker of the house, 
governor, has started.

It began tlie closing day of the 
44th regular session of the legis­
lature as members and employes 
showered the speaker and his wife 
witli gifts. The keynote was sounded 
by Rep. J. Franklin Spears of San 
Antonio, one of Stevenson’s strong­
est admirers.

Stevenson lias been nominated for 
governor at virtually every session 
since the close of the 43rd. He 
smiles enigmatically every time he 
is nominated, although the nomi­
nating spoeche.s usually receive 
loud applause in the house where 
Stevenson wields a strong influ­
ence.

Many of Stevenson’s friends 
would like to see him make the race 
and would supiiort him but there 
are few who believe the office of­
fers sufficient attraction to the raw 
boned West Texan to engage in 
what undoubtedly would bo, because 
of Stevenson’s location in a sparsely 
settled country, a hard campaign.

Should he decide to run, how­
ever, he would have the nucleus of 
a good campaign organization 
reaching into virtually every county. 
In addition to those who support 
liim for speaker, Stevenson lias 
gained many friends among his op­
position.

Stevenson’s political plang depend 
largely on wliat turn events take 
in the next several months preced­
ing the primary elections. If Gov­
ernor Allred seeks a second term 
it is highly doubtful Stevenson w'ould 
get into the race. As things now 
shape up it is improbable that All- 
red will be satisfied with one term 
as governor and will ask . re-elec­
tion.

It was noted that Stevenson 
avoided the subject in acknowledg­
ing the gifts. He delivered instead 
an extejnporaneous talk on the leg­
islature and its relation to govern­
ment.

The members presented Steven­
son with tliree sections of a steel 
book case. Numerous other gifts 
were received, including a radio, a 
suit of clothes, a camera and a 
clock.

Stevenson never carries a watch. 
In the closing hours of the session 
when the clocks had been stopped 
to delay adjournment Stevenson 
was forced to depend on his secre­
tary for the time. Outside the leg­
islature he has no use for one of 
the “gadgets.”

Anniversary of 
Lindbergh Flight 

Observed Today
NEW YORK. May 18, (/Pj.—The| 

morning was gray and ugly, poor 
flying weather, and a gangling, I 
tousle-headed youth glanced at the 
sky and into the cockpit of a silvery 
monoplane poised on the rmr-way 
at Roosevelt field. Long Island.

“When I get into that little cab­
in it’ll be like getting into the death 
chamber at Sing Sing,” he said.

He carried the thought a little 
further.

“If I get out alive at Paris it’s 
going to be like a pardon from the 
goevrnor.”

That virtually took care of the 
speech-making attendant on d ia r­
ies “Slim” Lindbergh’s take-off 
eight years ago next Monday for the 
fh'st non-stop New York-to-Paris 
flight.

A few associates and fellow fliers 
watched him climb into the cabin of 
his “Spirit of St. Louis” monoplane 
and roar down the runway. The 
heavily-laden ship rose a few feet 
and bounced to earth again. Would 
he make it?

Lindbergh did, but notcomfortab- 
ly. The plane barely cleared some

telephone wires. There was no fare­
well eifclinfe .of the field tlidn, n o ! 
final flourishes. |

The takeoff was at 7:52 a. m. on, 
a Friday. The young unknown who 
came out of the west a s . a U. S. 
mail pilot was headed for Paris and 
a $25,000 prize. He carried a chicken 
wish-bone in .his pocket—Iris one 
concession to superstition.

Through rain and fog along the 
North Atlantic coast he. speeded, 
and « t  St. John’s Newfoundland, 
pointed Uie silver nose of the planet 
directly for Ireland.

Darkne.ss enveloped him, and the 
world waited breathlessly. During 
the night Lindbergh maintained an' 
average speed of 100 miles an hour

keeping well above the rain, snow 
and sleet of the lower levels.

Late Lire next night a French mil­
itary officer tunied from his mic­
rophone at Le Bourget field, Paris, 
and annourreed he could hear the 
drone of an airplane motor. A sky- 
flare was sent up and it revealed 
the “Spirit of St. Louis” 500 feet up.

Lindbergh brought Ins ship down 
at 10:21 p. m. The flying time for 
his 3,610 mile trip was 33 hours and 
29 minutes.

Among Llndbedgh’s note worthy 
later trips was an Asiatic flight in 
1931, and two years later a 30,000 
mile survey of oceanic air routes 
which took him to 21 countries. 
Mrs. Lindbergh accompanied him.

Rotarians, Lions 
T0 Drive Safely 

To Mexico City
LAREDO, May 18, (/P).—Rotarians 

and Lions-will be able to drive com­
fortably over the Pan American 
highway to Mexico City for their 
conventions tills summer.

That is the word released by two 
Mexican cabinet ministers, the di­
rector general of national highways 
and Jack Yeaman, leading American 
observer for the past five years of 
construction work on the famous 
highway.

Rudolfo Ellias Calles, secretary of 
communications and son of tlie "fa ­
ther” of the Mexican revolution; 
Narcisso E. Bassols,, secretary of the 
Treasury, Jose L. Gonzales, director 
general of national highways and 
Yeaman met recently in Tamozun- 
chale, picturesque Indian village in 
tile heart of the mountains north of 
Mexico City, tor a filial inspection of 
the construction work.

“The progress made since my last 
inspection in March is amazing,” 
Yeaman declared on returning to La 
redo. "Two months ago I didn’t be­
lieve that the Mexican government’s 
program calling for the opening of 
tile highway June 15 could be carried 
out. Now I know that it can be.”

By the middle of June, Yeaman 
said, between Laredo and Mexico

City there will be 574 miles of as­
phalt paving. 146 miles of first class 
gravel, and 47 miles of provisional 
graveling which will be a little 
rougli but passable in any kind of 
weatller. The three rivers which 
have been crossed by ferries in the 
past, he stated, will be .spanned 
either by temporary pontoon bridges 
Or by planking across the steel work 
of the new structures which are 
nearing completion. One pontoon 
bridge has been opened.

“I’ll supply all the money, neces­
sary to have the woik done in time,” 
Bassols promised after the confer­
ence.

“Wit lithe money, ten thousand 
men at my disposal and plenty of 
machinery. I’ll guarantee that it 
will be ready,” was Gonzalczs as­
surance.

Yeaman cautioned those who plan 
to drive through that “there will be 
a tremendous volume of traffic this 
summer and the existing accommo­
dations can handle only a limited 
volume.” It will be advisable, he 
added, for those who drive through 
to make provisions tor camping one 
night along the way and they should 
make reservations for a place to stay 
in Mexico City.

FL Bliss Seeks
Thousand Recruits

FT. BLISS, Mav IS.-—Fort Bliss, 
Texas,’ now 'caUihg for'one thousand 
recruits from the southwest, is one 
of the oldest army posts in this 
.section and is now the largest post 
west of San Antonio.

The present post - of Fort Bliss, 
on the mesa five miles northeast 
of El -Paso Post -£>11100, was first 
occiiiiied in 1893. It is the last of 
a long succession of camps, canton­
ments, and posts that started in 
1848 wlien -a. detachment of the 
First Dragoons camped for rome 
months in what is now El P’aso, 
then the Coontz Ranch. Later gar­
risons occupied Magoffinsville, Con­
cordia Ranch, and Harts Hill, names 
now no longer remembered but by 
tlie oldest citizens.

The present post was built in 1893 
to hold only one battalion of In- | 
fantry and was then garrisoned by ' 
part of the Eighteenth Infantry. 
Today, the post contains the Head­
quarters and the larger part of thie, 
troops of the First Oavaliy Divî - 
sion. • • : '

Maintained initially for protection 
against Indians, For-t Bliss saw its 
greatest activity during the border 
troubles a few years ago. Today the. 
post has horse cavalry, field artil­
lery, armored cars, and much new 
equipment which furnish fine op­
portunities for training and devel­
opment work.

Recruits are needed for all th e : 
organizations at Fort Bli.ss, the larg- 
e.st requirements being for the Sev­
enth Cavalry, Eighth Cavalry, and 
Eighty-Second Field Artillery. A • 
few men, genei’aUy. with special i 
qualifications, are required for the 
Armored Car Squadron, the Quar- 
tei-master Corps, the. Medical De­
partment, the Ordnance, and the 
Signal Corps.

Vocational Aggie 
Students Profit 

From Livestock

MIDLAND’S SCHOOL BOARD

LUBBOCK. (/P). — A good dairy 
COW' is more profitable than 21 acres 
of cotton or 11 acres of wheat, rec­
ords of vocational agricultural stu­
dents’ practice work in Panhandle- 
Plains high schools show.

As announced by C. Luker. super­
visor of vocational agriculture in 
northwest Texas, the records reveal 
that dairy cattle, capons and beef 
calves made the greatest profits.

One baby beef showed more net 
profit than three acres of cotton, 
and six capons more than one acre.

Net profits on crops were listed 
as $6.88 per acre of wheat, $3.63 per 
acre of cotton and $3.32 per acre of 
gi-ain sorghum. Livestock profits 
were shown as $11.89 per baby beef, 
$3.06 F>er hog for pork production, 
$79.93 per cow for dairy production. 
$1.46 per lamb for mutton. 79 cents 
per turkey, and 47 cents per capon.

Of the $48,078.31 m net profit 
shown to have been made by the 
vocational students, $17,919.18 was 
made on dairy animals.

Fortune Left by Snuff King’s Widow

quarreling heirs ;s now in the pro- 
eess of enactment in the Orphan’s 
Court of Philadelphia over the for­
tune of $17,000,000 left by Mrs. 
Henrietta Schaefer Garrett, 79-year- 
old widow of Walter Garrett, mil­
lionaire snuff manufacturer in the 
(Quaker city.

Like Ella Wendel in New York, 
Mrs. Garrett died in sombre sur­
roundings in an old - fashioned 
brownstone house in which she had 
never even installed electric lights 
and where she had had the com­
panionship of only a few old family

After Mrs. Garrett’s death in 
November, 1930, a slip of note- 
paper headed, “ A Request” , and 
dated June 2, 1921, w’as found 
among her shabby belongings. In 
it she had disposed of $62,500 by 
instructing Charles S. Starr, of 
Haverford, Pa., her lifelong finan-
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tate sums ranging from $500 to 
$8,000 to sixteen friends and em­
ployees whom she designated.

At first there were no heirs ap­
parent; the note was probated as 
a will, and since there were no 
executors named, the court ap­
pointed Starr and Frank G. Mar- 
celliis to administer the estate. 
But when, some months after the 
death of the semi-recluse, it was 
disclosed that she had in reality 
left $17,000,000, and had named 
no beneficiaries for the huge for­
tune, cousins of ali kinds, first, 
second and once-removed, began 
popping up all over the world 
with amazing rapidity.

500(1 Present Claims
As a matter of fact, on March 

25, 1935, 5000 alleged relatives
of Mrs. Garrett, hailing from 
nearly all parts of the United 
States as well as from 21 foreign 
countries, some in person, others 
through their attorneys, present­
ed their claims to the fortune. 
In addition, 60 persons who 
claimed kinship to the long dead 
Walter Garrett were ready to 
show reason why the money 
really belonged to them. And, in 
a third comer of this unusual 
battle, there was the Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania, hoping to 
get the entire estate in escheat, 
in the event that neither camp of 
Gan-ctt-Schacfcr kinsmen could 
give satisfactory proof of their 
claims.

But Judge Allen M. Steariie of 
the Orphans’ Court, with whom 
decision re-its, had no intention 
of listening to the testimony of 
the various claimants or hearing 
the highly technical legal argu­
ments of tlic battery of counsel 
who presented themselves before

him. Shortly after the milling 
throng of fortune-seekers had 
thrown the corridors of the City- 
Hall, where the Orphans’ Court 
sit.s, into wild confusion. Judge 
Stearne ruled that before any 
other point was decided, a ruling 
would have to be given as to 
whether the estate was left out­
right to Mrs. Garrett by her hus­
band or was intended to revert 
to Mr. Garrett’s heirs. This, in 
plain language, means that those 
who hope to get some of the Gar­
rett gold will have to wait at 
least ' two years to learn what 
chances they have.

Husband’s Will at Issue
Tile reason for the delay and 

the resulting disappointment . in 
the hearts of many alleged cou­
sins is that when 'Walter Garrett, 
the son of William Evans Garrett, 
snuff manufacturer who made 
millions because of a snuff for­
mula handed down to him from 
Colonial days, died in 1895, he 
left a will in which he disposed of 
his fortune of $6,000,000.

Disposition of Mrs. Garrett’s 
$17,000,000, which she accumu­
lated by never spending any of 
the fortune her husband left her, 
hinges upon the interpretation of 
an article in Mr. Garrett’s wiU, 
which reads: “ I giyc, devise and 
bequeath unto my dear wife, Hen­
rietta E. Garrett, her heirs, exec­
utors, administrators and as­
signs, all the rest, residue and re­
mainder of my estate, real and 
l>ersoual whatsoever situate, for 
her own absolute use and dispos­
al. And not having been blessed 
with any children, I desire that 
at my death she shall make a will 
disposing of all her property so 
that she may know to whom it will

Those on the hiisband’s side 

claim that since Mrs. Garrett 
failed to dispose of the entire es­
tate in accordance with her 
mate’s “desire”, she died inte.s- 
tate as far as the rest of the 
money is concerned; in that case, 
they say, they have a legal claim 
upon the fortune.

State Says W’lfe Controlled
Relatives of Mrs. Garrett in­

sist that the husband’s “ desire” 
was precatory; that is, only a re­
quest, rather than mandatory, 
thus giving her an absolute and 
not merely a life Interest in the 
estate, "fhe State agrees with 
Mrs. Garrett’s relatives in be­
lieving that Mr. Garrett gave his 
wife absolute control of the 
money; but the State claims that 
most, if not all, of the claimants 
on her side have no legal right 
to the fortune and therefore the 
millions should be escheated to 
the Commonwealth.

What Judge Stearne will decide 
no one can prophecy. To date, 
in the five years since the death 
of Mrs. Garrett, there have been 
a number of developments in the 
case. Starr and Marcellus, the 
administrators, obtained a $5,- 
000,000 bond from 18 bonding 
and surety companies in order to 
protect the Commonwealth and 
the Federal (3ovcrnment as well 
as the claimants. Tlie Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania has so far 
collected $3,000,000 in inherit­
ance taxes; but since the fortune 
has earned that much in the last 
five years, the $17,000,000 re­
main intact.

And it took all the four judges 
of the Orphans’ C|ourt to make 
Starr and MarceUus file an ac­
counting. Finally, on December 4, 
1934, they did file their account­
ing of the estate of Mrs. Henrietta 
Schaefer Garrett, showing princi­
pal personalty - receipts of $17,- 
378,964.

German Bible Backs Claim
Among the very active claim­

ants on Mrs. Garrett’s side are a 
group of nine persons, represent-’ 
ed by Former Deputy Attorney 
General Wilhelm F. Knaucr; 
they claim relationship through 
their grandfather, who, they 
say, was an uncle of Mrs. Garrett 
on the maternal side. There is 
a group of 37 German ix;asants 
who base their claim on the writ­
ing in an old churph book found 
in Bolstern, Wuertenberg, and 
there is a family of Schaefers in 
Strasbourg, Alsace-Lorraine, who 
want all of the estate.

But perhaps the m ost' unusual 
procedure was followed by a 
group of 75 claimants in Mary­
land W’ho received the permission 
of the Baltimore County Commis­
sioners to dig up a swamp near 
Bickleysville for the purpose of 
getting out some ponderous 
blocks of granite supposedly re­
moved from a family burying 
ground and carted to a cross­
roads in order to help in making 
a road. These claimants hoped 
that the inscription on the tomb­
stones might establish their kin­
ship with the Philadelphia Gar­
retts.

Increased tl 10,000 by the rebuilding 
and enlarging of one of the present 
grandstands to provide 2,000 addi­
tional seats. Tlie improvement will 
be completed in ample time for the 
sixth annual Texas Cowboy Reunion 
W'hich wlU be held here July 2, 3 
and 4.

Enlargement of the stand will give 
a total of approximately 8.000 grand­
stand seats in ' addition to the 
bleacher seats accommodating about 
2.000 persons. Plenty of standing 
room and a .small amount of space 
for automobiles is also available on 
one side of the arena.

The improvements arc being made 
to take care of the increasing crowds 
which flock here each year for the 
cowboys’ meeting. A guest cabin at 
which distinguished Reunion visitors 
will be entertained is another im­
provement being made on the 
grounds this year.

A new fence has been built 
around the chuck wagon or camp 
area on the grounds to provide more 
privacy. A number of ranch outfits 
each year bring their chuck wagons 
to Stamford and the cowboys camp 
here while takhig in the Reunion 
and competing in the rodeo. Some 
new pens at the arena are also in­
cluded in the improvements.
