ern Oklahoma last night in full 
flight from an ciglit'-Btato Unst 
storm—among the mo.st severe of a 
devastating scries.

Crop and livestock damages, al­
ready piled liigii in uncounted mil­
lions', increased I'apidly. ijrincipally 
in Kansa.s, Oklalioma, and Colorado. 
Parts of New' Mexico, Iowa, Nebras­
ka, Missouri and Texas also were 
hit.

TIk; sw'irling clouds, which late 
today reached Kansas City, were 
viewed bv B. I. Throckmorton, head 
of the Kansas State college agron­
omy department, as spelling doom 
for' the big w'beat acreage in west­
ern Kansas. He said not even rain 
jiow w'ould check devastation in the 
drouth-ridden sector, a major source 
of the nation’s wheat.

Many .schools and stores were 
closed in Colorado and Kansas. The 
business district at Scott City, Kas., 
was shut down for the third con­
secutive day.

More than 100 families have de­
serted Cimarron and Texas counties 
in the northwestern Oklahoma Pan­
handle. Chester Lamar, a PERA 
administrator, said Hint 100 “ nor- 
mallv self-sustaining” families have 
left Texas county alone within the 
last 30 days.

The Oklahoma refugees t o ld  
graphically of their distress.

"I ’m trying to get some place 
where my children can at least live,” 
said Mrs. Lydie Dower, of Hardesty, 
today as she drove away by truck 
with' lipr three childrep for Colo- 
i-ado.

soutli of Boise City, Okla.

"Heading East”
Attributing condition to th e  

dust Mrs. Mabel Lathrop, relief 
worker at Guymon, said 4.000 of the 
5,500 families in six northwestern 
Oklahcma counties are on relief 
rolls.

“ We’re heading east,” was all 
many of the occupants of 36 truck- 
loads of furniture sighted today 
between Guymon and Boise City 
would say.

Laev Rankin, of Hardesty, Okla., 
set oiit for California with his wife 
•and children, saying:

“ We feared for the family’s health 
i< we stayed here.

Detector May Be Used On Hauptmann; 
Has Astounding Record In Cases So Far

CHICAGO, April ;i .—A little nee­

dle scrawling a record on moving 
tape may stamp more firmly on tlie 
minds of thousands the belief thac 
Bruno Hauptmann is guilty of tire 
Lindbergh baby murder—or it may 
add weight to the claim of the Ger­
man carpenter that he is innocent.

■Viewed at first with pronounced 
skepticism, the "lie detector,” or

Frees 17-Year Convict
Another man is today free 

after serving 17 years iri Mar­
quette penitentiary in Michigan 
for felony.

This record was 
part of the evidence submitted to 
Governor Comstock on seeking his 
pardon as an innocent man.

The “ lie detector” is apparently 
coming into its own as a defi­
nite, recognized part of crime so­
lution.

Prof. Leonarde Keeler, of the 
scientific crime detection labora­
tory of Northwestern University, 
ga^d about tlie disorder of' the 
laboratory, which is beUig in- 
staHed in new quarters, as he 
told of the cases.

Professor Keeler is the mven-

tor of the polygraph, or “lie de­
tector.”  Fifteen of them have 
been built, and their use has been 
urged for several years.

But the cases mentioned here 
are the first in which the ma­
chine's evidence has been directly 
admitted in criminal cases.

It’s Only Corroborative
"I have alw'ays disliked th e  

term ‘lie detector,’ ” observed Pro­
fessor Keeler, leaning back in his 
chair behind a cloud of smoke. 
“ It’s too broad a term. It is a 
diagnostic method.

“ Its evidence is corroborative 
only, and I’d be the last to say 
that a man ought to be convicted 
only because the polygraph says 
he’s lying. However, in conjunc­
tion with other evidence, it may 
furnish most interesting corrobora- 
lion.’’

There is no- mystery about the 
polygraph. It simply produces a 
pen-and-ink record of the breath­
ing and blood-pressure of t h e 
tested person during questioning.

You can control your breath­
ing. but you can’t control your 
blood pressure. When the record 
shows that the tested nerson 
holds or subdues his breathlhg at 
a certain question, and relaxes to 
breathe normally after it has 
passed, that is significant.

Tells Interesting Story
If at the same point in the 

record his blood pressure increas­
es, and directly afterward becomes 
normal, that adds to the signifi­
cance.

When a long record of these 
voluntary and involuntary reac­
tions to sustained questioning is 
unrolled, it tells a story.

But it is a story that requires 
expert interpretation. The sounds 
of heartbeats and breathing heard 
through a stethoscope mean noth­
ing to the untrained ear. Tliey 
need a trained physician to un­
derstand and interpret them.

Sc the polygraph, or “ lie de­
tector,” needs an expert psycholo­
gist and physician to I’cad its rec­
ord so that a jury may know what 
it is worth. That is why only 15 
of the Keeler machines liave been 
built. In untrained hands they 
might be dangerous.-

Way Opened for Use
Now that the “ lie detector’s’’ 

evidence has actuallv figured in 
criminal evidence and helped sup­
port convictions, Professor Keel­
er believes the way is opened to 
extension of its use.

“ It is still a new idea,” he ad­
mitted, “and will have to make its

Spring Puts You in 
Fair Way io Get on 
The Greens-ai Meals

Raw greehs aud other raw vege­
tables—carrots, turnips, cauliflower, 
even peas—are the favorite hors ti’- 
oeuvres of the moment.

At. every tea or cocktail party you 
go to the-se days, there is sure to be 
a colorful tiay of crunchy vitamin - 
ish vegetables and a good thing, too. 
Even children are being taught i'o 
oat a carrot with as much relish as 
thev would a stick of candy.,

Wc housewives really ought to be 
conscientious about putting gr.eeni, 
Ijoth raw and cooked, on our spring 
menus. Think of ah the iron, sul­
phur, phosplioeus and -what have you 
considered so essential to bodily 
growth contained in a fine mess of

mustard greens, or a crisp chef's 
salad (so-called because the most 
famous chefs make that kind for 
themselves) of chicory, escarole, en­
dive, lettuce and romaine.

Use Little Water
And whatever else you do when 

yen cook them, don’t drown gi'eens 
in a lot of water.

Just wash spinach, young chard 
and beet greens and cook them 
with the drops of water clinging to 
:th3 XavuB—no extra. Coare.?r 
greens like dandelions, kale, chic­
ory and dscarole need a little boil ­
ing water.

Chicory and escarole should be 
cooked young if at all and when 
they are pals green in color. The 
leaves bscome yelIowi,sh oh ma-- 
turily iind arc more palatable 
eaten raw with a good tart salad 
dressing.

Beet greens are specially good 
to serve with ham. Boil the end 
of a ham with the greens, tiny 
kind from dandelion to spinach. 
What could be better for spring 
dinner than ham and eggs and

beet greens? And maybe old-fash­
ioned strawberry shortcake to eat 
with them.

Baked escarole is a good quick 
luncheon dish. Accompany it by 
creamed tuna fish m rice border, 
nut rolls, milk and tea.

Baked Escarole
One bunch of two pounds esca­

role, 4 tablespoons fat or butter, 
1 bouillon cube, 1-2 cup boiling 
water, salt and pepner.

Blanche escarole by plunging into 
boiling water for five minutes. This 
removes excess bitterness. Drain and 
put into a buttered baking dish. Dis ­
solve bouillion cube in boiling water, 
add fat or butter and salt and pen- 
per and pour over escarole. The 
amount of salt depends on the kind 
■wf fat you- use. With bacon fat less 
salt will be necessary than if an un- 
salted fat is used. Cover baking dish 
and bak:- ..'i'' a moderate oven (375 
degrees > about 40 minutes, until 
tender. Servo from baking dish.

Every season of the year has some food or drink 
symbol expressive of an historical, religious, sen­
timental or superstitious legend or tradition. W e  
have turkey and its trimmings with which to Cele­
brate Thanksgiving. Plum pudding and sweet­
meats for Xm as. H ot cross buns for Holy W eek. 
Colored eggs at Easter time. Sas­
safras tea, sulphur and molas.ses

The origin of Bock Beer dates 
back to the early Teutons. The 
favorite year-around drink of 
these early Teutons was a home 
brew comparable in allcoholic 
strength to bur present-day milder beers.

It was many years later, after the brewing of beer 
had become not only a fine art, but a major in­
dustry in Central Europe, that Einbecker Bier

The story goes that two German college chums, 
after graduation and several years’ brewery ap­
prenticeship, obtained positions as brewmeisters 
in separate breweries. One in Munich, Germany, 
and one in Holland. Though rivals in business 
their friei-idship peristed and their occasional 
meetings and visits with one another were full of 
good natured boasting, chiding and banter about 
the merits of their respective products.

One spring the Holland brewmeister brought a 
quantity of his special Einbecker Bier with him 
on a visit to Germany tor comparison with the 
product of his Munich friend. As these two 
friends and business rivals sat in a Munich beer 
garden, drinking and comparing their pet brews, 
the Munich brewer ventured the opinion that the 
brew of his friend from Holland lacked the 
strength of a true Einbecker Bier.

This remark lead to a chal- 
i ^  lenge to a beer drinking bout

or joust, which challenge was 
promptly accepted. Seconds 
were drawn in approved 
dueling fashion. It was 
agreed that each of the 
brewers was to drink the 
brew of the other, the win­

ner to be determined by the ability to drink the 
most and still be able to thread a needle without 
wavering or faltering. The contest was staged in 
a large beer garden located In the rural suburbs 
of Munich. Equal quantities of the two brews

were measured out and the joust began. After 
each tankard the needle-threading test Was made. 
In the meantime the domestic animals and fowls 
of the peasantry on farms close by wandered 
about unmolested and unrestrained as was thfeir 
want. Among them were several goats—'-both 

billy and nanny.

Eventually the erstwhile, steadi­
ness of the hand of the Holland  
brewer wavered. H e missed the 
elusive eye of the needle with 
•the wetted end of thread. The 
German brewer claimed the 
bout. But the Holland brewer 

protested that a Buck Goat had butted his chair 
just as he was about to thrust the thread through
the needle’s eye, deflecting his aim.•

As to whether the foul was allowed the narrator 
sayeth not, but it is recorded that in the subse­
quent argument the remark was made that it was 
the Buck that lost the bout and not the beer.

In any event, henceforward, this richer, heavier 
and stronger pure malt beer, especially brewed 
for spring festival drinking,, became known as 
Bock Beer and the belligerent goat its symbol.
