SAYS STAFFORD
WHIRLED, RAISED
HIS GUN T0 FIRE

‘Susp icious Persons
Had Been Reported
On Post Street

LUBBOCK, May 29. (AP).
Sheriff W. F. Cato of Garza
county testified at his mur-
der trial today that he shot
and killed Spencer Stafford,
federal narcotic agent, .at
Post February 7 in protection
of his own life.

“Stafford whirled and raised his
gun to fire, and I shot,” Cato said.
He testified that he-did not know
Stafford was a federal agent until
after the shooting. At the time, he
said, he was investigating a report
that there were “armed, suspicious
persons” in Post.

Stafford was killed by machine
gun fire in front of a veterinary
hospital where he was investigating
.lsuspected violations of the narcotic
aws.

MORGAN TELLS HIS
VERSION OF SHOOTING

LUBBOCK, May 29, (#)—Sheriff
W. F. Cato of Garza county was in-
vestigating the presence of “armed
suspicious strangers” when he shot
and killed Spencer Stafford Febru-
ary 7, Tom Morgan, a co-defendant
with the sheriff in their trial for
the slaying testified in federal court
late yesterday.

Dr. V. A. Hartman, another de-
fendant, was assured of acquittal
in the murder case, when Judge
James C. Wilson sustained a mo-
tion for an instructed verdict of
acquittal.

Judge Wilson overruled similar
motions offered in hbhehalf of Mor-
gan and the fourth man charged,
Dr. L. W.. Kitchen, a Post veterin-
arian in front of whose office the
machine gun killing occurred.

The slaying vetlsion given by Mor-
gan differed from that told by V. C.
McCullough, compahion agent - of
the slain man, and other govern-
ment witnesses, and laid the foun-
dation for the defense contention of
self-defense.

The small, 44-year-old stock
farmer, who was: deputized by Cato
shortly ‘before the shooting, testi-
fied that the sheriff had not been
told nrior to the time he pulled
the trigger of his machine gun, that
Stafford was a federal agent.

‘“Mr. Catoeyelled ‘Throw that gun
down, throw that gun down’ before
he fired,” the witness said.

Morgan stated that Stafford’s
gun was found 12 or 18 inches from
the agent’s right foot. Government
witnesses previously had placed the
weapon by their testimony near the
place Cato was standing when he
opened fire, and one witness, Eva
Michelle, a government informer,
said that the agent had thrown his
gun at the sheriff’s feet.

The witness said Stafford still
had the gun in his hand when lLe
{?fn after a scuffle with the sher-

He said “it didn’t happen” that
McCullough came out of Kitchen's
office, as the agent testified pre-
viously, and shouted: “Were fed-
eral officers.”

Came With Gun In Hand

Morgan testified that Stafford
came running with a gun 1in hi§
hand in answer to a call from D.
L. Lowery, a government informer,
who at that timeswas facing Cato’s
machine gun.

The witness said Cato grabbed
the pistol, and Stafford the ma-
chine gun.

“Cato yelled, “Shoot that man,
Tom’ and I pulled my gun,” he said,
adding that Informers Michelle and
Lowery grabbed his arm.

“Cato and Stafford broke loose,”
the witness continued. ‘“Stafford
was running. He tutned and when
he whirled around Mr. Cato fired.”

Morgan quoted the sheriff as ask-
ing Lowery, “My God, why didn’t
you tell me that man was a fed-
eral agent?”

‘The ‘'witness testified, under cross-
examination, that Stafford was not
a dangerous looking man.

Reprimands Attorney

Judge Wilson repremanded Fed-
eral District Attorney Clyde O.
Eastus upon several ocecasiong for
what . the court termed “Im-
proper questions” during the cross
examination.

John Putnam and Clyde Martin,
both of Post, testified that they
went to Sheriff Cato about 15 min-
utes hefore the shooting and told
him that some suspicious looking
parties were in town and gave him
the license number of the strangers’
car. Putnam said he thought one of
the men were armed.

Martin replied, “I don’t remem-
ber,” when asked by District Attor-
ney Eastus: “Didn’t you go crazy
during the grand jury investigation
at Dallas, jump into the bailiff’s
lap, call him ‘Grandpa’ and shout
‘My God, they’re after me?”

Putman said something
wrong with him, too, at Dallas.

The defense brought out from Dr.
D. C. Williams, Post physician, and
Marshall Mason, Post undertaker,
that one of the four bullet wounds
in Stafford’s body could have been
caused by the 'same slug which
struck the slain man’s right hand
and forearm.

TEXAS ALLOWABLE
FOR JUNE IS BIG
SHARE OF TOTAL

AUSTIN, May 29.—0il Adminis-
trator. Harold L. Ickes has author-
ized to Texas for the month of June
an allowable of nearly 40 per cent
of the tofal oil production author-
ized for the United States. This
allowable is a little more than. the
combined amount allowed to Cali-
fornia and Oklahoma. However, the
total allowable for the states of the
Gulf Southwest, including Kansas,
amounts to 73 per cent of the total
for the United States.

-In March, the last month for
which data are available from the
Bureau of Mines, crude runs to
stills in the Gulf Southwest, includ-
ing Kansas, amounted to 45 per cent
of the total for this country. Of
crude runs to stills Texas led by far
with California next in rank. Crude
runs to stills in Oklahoma, which is
second in production, were sixth in
rank among the states, being ex-
ceeded not only by Texas and Cali-
fornia hbut also by Pennsylvania,
New Jersey, and Indiana.

By groups of states the Gulf
Southwest leads in refining. Cali-
fornia comes second—California re-
fines a larger percentage of its pro-
duction than does any other large
oil producing state. The third group
in rank is held by the Middle At-
lantic States with Pennsylvania
leading, followed by New Jersey, and
with New York and Maryland re-
fining smaller quantities. Fourth in
rank is the Middle Western group;
with Indiana leading, followed by
Illinois and Ohio. Massachusetts re-
fineries in the New England group
refine only a small quantity, but
even that small amount is larger
than the whole of the Northwestern
or of the Southeastern States.

During March 52.7 per cent of the
receints of crude oil at refineries
was derived from within the state
in which the plants are located; 44
per cent came from domestic sources
outside the state; and 3.3 per cent
came from foreign sources. The re-~
fineries using large quantities of oil
derived from within the state con-
cerned are those of Texas and Cali-
fornia; but of oil sent outside the
state to be refined, Texas was first
with Oklahoma a mnear second.
Texas refineries in March received
about 60 per cent of the state’s pro-
duction, and Oklahoma refineries
less than a third of the production
of that state.

The bulk of Oklahoma’s out-of-
state shipmenfs of crude oil went
to Middle West refineries—Indiana,
Illinois, and Ohio—although a fair
percentage went to refineries on the
Eastern Seaboard. Most of Texas’
out-of-state shipments went to the
Eastern Seaboard; a fair percentage,
about 17 per cent, however, went to
Louisiana, and a small amount to
Arkansas; about 6 per cent of Texas’
out-of-state shipments went to re-
fineries in the Middle West. Of for-
eign oils 31 per cent went to the
Middle Atlantic Seaboard, 11 per
cent to Massachusetts, and 35 per
ggntdto Texas and Louisiana com-

ined.

CATTLE SHIPMENT
CHANGES; RESULT
- PASTURAGE PRICE

AUSTIN, May 29.—Although ship-
ments of Texas cattle and calves to
Kansas and Oklahoma during April
declined drastically, a substantial
increase occurred in forwarding to
other points, notably to California,
Arizona, Illinois, and Iowa, accord-
ing to Dr. F. A. Buechel, assistant
director and statistician of the Uni-
versity of Texas Bureau of Business
Research. There also was a sharp
increase in. shipments of cattle and
calyes to Fort Worth in comparison
with a year ago. :

“April is the peak month for live-
stock shipments, especially cattle
and calves, from Texas to out-of-
state points,” Dr. Buechel said.
“The bulk of these shipments are
destined for the Flint Hills of Kan-
sas and Osage country of Oklahoma
where the cattle are pastured
through the summer and marketed
in the fall. Pasturage is leased at
so -much per head for the summer,
the cost varying from season to sea-
son in accordance with supply and
demand conditions.” A récent report
of the United States Division of
Crop and Livestock Estimates states
that lease prices range from 25 to
50 -per cent higher than last year
and are the highest since 1931. The
percentage of pasture leased is sub-
stantially larger than for the past
four “years ‘as well as the'ten-year
average from 1924-1933.

“Forwardings of -cattle -to the
Kansas Flint-Hills totaled only 58,-
827 head and of calves 2,134 head,
against 102,245 head of cattle and
9,012 head of calves during April,
1934. Shipments of cattle to the
Osage country of Oklahoma totaled
35,337 and' calves 4,429 head, against
45,873 head of cattle and 5,908 head
of calves: during April a year ago.

‘“This sharp decline in numbers of
cattle.- and calves shipped to .the
grass lands of Kansas and Okla-
homa is partly due to the depletion
of herds as a result of the drouth
and, excessive commercial market-
ings in 1934, and to improvement
in ‘range conditions which has  oc-
curred in recent weeks. It is prob-
able that farmers and ranchmen are
retaining a “larger portion of cows
and heifers on the farms. and
ranches than .in former years for
restocking, especially in the areas
which suffered most severely from
‘the drouth. .

“As a result of the partial com-
pensation of the drastically reduced
shipments of cattle and calves to the
grasslangis of Oklahoma and Kan-
sas by increased shipments to the
other points mentioned, total out-
of-state shipments plus. those to
Fart Worth stockyards during April
declined only moderately. Aggregate
shipments for the month were 17,-
066 carloads, against 8,293 cars a
year ago, a decline of 15 per cent.
Practically all of this decrease oe-
curred in restricted shipments of
cattle since the total number of
calves and sheep actually increased.

“During the first four months of
this year a total of 17,501 carloads
of . livestock were shipped to Fort
Worth and  out-of-state . points,
against 18,783 cars during the cor-
responding = period last year. The
decrease in the total was entirely
due to smaller forwardings of cat-
tle and sheep. -

‘“The only section of the State to
report larger shipments of cattle
during April in comparison with
last year was South Texas. Reports
from the high and low plains areas
of Northwest Texas indicate sharp
curtailment of shipments. As range
conditions improve and new feed
crops become available the disparity
between shipments during the cur-
rent, P/ear and a year ago will widen
for the next several months. With
the sharp rise in price, however,
and the improvement in quality re-
sulting from more abundant feed,
the financial returns to cattlemen
promise to improve substantially by
next fall and winter.” '

Jim Whatley, 32, salesman
here for the West Texas Beer
Distributors, died near one
o’clock this morning from a
brain hemmorhage shortly
after he was injured in an
automobile accident on the
highway in west Midland..-

Armo Speers and Will Sholte sus=
tained injuries in the crash but were
reported today not to be in serious
condition. Speers sustained a broken
collar bone, a cut on the arm and
minor cuts and bruises. Sholte had
a gash on his head and complained
that his back hurt. Although X-
rays had not been made, it was be-
lieved possible that some of his ribs
were hroken. ¢

Details of the cause of the acci- *
dent were not clear, but it was re-
ported that Speers, driver of the car
in which the three were Triding,
swerved from the road as he drove
westward, in order to miss a car
driven by a negro taxi-cab driver.
The coupe in which the three men
were riding overturned near the Will
Crier lots, crashing into trees at the
rside of the highway.

Neighbors ran to scene, giving aid
and summoning an ambulance and
doctors. Whatley was conscious and
was able to walk to the ambulance.
Upon reaching a hospital he insisted
on walking to the operating table.
There a brain hemmorhage occurred,
his death following in about ten
minutes. He had suffered a severe
head injury, examination showed.

Funeral arrangemenfs had not
been made today, pending com-
munication with relatives. Mrs. Bede
Whatley, mother of the crash victim,
lives at 210 South Loraine street. A
brother, Claude Whatley, lives on his
stock farm 15 miles northwest of
Midland. Three other brothers, Jack

today, survive, also a sister, Murs..
Letha Beard of Burnett. She wired
today ‘' that it would be impossible
for her to come here for the funeral.

Jim Whatley was born at Blum, in
Hill county, June 13, 1903. His fam-
ily came here from Haskell 26 years
ago and he had lived in Midland
throughout that time.

Increased Taxes
To Follow Heavy
Gov’t. Expenses

AUSTIN, May 29. (£).—A blunt
warning that Texans must cease
making demands that increase gov-
ernmental costs or be prepared to
pay huge tax bills was issued by
Rep. Homer Leonard of McAllen in
a resume of major appropriation
hills: passed by the 44th legislature.
Leonard was chairman of the House
appropriations committee.

The increase in appropriations for
the next biennium was attributed by
Leonard to the cost of new depart-
ments and to expansion of activities
of established branches.

“During the past few years citi-
zens have come to demand more of
their government,” Leonard stated.
“There seems to have arisen in the
minds of the people a theory that
the government should be a patron
to its citizens.

“As improper as this theory is,
and notwithstanding that pursuing
this policy can lead only to a top
heavy, unwieldy and bankrupt gov-
ernment, the fact remains that the
demands of the people for these new
and increased services far outweigh
the efforts of those who seek to
keep = governmental expenditures
within reasonable limitations. Un-
less there is a change in the atti-
tude of those who demand so much
of their government we cannot hope
for long to keep within the ability
of the people to pay the taxes that
will be necessary to support new and
expanded governmental agencies
that will result.”

Leonard believes the legislature
accomplished in a creditable man-
ner the task of keeping appropria-
tions down although they were sev-
eral million dollars in excess of the
current budget.

The chief increase was in the
eleemosynary budget. It resulted
from sharp rises-in cost of food and
necessary supplies and new build-
ings to care for the hundreds of
patients now sleeping on floors in
the badly crowded institutions or
confined in jails awaiting admis-
sion. The eleemosynary budget was
raised 29.15 per cent, or $2,453,544.
It was, however, one and one-half
percent less than the appropriation
for 1929-31 and only .81 more than
the 1931-33 biennium.

Much of the use in the depart-
mental appropriations is due to sal-
ary increases, although only modest
raises were allowed. Five per cent
was added to salaries of less than
$1,800 annually but since most of
the state salaries fall in this bracket
it entailed considerable ‘ expense.

The 43rd legislature apptropriated
$375 for the state parks board. Due
to the number of parks established
with CCC labor the 44th was forced
to raise this $59,240. The new state
planning board required an appro-
priation: of $70,000 while the new de-
‘partment of public safety required
an additional $65,000. Other items
that added thousands of dollars to
the budget was the personal in-
crease allowed the comptroller to
enforce the cigarette tax law and
the addition of bond experts to aid
the state board of education in in-
vesting permanent school funds.

He was punching blindly
at’ times, gaffed like a Marlin by
the Irishman’s terrific left hooks
to the body, lefts and rights to
the head but he was always punch-
ing, the last to stop.
