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DEADLOCK ON NRA 
THREATENS AS 10 
MONTHSJPPROVED
Leaders Insist a Full 

2-Year Extension 
Necessary

WASHINGTON, May 15, (/P).—A 
deadlock threatened today over the 
extension of the NRA.

Senate administration leaders in­
sisted they would hold out for the 
ten months’ extension approved by 
the Senate. House democratic chiefs 
gave no indication that they would 
■fgicept anything less tha nthe two

Bars desired by President Roose- 
It.
‘T feel certain the House is dis­

posed to insist upon a two year ex­
tension,” said Speaker Byrns.
SENATE’S MEASURE 
DEFIES ROOSEVELT

WASHINGTON, May 15, (A>).—In 
a rush of speed the Senate passed 
almost unanimously Tuesday a reso­
lution extendmg the NRA in a much 
contrasted form for only ten more 
months, an action directly and open­
ly opposed by President Roosevelt.

'  Then, without breaking the swift 
stride, it took up for debate the hot­
ly disputed Wagner labor relations 
bill, labeled by its proponents as 

„ offering protection to workers in 
collective bargaining.

The modified NRA bill was sent to 
the House. Speaker Byrns said: 
‘‘We’ll take it up right away.”

The measm'c still is before the 
House Ways and Means Committee, 
and there appeared little doubt that 
the group will report a demand for 
a recovery act, as requested by the 
President.

Senators Adamant.
The hope of the White House for 

a two-year extension has rested with 
the House, and with the possibility 
that some compromise could be ef­
fected between the two branches. 
But as the bill was moved across to 
the House side of the Capitol it w'as 
accompanied by a blunt warning 
from Senate leaders that any al­
terations in their proposal will meet 
with opposition, and possibly delay 
all action until after the present law 
expires June 16.

The Senate’s action, in sharp con­
trast to the months of controversy 
over the recovery law, came after 
only two hours of debate, and with 

* only a few Senators on the floor and 
without a record vote. Only one 
amendment was offered, because of 
the general understanding that the 
resolution would go through without 

'* change, and it was sunlj; amid a 
flood of nocs.' '

The sudden and almost unprece­
dented action on the resolution came 
at the end of a fast - moving day in 
the Senate which saw in rapid suc­
cession the defeat of the Long reso­
lution for an investigation of Post­
master General Parley, passage of 
the Norris amendments to the TVA 
law, and finally the vote to take up 
the Wagner bill.

The extension resolution, vu’tually 
dictated by opponents of NRA, pro­
vides for extension of NRA until 
April 1, 1936, with price-fixing eli­
minated except In the mmeral na­
tural resources industries where it 
is now practiced under codes. Wholly 
intrastate business also would be ex­
empt from the codes.

President Roosevelt, in a confer­
ence with congressional leaders last 
month turned thumbs down on this 
proposal when first put forward by 
Senator Clark (Dem.) and other 
opponents of the recoveiT law. He 
told some of those wlio conferred 

i  with him, however, that if he could 
get nothing better he would have to 
sign it.

Even after the Senate Democrats, 
; in a party conference, broke with 

him and agreed to stand by the 
ten-month plan, the President an­
nounced again he wanted the law 
extended for two years.

SUPREME COURT 
AWARDS MILLIONS 

TO STAJE COFFER
Reeves County Lands 

Basis of Mineral 
Right Ruling

AUSTIN, May 15. (A>).—The Texas 
supreme court today ruled that the 
state has title to all miherals in 
3,000,900 acres of school land for­
feited and repurchased under the 
repurchase act of 1925 and, under 
the relinquishment act. is entitled 
to one half the bonus and rentals 
and one half the royalty.

Ralph Yarbrough, representing 
the state, said under the decision 
the state could collect between $500,- 
000 and $1,000,000 due and would 
retain approximately $1,000,000 paid 
into the tfeasury under protest, and 
would receive one half the bonus, 
rentals and royalties on future 
leases of school lands.

The decision was entered in a 
mandamus action brought by the 
Magnolia Petroleum company to 
compel J. H. Walker, land commis­
sioner, to reinstate a lease he had 
cancelled because of failure to pay 
the state one half the bonus and 
rentals from a section of land in 
Reeves county.

The Magnolia contended that un­
der the relinquishment act the titles 
to all minerals, except the one six­
teenth reserved by the state, was 
vested in the surface owner.

ALLRED SPEAKER 
ON WTCC BANQUET 
PROGRAM TUESDAY

PLAINVIEW, Tex., May 15. (A*).- 
Governor James V. Allred told the 
West Texas chamber of commerce 
Tuesday night that control of soil 
erosion is the greatest immediate 
work possible for the permanent 
improvement of Texas.

The governor was the principal 
speaker at an informal dinner affair 
given in his honor.

“ Erosion, both from Wind and 
water,” the governor said, “has 
wasted away our soil because we 
failed to protect our natural re­
sources.

“ Not only the national but the 
state government has taken a great 
and progressive step toward control. 
The state planning board is defi­
nitely dedicated toward that end.”

The governor urged a “ return to 
the principles which made our gov­
ernment great.’^

The chamber, meeting here in its 
17th annual convention, went on 
record through its directorate as 
favoring inquiry into a state sales 
tax as a field for additional reve­
nue, a 30 per cent reduction in ad 
valorem taxes, establishment of a 
permanent soil erosion plan, ad­
justment of local debts, and devel­
opment of h i g h w a y ,  irrigation, 
water conservation, park and other- 
public works projects in West, 
Texas.

At a group conference on taxa­
tion, State Senator Roy Sanderford 
of Belton espoused his over-all tax 
limitation program, which would 
place a limit on all general pur­
poses taxes of $1.25 on visible and 
real estate properties. He estimated 
that $40,000,000 of the tax burden 
on real estate would be eliminated, 
and suggested that this revenue be 
replaced by a sales tax, taxes on 
liquor, notes, evidences of indebted­
ness. and an increased tax on nat­
ural resources.

Mayor Ross D. Rogers of Ama­
rillo listed reduction of operating 
costa and refunding operations to 
lessen interest rates as the only 
means for municipalities to liqui­
date their large existing debts. Hf 
voiced support of the home rule 
plan.

The Memphis Gold Medal baiid 
was selected as the official W. T.
C. C. band for next year, suc­
ceeding the Ralls New Deal band. 
Three bands from Lubbock and 
one from Fort Worth, Slaton, 
Wichita Falls, Pampa, Ralls. 
Tulia, Memphis, Amarillo and 
Plainview participated in a parade.

A poster depicting Port Worth 
as the “meat packing monarch 
of the southwest,” was awarded 
first place in the annual poster 
contest. Wichita Palis was second. 
Fort Worth third (with another 
poster) and Plainview fourth.

Treasurer Prank Morrow’s re­
port showed the chamber to have 
a cash balance of $19,680 for next 
year’s program and an increase of 
$4,000 over last year in receipts from 
memberships.

W. B. Hamilton, Wichita FaUs, 
former president and chairman of 
the work committee, commended
D. A. Bandeen, W. T. C. C. man­
ager, for changing a 1929 deficit 
of $27,000 to a sizeable cash bal­
ance.

In the “My Home Town” speak­
ing contest, Martha Bloys of Fort 
Davis, Grover Pitts of El Paso, 
Jack Boern of Dimmift, Alma Faye 
Mayo of Petersburg, W. P. Martin 
of Abilene and Johnnie Stansberry 
of Eden went into the finals.

H. H. Pinnell, Dalhart, regional 
director of the federal soil erosion 
service, spoke at a group confer­
ence on territorial development. He 
blamed removal of natural grass 
and other vegetative protection as 
the cause of the erosion problem. 
He stressed listing, terracing, con­
touring, emergency cover cropping 
and planting as the best means of 
preventing erosion.

R. E. Dickson, superintendent of 
the state experimental station at 
Spur, stressed the need of conserv­
ing moisture.

Julian Montgomery, state PWA 
chainnan, said that municipal 
units should make applications for 
funds under the old public works 
regulations as details of the new 
program had not been released.

May 15,' ( ’̂).—A 
cheering throng of 4,000 farmers 
Tuesday heard President Roosevelt 
laud the administration’s adjust­
ment program and assert he would 
seek a continuance of a national 
policy, “which on the whole is prov­
ing successful.”

Greeted with tumultuous shouts 
as he appeared on the south portico 
of the White House to face farmers 
assembled from 25 states, IVfi'. Roose­
velt was introduced by Secretary 
Wallace as “the heatt of America.”

The president read his remarks 
and was interrupted by applause and 
shouts at almost every pause. He 
lashed out at the “'high and mighty 
—with special axes to grind” who 
have been “deliberately trying to 
mislead people wbo know nothing of 
farming by misrepresenting —no— 
why use a pussyfoot word—by lying 
about the Idnd of a farm program 
which this nation is operating to­
day.”

FRENCH-RUSSIAN 
PACT AGREED ON

MOSCOW, May 15. (/P).—Foreign 
Minister Pierre Laval of Praiice 
revealed tonight that he and Rus­
sian leaders had agreed on a plan 
for a multi-lateral, non-aggression 
and consultative pact to be bolstered 
by mutual assistance ap.'eements 
among those nations wishing them.

It would be premature and even 
imprudent to suggest what countries 
might join the proposed pact, al­
though it would be open to all, Laval 
said.

He added, that the agreement 
would operate “within the frame­
work of the League of Nations.” 
Earlier in the day, Sdviet Russia 
paraded her fastest fighting air­
planes for Laval who came here 
seeking ways to guarantee peace in 
Eastern Europe.

HEAYY GAS HIT 
IN RICHARDSON; 

NO. I WALTON

An estimated 25,000,000 cubic feet 
of gas per day were encountered 
yesterday at 2,945 feet in Sid Rich­
ardson No. 1 'Walton, closely watch­
ed test five miles east of the Sayre 
Pool in northern Winkler county.

The Richardson test drilled into 
limestone at 2,115 feet, giving it the 
liighest lime datum ever drilled in 
the county, and progress of the well 
has been followed closely by West 
Texas oil interests. The well is re­
ported out of control and shut down 
awaiting orders.

In northwest Ector county, Lan- 
dreth No. 1 Cowden heirs is drilling 
dolomite at 4,104 feet, while Jn cen­
tral Ector county, International No. 
1 Cowden, extension test to the 
Harper discovery wildcat, is report­
ed to have made 280 bai'rels . in. 24 
hours while cleaning out to 4,020 
feet.

Sun No. 1 Halley, wildcat. north­
west of Skelly No. 1 Halley, dis­
covery well of the Hailey , sand .pro­
duction pool south of Kermit, Wink­
ler ooupty, is drilling at 2,795 feet in 
lime with a reported 1,800 feet of 
oil in the hole, indicating a two mile 
north extension of the pool.

Rains 
averaged from tliree to five inches 
over the NA country, the C ranch, 
the Moore place, the B. N. Aycock 
ranch and others. Five inch rains 
were reported at the C ranch head­
quarters and the O. B. Holt place 
north of Odessa.

Southeast and south of Midland, 
where the rain was heaviest 24 
hours earlier, additional showers 
came, estimated at from a quarter 
inch to as much as three inches in 
some localities. The T. O. Midkiff 
ranch, which was said to have had 
five inches early Tuesday, reported 
another two or three inch rain.

Practically all of Midland county’s 
farm acreage had received enough 
moisture for planting, reports said. 
IVliere crops were up. the moisture 
was sufficient to stimulate rapid 
growth.

Hail fell for a few minutes, how­
ever, causing some damage to fruit 
and tender crops.

The Scharbauer Cattle company 
had rains at the No. 1 and No. 2 
places south of Midland, over a half 
inch at the Crowley place near the 
airport, and heavy rains at the 
North and South Curtis places and 
at Five 'Wells.

the Hutt ranch, southeast, a half 
inch at Floyd’s and two inches at 
McClintic’s.

A shower was reported at Kermit 
this morning. Crane reported a 
sprinkle and Odessa only a sprinkle. 
At Big Spring gnd points east, how­
ever, heavier rains were said to have 
fallen. Snyder reported an inch and 
a half.

Abilene, Coleman, San Angelo, 
Clyde, Baird, Sta'mford, Ballinger 
and other sections to the east had 
rains of varying amounts Tuesday 
and Tuesday night.

Lubbock reported a heavy shower 
Tuesday.

It was said that a portion of the $5,000,000 recently 
voted as ah equalisation school fund for state aid schools 
will be used to place music in every school in the .state, 
with proper musical equipment and teaching .staff.

The sessions held at Dallas Saturday, in other words, 
discussed a plan for having done all oyer the .state of 
Texas what has been done in the public .schools of Mid­
land for many years.

Music and sihging for the masses of students, rather 
than for the select.few who choose to specialize, long has 
been one of the outstanding features of the public school 
work here. Gonsequently, Midland has won acclaim far 
and wide, fqr the mass singing of its students.

When, choruses are selected to take part in the Cen­
tennial progi’ams in 193.6, Midland will be on the “ ready” 
list.. Both “ musical equipment and teaching staff” have 
been provided for many years, not from state aid funds 
set aside fbr that specific purpose, but from the regular 
school funds. Local educational leaders set an early pace 
in music for the students. And now the schools of Texas 
are prepaying to follow such an example.

Overwork’  ̂ Used As 
Excuse for Other 

Things, Doctor Says
AUSTIN.—“One of the most ma­

ligned words in the dictionary Is 
overwork,” said Dr. John W. Brown, 
of Austin, State Health Officer, “It 
is employed as an excuse to avoid 
unattractive social engagements. It 
is used to impress others with one's 
particular importance. It is frequent 
ly mentioned as the reason for one’s 
business failures. And it certainly is 
most unjustly blamed for many 
bodily ills.

“As a matter of fact overwork is 
not nearly the hobgoblin it is paint­
ed to be. Abstractly speaking, over­
work is a very decent term, be­
haves itself on most occasions, and 
does little damage to the lives of 
most of us. And more likely than 
not, whore lack of health is con­
cerned, overwork. has had little if

anything to do with the situation.
“Actually, work' of a normal 

amount, or even above average, is 
not prone to do one any real dam­
age. On the other hand, certain 
practices associated with the work 
or with living are likely to be the 
real offenders. Those who, for ex­
ample, are victims of impure air, il­
logical diets, auto-intoxication, 
worry, lack of exercise and insuffi­
cient sleen are usually the first to 
blame work for their sorry condi­
tion. And, no doubt, even an aver­
age amount of work can easily turn 
into a sense of overwork when one’s 
capacity to do the job has been 
weakened by enervating habits.

“The best bulwark against ill ef­
fects from hard and sustained work 
is the conscientious adoption of a 
well-rounded and properly balanced 
health program. And by this sug­
gestion is not meant a fanatical ad­
herence to a long set of fancy rules, 
but onl.v a reasonable sense of the 
primary duty every one owes to hiip- 
self to get plenty of fresh air and 
some exercise, to eliminate the ex­
cessive use of stimulants, to obtain

an average amount o f sleep, to eat 
moderately; in short, to treat one’s 
body with the respect that it de­
mands.”
