Trial of Alberta Roberts, negro, 

for the fatal stabbhig of her hus­
band, R. D. Roberts, moved 
swiftly in district court this morn­
ing, testimony being completed at

Judge Klapproth was preparing 

his charge, with expectation that 
arguments of attorneys would be­
gin about 2:30 o’clock this after- 

* noon, the c.ose then going to the 
jury. The defendant took the 
stand' in her own behalf, recount­
ing a “scuffle” in which she said 
she thought she would “ ticlC’ Rob­
erts to make him go home from 
the “ flats” in the early morning 
of June 3.
Fred Adams, indicted jointly with 

R. V. Moore and Johnny Pringle for 
robbery by assault, will appear be­
fore District Judge Chas. L. Klap­
proth at 5 o’clock this aftenioon, 
ha\dng waived trial by jury.

Judge Klapproth, in summoning 
witnesses in the case to be in 
court at that time, indicated that 
Adams had signified his intention to 
plead guilty.

Adams and Moore, with Pringle 
who has not been apprehended, 
were indicted on robbery by assault 
charges after the alleged beathig 
and robbing of Mrs. Billie Castle­
berry’ of Odessa at a Midland county 
pastui'e south of Warfield on Sun­
day afternoon, June 2.

Negro To Trial
Trial of Alberta Moore negro wo­

man charged with murder In con­
nection with the fatal stabbing of 
her husband, R. D. Moore, on the 
early morning of June 3, began at 
10 o ’clock this morning. She pleaded 
not guilty. Defense Attorney Mays, 
in his questions piopoundea to tne 
jury, indicated that she would plead 
self defense and that ho would seek 
a suspended sentence for the de­
fendant.

Because there arc 
no moving parts by which infec­
tion can reach the organ, the 
pump enables researchers to con­
duct protracted experiments in the 
quest for perpetuating life indefi­
nitely.

BORAH INDORSES 
ROOSEVELT PLAN 

TO TAX INCOMES
WASHINGTON, June 24, (U.R)— 

Senator William E. Borah (Rep.) 
Idaho, threw the weight of his per­
sonal prestige behind President 
Roosevelt’s “rich-must-pay” tax pro­
gram Sunday night, but at the same 
time warned it would not redistri­
bute wealth.

He indicated he would support 
Mr. Roosevelt’s plan for higher In­
heritance taxes and larger cor­
poration levies.

Borah took his stand at a time 
when a confused Congress was 
awaiting the return of President 
Roosevelt Monday before deciding 
whether to press the tax bill this 
session or wait until next. 

Program' Declared Sound
The Idaho Senator called Mr. 

Roosevelt’s recommendations “not 
only sound economically, but sound 
moials. He predicted that If the 
taxes are wisely laid such a program 
will be more conducive to recovery 
than the reckless voting of bonds 
and the Increase of the interest 
burden.

But Borah denied that this pro­
gram was even an approach to what 
Senator Huey P Long is seeking in 
his “share-the-wealth” campaign.

POLICIES OF W ORKS PROJECTS 
EXPLAINED IN A STATEMENT SENT 

REUEF ADMINISTRATOR TAGGART
Wage Scales for Labor on Public 

Works projects will be announced 
in a few days. Administrator R. O. 
Taggai’t said this morning, and will 
be published for benefit of Midland 
citizens on relief projects.

He received late last week from 
the Texas Relief commission at 
Austin a preliminary statement of 
the principles and procedure to be 
followed in selecting works progress 
administration projects. County re­
lief offices will be the point of con­
tact for sponsors of these projects, 
it was indicated. The statement 
follows:

Sponsors of Works Progress Ad­
ministration projects will include 
all authorized governmental agen­
cies, such as states, counties, cities, 
villages and townships. Unofficial 
groups, such as boai-ds of trade, 
clubs, societies, churches, and other 
such Institutions, may not act as 
sponsors, but may cooperate unof­
ficially with sponsors in the origi­
nation of proper proposals.

The following fundamental prin­
ciples, the statement said, should be 
recognized in determining the eligi­
bility of projects:

(a) The projects should be use­
ful.

(b) Projects shall be of a nature 
that a considerable proportion of 
the money spent will go into wages 
for labor.

(c) Projects which promise ulti­
mate return to the Federal Treas­
ury’ of a considerable proportion of 
the costs wUl be sought.

(d) Funds allotted for each proj­
ect should be actually and promptly 
spent and not held over until later 
years.

(e) In all cases projects must be 
of a character to give preference of 
employment to those'on the relief 
rolls.

(f) Projects will be allocated to 
localities or relief areas in relation 
to the number of workers on relief 
rolls in those areas.

(g) Pi’ojects should be planned 
to move from the relief rolls to work 
on such projects or in private em­
ployment the maximum number of 
persons in the shortest time pos­
sible.

Important part of the procedure 
will be the planning of projects with 
relation to the number, age, sex, 
and occupational characteristics of 
persons on relief within the locality 
where the proposed project will be 
executed.

Projects should also be so planned 
that continuous work may be avail­
able for such persons.

Projects may include work relief 
projects previously submitted to 
Texas Relief Commission, and upon 
which work has not been started. 
A project may cover more than one 
particular job, but all jobs Included 
should be under the jurisdiction of 
the same sponsor, all of the same 
type, and where sponsor’s jurisdic­
tion covers a large area, all in the 
same general location..

New Heme Loan
Rules Are Given

WASHINGTON, June 24. (A>)—New 
regulations governing the mutual 
mortgage Insurance plan under the 
National Housing Act, to become ef­
fective tomorrow, were announced 
Sunday by Stewart McDonald, act­
ing housing administrator.

Chief among the changes:
Reduction oi the maximum inter­

est rate allowed on all classes of in­
sured mortgages to 5 per cent an­
nually. Some classes of mortgages 
have been allowed 5% per cent. 
Rates lower than 5 per cent may be 
charged by lending instiutlons.

Reduction of the new insurance 
premium on all classes of insured 
mortgages to 14 of 1 per cent an­
nually.

Refund in the form of credit to 
all mortgagors who have been pay­
ing insurance premiums at the old 
rate of 1 per cent on certain classes 
of mortgages.

McDonald also said the procedure 
for obtaining mutual mortgage in­
surance “has been greatly simpli­
fied.”

He forecast an acceleration in the 
volume of mortgage insurance busi­
ness as a result of the changes.

COLORADO SPRINGS. June 24,

BE BOUGHT UP
Mussolini Expected to 

Demand Exclusion 
Prom League

ROME. June 24, (/P)—^Well inform­
ed sources .said today that Premier 
Mussolini, in conference with Cap­
tain Anthony Eden, is prepared to 
demand the exclusion of Ethiopia 

drom the League of Nations if i(ie 
British diplomat raises the subject 
of the Italo-Ethiopian conflict and 
its effect upon the league.

Official Italian circles said they 
hoped the subject would not. be 
brought up between the statemen 
but British authorities said they 
considered its discussion inevitable.

Mussolini and Eden discussed ihe 
Anglo-German naval pact and. pro-

r ed a western aviation agreement, 
a two hour conference today.

ROME, June 24, (.P)—Italy circles 
said that Premier Benito Mussolini 
tmned a deaf ear today to Captahi 
Anthony Eden's explanations of 
Angle-German naval accord. /

The Italians predicted freely that 
no results would come from the con­
ference between Mussolini and 
Great Britam’s roving representa­
tive, save possibly for European air 
accord.

Concerning the Anglo - German 
naval accord, they said Mussolini 
told Captain Eden that he could not 
airprove the unilateral manner in 
which it was reached without 
bringing Italy and France into final 
discussion.

OLD TIMERS, JOHN GIST AS PRESIDENT, 
ARE PREPARING FOR THE SIXTH ANNUAL 
REUNION AEONG WITH STAMFORD RODEO

STAMFORD.—A courageous race 
of men—the cowboys and cattlemen 
who carved a rich empire from the 
trackless plains of the Southwest- 
will be honored at the Sixth Annual 
Texas Cowboy Reunion to be held 
here July 2,3 and 4. Sturdy cow­
hands who saw service on the range 
or trail no less than 35 years ago 
will be special guests of the Re­
union.

The oldtimers have their own or­
ganization with some 1,000 members 
and hold their “ round-up” and 
election of officers during the Re­
union each year.

Members of the association who 
are in good standing are issued a t ­
tractive metal badges which entitle 
them to free admission to the rodeo 
and grandstand, a chuck wagon 
dinner at noon each day, admission 
to the square dance every night and 
other coutesies.

Assembling of these grizzled veter­
ans of the range to renew early 
friendships, talk over old times, 
swap yarns and maybe enter the 
oldtimers’ calf-roping contest is 
one of the distinctive features of 
the Cowboy Reunion.

Mute evidence of the ever-thini 
ning ranks of these bold knights of 
the rope and saddle was noticed 
last year when a memorial service 
was held for 15 members who had 
died in the preceedlng twelve 
months.

The oldtime cowboys have their 
own headquarters building on the 
Reimion grounds, a unique stone 
Structure which they call the “bunk-

house.” 'Wlien the building was 
constructed about a year ago, scores 
of cattle brands of the Southwest,

. Present Summaries
LONDON, June 24, (JP) — Great 

Britain and. Germany are present­
ing other powers with summaiies 
of their views regarding the pos­
sibility of a future general naval 
limitation pact, it was officially an­
nounced Sunday.

Officials here and in Berlin are 
communicating full and confidential 
statements to the other countries in 
another step by the British in their 
hope of eralizihg a successful naval 
conference.

The annomicement was made 
shortly after Joachim von Ribben- 
trop, Germany’s envoy extraordi­
nary, left for home after naval ne- 
"gotiations which .saw an accord with 
Great Brltahi completed. It said in 
part:

“There has been a full and frank 
exchange of views on such questions 
as the futiue qualltive (category) 
Unfits and the programs of future 
naval construction, and the state­
ment both of Germany’s views and 
of suggestions of his majesty’s gov­
ernment in regard to a future gen­
eral agreement on naval limitation 
will be communicated confidentially 
to the governments of other Inter­
ested powers in future discusions 
with tneir representatives.”

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WORTH WHILE PLAY.

If you sometimes suspect that states and cities are 
inclined to spend too muck money on public playgrounds 
and other recreational projects, consider these figures, 
compiled by the National Recreation Association.

Last year attendance at outdoor playgrounds in the' 
United States was 300,000,000—a gain of 66,000,000 over 
1933! At indoor centers, attendance increased 15,000,- 
000 to a total of 75,000,000.

Meanwhile, the number of cities reporting organized 
public recreation activities rose from 1036 to 2190, and 
expenditures shot up from $27,000,000 to $41,000,000.

Increase in expenditures and in total number of play­
grounds availablewas largely due to allocation of emerg­
ency relief funds to recreation projects.

Tremendous increase in public use of such facilities 
can O'uly mean that they meet a very real need. Money 
spent for playgrounds seems to be money very well spent.

Frozen DesserFs 
The Berries When 
Days Are Roasting

On a roasting liot summer day 
can you imagine anything more de­
lightful than to sH down to a meal 
of refreshingly cool d'islies—accom­
panied by a chilled beverage or fro­
zen dessert?

Desserts made with fruits ap­
peal most, and of them all, straw­
berries have become the, reliable 
-standbys ■ since- everbearing plants 
make them available until frost.

For luncheon the other day I 
served tills frozen strawberry 
dessert with tiny cup cakes- and 
coffee. The recipe serves eight 
generously.

Frozen Strawberries Georgette
One quart strawberries, 1 1-2 

cups sugar, 1-2 cup, boiling water,
1 pint! whipping cream, 1-2 cup 
powdered sugar, 1-2 teaspoon 
vanilla, 1 teaspoon granulated gel­
atin, 2 tablespoons cold water.

Wash and hull berries. Com­
bine granulated . sugar and water 
and biing to the boiling point. 
Add berries and remove at once 
from the Are. . Let stand two 
hours, I tried sprinkling lialf the 
berries with sugar and letting 
them stand two hours but these 
berries were icy after freezmg. 
Those in the .syrup had just . as 
fresh a flavor but liad absorbed 
enough sugar to prevent hard 
freezing. Soften gelatin in cold 
water and dissolve over hot water. 
Whip cream until firm. Stir in 
powdered, sugar, nVssolve gelatin 
and vanilla and beat a few sec­
onds. Put prepared berries in 
freezing trays and cover with 
whipped cream. This amount will 
fill two trays. Freeze two hours 
or longer - until firm. Unm'old and 
garnish with fine large berries to 
serve.

To unmold a frozen dessert of 
this tyjje, run a  spatula around 
the sides of the mold. Then put 
the' platter on seiwing dish, which 
has beeii chilled,. over the mold 
and invert. Put a hot towel over 
the bottom of the mold for a min­
ute and the mold lifts off easily. 

Peaches Instead of Berries
Later in the season try peaches in 

place of strawberries in this re­
cipe. The .orrly thing to remember 
about usirrg fruits in frozetr trrix- 
tur-es is the necessity of saturating 
them with sugar, otherwise they 
will be frozen hard.

This is a particularly good des­
sert to serve with veal because i 
veal is- very low in fat calories. F or : 
dinner it goes well with hot bouil- | 
lorr arrd tirry noodles, breaded veal I

one rich enough to augment a low- 
calorie summer meal.

Most armuals are in the ground 
and . well started by this time, and 
the-tendency is to think the job well 
done, and practically complete. This 
is far from true, however, and the 
attention you give to your flowers 
from this point on is what will de- 
termhre the floral beauty or lack of 
it which will finally groom your 
garden.

It l9 a sad fact, but only too true, 
that weeds grow faster than flowers 
—and there are usually considerably 
more of them. To allow them to de­
velop and crowd your flowers, tak­
ing, the moisture and soil foods 
which they need, is a folly which 
only the hoe or the hand can rem­
edy. In short, there is no round­
about way to a beautiful display of 
flowers. A constant vigilance . is 
necessary, but if such action is tak­
en immediately, and the soil is 
kept loose and clean, a weekly stir­
ring will usually suffice, and the 
laborious job of trying to catch up 
with a garden overrun with weeds 
will not be felt.

Most annuals are sown from seed 
directly into the border or row, and 
tliis condition necessarily means an 
uneven, and usually thick, stand of 
seedlings. Do not let them remain 
for any length of time. Thinning 
out in the rows not only adds to 
appearance, but is essential to the 
well-being of the flowers them­
selves. Most annuals need consid­
erable space in which to grow. This 
varies from a few inches for the 
small sorts to over a foot for the 
tall ones.

Make an effort to determine the 
fertility of your soil, and just wliat 
types a particular flower needs. Oft- 
times, soil conditions can be. changed 
by adding plant foods, humus or 
sand. If your flowers, or certain of 
them, are not thriving, the chances 
are they need an addition to the 
soil.

Moisture is an important factor. 
Be sure that there is no lack of it. 
The best way to as.sure a good sup­
ply is to give the whole garden a 
•soaking once a week. Daily sprin­
klings make for shallow roots and 
weak plants, and are definitely 
harmful to plants in bloom. You 
should water so that the deepest 
root has sufficient moisture. A fine 
dust miUcli will then retain this 
supply for a week or more.

Plant diseases are a bugaboo to 
most amateurs, although insects and 
other pests may be disposed of read­
ily enough. Wlien diseases appear, 
it is best to pull up the stalks and 
burn them; this will prevent spread­
ing of the disease among surround­
ing plants, and to a great extent 
keep it from being retained by the 
soil.

Out back portions of flowers that 
are growing out of proportibn, and- 
with the tall sorts, stakes should be 
constructed to protect them from 
the winds.

Huge Skeletons
Believed Indians

HARLINGEN, (A*)—A number of 
over-sized skeletons found on the 
Adams tract west of here when an 
Irrigation system was constructed 
are believed to be those of Caranka- 
way Indians, a race of giants that 
once inhabited this part of Texas.

The skeletons reveal that the men 
were from four to six inches taller 
than the average man of today. Tlie 
Carankaways, a pilmitive tribe' of 
grass-hopper-eating Indians, were 
said to have been abnormally tall. 
They also lived on seafood but are 
said to have been of so low a type 
that they lived in the brush like 
animals, not building shelter of any 
kind.

Volney Smith, engaged in con­
struction of the irrigation system, 
estimates that portions of 35 
skeletons h a v e  b e e n  un­
covered. Sliict the ditches cover only 
a small portion of the tract he es­
timates that there must be hun­
dreds, perhaps thousands, of skele­
tons beneath the soil. Bones have 
been uncovered by ditching ma­
chines all over the tract, indication 
that the burial ground was not con­
centrated.

ON A ‘HANGOUT’
MOUNTAIN VIEW, N. J.. June 24. 

(U.R>—Moving with swift precision. 
Federal agents with police, armed 
with machine guns. Sunday roimd- 
ed up a gang of suspected murder­
ers, safe crackers and hijackers as 
they slept in a summer camp fort­
ress near Joe Louis’ training camp.

New York detectives admitted 
they were hivestigating the possi­
bility that the nine prisoners were 
plotting to kidnap the negi'o pugi­
list, W h o  meets Primo Carnei’a 
Tuesday.

One of the bungaiows in which 
seven of the gangsters were trapped 
contained enough artilleiY and ord­
nance to teiTorize a town.

The gang’s equipment inciuded 
nine revolvers, a rifle, a tear gas 
gun, and number of tear gas bombs, 
a quantity of nitroglycerine, cart­
ridges and a set of safe-cracking 
tools.

Two Reach for Guns
Two of the hoodlums reached un­

der their pUiows for guns as the 
twenty police swiftiy made them 
captive, but they were speedily dis­
armed.

Other police officers surrounded 
the cottage with machine guns to 
forestall escape and police riflemen 
were posted also on the opposite 
bank of the Pequannock River, 
which the cottage fronts, ready to 
open fire if the gangsters made a 
break.

In a second bungalow about 100 
feet away the raiders seized a man 
and woman. With the other seven 
captives, they were taken to Pomp- 
ton Lakes jaii and held as public 
enemies under the new State sta­
tute.

Of the seven men nabbed in the 
arsenal cottage, all but one had long 
criminal records ranging from lar­
ceny to murder.

Robbery Truck Found
Parked outside the bungaiow w as, 

a truck which police said had been 
used in a recent New York fur rob­
bery.

Detective Sergeant Devine of the 
New York homicide squad said the 
gang was believed linked with the 
recent Queens streetcorner mmdei' 
of Thomas Porter and Elizabeth 
O’Conner and the assassination of 
George Keeler in a Brookljm apart­
ment.

“ We consider them as tough a 
gang as there is in the East,’ ’ said 
Devine. “ We suspect them of any 
number of crimes.’’

The raids w'ere conducted with 
clocklike precision and deftness.

The officers—“ G -m en” , State 
troopers and New York City detec­
tives—moved quietly through the 
early morning mist and removed 
the bungalow’s window and door 
screens without distm'bing the slum­
bering occupants.

Then the score of raiders turned 
machine guns on the gangsters while 
fellow-officers- awoke them and or­
dered them to surrender.

Not a shot was fired.

governmental agency should confer 
with the local office of the Works 
Progress Administration (the coun­
ty relief office until such Works 
Progress Administration offices are 
established) for information con­
cerning the number and occupations 
of persons on relief rolls who are to 
be put to work.
■ Governmental agencies should uti­
lize the faculties of local and state 
planning boards in the formulation 
Of projects, the statement said.
; The sponsoring governmental ag­
ency is expected to contribute equip- 
nent, materials, and services to the 
naximum amount possible. The 
jriority of the project W'ill depend 
n part on the amount of such con- 
albutions and the extent to which 
;hey increase the proportion of la- 
)or cost to the total Federal funds 

required for the project.
Sample of the form on which 

project proposals will be prepared 
was in the hands of county admin­
istrators. Using the project pro­
posal form, an analysis can readily 
be made to determine the tentative 
eligibility of the project. It is 
necessary that the labor cost from 
Federal funds represent a major 
portion of the total Federal funds 
requh-ed; that the Federal expendi­
ture per man-month be kept low so 
that employment can be given to 
as many persons as possible; that 
workers from relief roUs constitute 
at least 90 per cent of the total 
number of persons working on the 
project. This should be tentatively 
determined by consuiting county re­
lief officials.

If this analysis of the project 
shows that it fails to meet these 
conditions, sponsors should confer 
with the local Works Progress Ad­
ministration officials, who- may as­
sist by suggesting change of design, 
specifications, or other items in the 
proposal. Alterations as a result of 
these suggestions should make the 
project suitable for more detailed 
presentation and save much time 
on a detailed labor study.

As has been previously announced, 
the nation was divided into four 
regions for the establishment of the 
earnings of workers on these proj­
ects. Texas was inciuded in the 
third region in which saiaries will 
range from $21 per month for un­
skilled work in rural areas to $75 
per month for professional and 
technical work in the larger urban 
areas.

For the purpose of estimating la­
bor costs of projects, labor will be 
classified under four types:

First, unskilled work wUl include 
labor for building and construction 
laborers, janitors, careta'xers and 
the like, and. nopTmanual work for 
messengers;- erfia^gifaoysp etc.

Second, intermediate work to be 
provided for such manual workers 
as truck drivers, blacksmiths’ and 
machinists’ helpers, and non-man­
ual work for twists, stenographers, 
calculating machine operators, etc.

Third, Skilled work will cover 
manilal labor for carpenters, brick 
layers, machinists, electricians, and 
other skilled workers, and non- 
manual w'ork for laboratory tech­
nicians, secretaries, bookkeepers, 
etc.

Fourth, professional and technical 
work will cover the field of profes­
sional, scientific and technical types 
o f  employment as well as work in 
recognized fields of art.

Employes under this schedule of 
monthly earnings will work not 
more than 8 hours a day or 40 hours 
a week.

Those ineligible for employment 
in the program include: (1) per­
sons under 16 years of age; (2) per­
sons whose age or physical condi­
tion makes employment dangerous 
for them or endangers the health 
of others; (3) persons who are cur­
rently serving sentence in a penal 
or correctional institution.

NEED $350,000 
FLOOD REUEF

ST. LOUIS, June 24, (A*)—Spring 
disasters in the Middle and South­
west—three major floods «and six 
tornadoes—will requii’e a imnimum 
of $350,000 for relief and rehabilita­
tion work. Red Cross officials esti­
mated here Sunday.

National headquarters alread has 
appropriated $100,000 and an equal 
amount has been raised by subscrip­
tion since an appeal was issued for 
funds last week by William M. Bax­
ter Jr., manager of the Red Cross 
Midwest Area.

Nearly 10,000 families in the flood- 
devasted area received emergency 
relief. Baxter said today, and 78 
trained disaster workers, the larg­
est number since the 1930 drouth, 
are carrying on relief and rehabili­
tation work which is not expected to 
be conjplete until August at the ear­
liest.

“Provision of building materials 
and household furnishings based on 
need and not on the amount of loss 
suffered is under way throughout 
the entire disaster-stricken area,” 
Baxter said. “Hospitalization and 
immunization is bemg fumlshed in 
many communities where typhoid 
fever is likely to break out as a re­
sult o f high water.”

Approximately 4,300 families were 
routed from their homes when the 
Republican Kaw, and Missouri Riv­
ers swelled over their banks, o f­
ficials estimated today. Floods took 
125 lives and wreaked uncalculated 
damage in the affected area—^Mis- 
soui'i, Kansas, Colorado, and Ne­
braska.

About 3,500 families are being 
helped in the Arkansas flood region 
washed by the overflowing Arkan­
sas, White, Coteau, and Cache Riv­
ers, Baxter said, and in the flood­
ed Texas territory, 2,000 families 
need relief.

Havoc wrought by two torna­
does in Texas and one each in Ne­
braska, Kansas, Oklahoma, and 
North Dakota, Baxter said, is stlU 
requiring Red Cross aid.

The burden on the Red Cross 
would be much heavier if the FERA 
weer not carrying on “a consider­
able portion” of the relief work, 
Baxter said. “ It is the policy of the 
Red Cross to furnish any relief that 
is not available to sufferers from 
other sources.”

The FERA has no provision for 
supplying building materials, he 
said, but federal funds are able 
to compensate for some crop loses 
and to fmnish food and clothing 
in some cases.
