WASHINGTON. July 26, W —E. 

B. Sellers, NRA employe, a surprise 
witness, told the Senate Lobby 
Committee today that Repi'esena- 
Ive Patton carried a small box from 
the hotel room of John W. Carpen­
ter, President of the Texas Power 
and Light Company, the Sunday 
before the House vote on the hold­
ing company bill.

Sellers said that a couple of days 
later Patton showed him a bond 
which he claimed to have bought.

Before Seliers took the stand 
Patton voluntarily appeared to deny 
any wrong doing. The committee 
questioned his investments. He tes­
tified that he bought four govern­
ment bonds of $1,000 face value ea«h 
since he came to Washington in 
January.

Sellers testified that the box 
which Patton carried out of the 
hotel did not seem to be a cigar box, 
which Patton’s nephew, Norris 
Shook, who accompanied them to 
the hotel, in which Shook, expressed 
doubt that the package was a box 
of cigars.

Chairman Black obtained state­
ments from Sellers that he went to 
Carpenter’s hotel with Patton and 
said that Patton left 30 or 40 min­
utes later with a “light box.”

Taking the stand Patton, nervous, 
shaken declared, ‘T never heard tell 
of the little box that Sellers tells 
about.”

GUARDS PATROL 
HOAQUIN STREETS 

AFTER RIOTINGS
HOAQUIN, Wash., July 26, (/Pj.—  

Squads of helmeted National 
Guardsmen patioled strategic cen­
ters of Gray’s harbor today after a 
riot in which 500 lumber strike sym - 
pathizers stoned a company of sol­
diers.

The company of guardsmen were 
being rushed to the aid of 10 troop­
ers whom the crowd was beseiging 
after chasing them with a barrage 
of rocks.

The troops charged the rioters 
with fixed bayonets and pursued 
them througii streets. One guards­
man was injured with a rock.

The disturbance was one of a se­
ries niarking Uie strike of mill work­
ers in Gray's harbor for the past 
month.

THOMPSON GIVEN 
ANOTHER 99 YEAR 

PRISONSENTENCE
Bv The Associated Press

ANGLETON, July 26. — Clyde 
Thompson, 23-year-old “thrill kill­
er” of Eastland county, was as­
sessed his thi:d life term in prison 
by a Brazoria county jury Thursday 
night which found him guilty of 
murder of Everet Melvin, fellow con­
vict.

The JuiT began its deliberations 
at 5:30 p. m. yesterday after District 
Attorney Bob Bassett liad made a 
stirring plea for the death penalty. 
Shoitly before 11 p. m. the jm-y 
reported to District Judge M. S. 
Munson that it had reached a ver­
dict of guilty and set Thompson’s 
punishment at 99 years imprison­
ment.

Takes It Calmly
Thoinjison, who already is serv­

ing life terms tor the murder of 
Lucien and Leon Shook in 1928, 
and the ihurder of Tommy Reis, in 
1933, was calm as the verdict was 
read to the court.

There ŵ ere no further develop­
ments in Judge Munson’s threat to 
jail newspaper reporters and their 
editors lor publication of testimony 
of the Thompson trial before two 
companion cases were disposed of 
next W'eek.

Principal state witnesses were two 
convicts who told of hearing 
Thompson, Raymond Hall and Ed 
Ebers, also convicts, plan to kiU 
either Melvin or Munroe Wise in 
order to get away from the farm.

Other convicts told of seeking 
Ebers hold Melvin’s arms while 
Thompson and Hall stabbed him 
with a knife and cut him with a 
razor.

Thompson took the witness chair 
in his own defense, asserting that 
he killed Melvin when the latter 
attempted to force him to submit to 
perverted sexual relations.

Thompson cried on the witness 
stand and shouted "frame-up” He 
declared that other prisoners had 
testified falsely against him and 
denied any conspiracy with Hail 
and Ebers.

Thompson was tried as a habitual 
criminal and the record of his pre­
vious convictions in two mm-der 
cases were placed before the jury.

Thompson was indicted in East- 
land an charges of murder of Lucien 
and Leon Shook, in 1928. He was 
tried for murder of Lucien Shook 
and assessed the death penalty. The 
sentence was ater commuted to life 
imprisonment.

In 1933 Thompson was tried in 
Brazoria county before Judge Mun­
son on a charge of murder of Tom­
my Reis, Galveston desperado. Reis 
was .stabbed in a prison barracks 
row. Thompson was assessed another 
life term in the Reis case.

Gov’t Interferes 
In Chic Sale Trust

DENVER, July 26. (JPi.—A 
streamlined building of Chic 
Sale’s fondest dreams has 
been devised by the United 
States forestry service, and 
soon the iittie retreats will be 
tucked along roadsides in the 
national forests in Coiorado.

The government Wednesday 
awards a eontract for 50 of 
the “specialist” houses to a 
Denver lumber firm for con­
struction at $25 each.

The “ specialists” were John 
W. Spencer, assistant regional 
forester, and Fred M. John­
son, in charge of public rela­
tions for the services. Their 
designs were developed on 
elaborate blue prints.

Jack Lamb, world champion bass 
fisherman, is here and ready to 
show local fishing fans some of 
the fine points of the game. He was 
highly elated at the' selection of 
the Coui'thouse lawn as the location 
for his exhibition, and said it was 
one of the prettiest spots in West 
Texas. Lamb stages his exhibitions 
at 6 p. m. in all cities for two rea­
sons, first; because the wind usually 
dies about that time and iVind is a 
great detriment to fly casting, and 
second; because most everyone is 
through working and can come out 
to witness the demonstration.

Lamb makes it plain that he 
only tries to aid the amteur fisher­
man. He said there are two classes 
of fishermen, those who catch fish, 
and those who do not. Statistics 
show that only ten percent of all 
fishermen catch fish consistently. 
The remaipmg ninety percent have 
to carry their food along, or they 
don’t eat. It is for the pm-pose of 
showing the unsuccessful angler 
what is wrong with his fishing tac-j 
tics that Lamb puts on his casting 
shows. He began these exhibitions 
17 years ago as a hobby, and has 
taught more than a million people 
how to fool the elusive bass and 
other game fish.

He has lived in Fort Worth for 25 
years, most of which has been spent 
in the offices of the Gulf Refining 
Company in charge of their Natural 
Gas Division, but as the years went 
by and his reputation as a fisherman 
oentinued to grow, his employers 
have allowed him more time to carry 
on his free casting school sfor the 
benefit of the multitude of people 
who like o fish but don’t know how.

Offers of every kind are made to 
Lamb for recommendation of va­
rious articles, and there are many 
people who cahnot miderstand why 
he does not accept some of them. 
Jack Lamb is a deeply imbued 
sportsman, who loves the sport of 
fishing too well to besmirch it with 
commercialization. He fishes for the 
pleasure he gets out of it, and 
conducts free casting schools where- 
ever he Is so that others may enjoy 
the same pleasure. You cannot pay 
him to teach you. He will show you 
how it is done, but it is all free, and 
has always been that way. He has 
spent his own money for dozens of 
sets of fishing tackle and given it 
to young fishermen.

His photography has gained al­
most as much fame for him as fish­
ing, and many of his beautiful pho­
tographs have been exhibited in the 
largest galleries of the nation. The 
Master Photo Finishers Association 
have requested him to send 100 
photographs for exhibition in Wash­
ington next November, and four of 
his pictures hung in the Photo­
graphic Salon at the Century of 
Progress Exposition in Chicago. 
Would you like to buy a print of 
such pictures? Well, it can’t be 
done. They are not for sale. Jack 
has refused as much as $160 for a 
single print. If you ever see any­
one in possession of a picture by 
Lamb, you will know that it came 
to him without cost.

If you have yearned to cast a fly 
so that it drifts over the water like 
a living fly, or if you have troubie 
with backlashes when you oast a 
plug, dorr’t fail to see Lamb this 
afterrrooir. He is the chanrpions of 
champions and can instill the fish­
ing fever into you so thoroughly 
that you will be itching to go to 
the creek before the exhibition is 
half over. The show will start 
promptly at 6 p. m.

LEAGUE COUNCIL 
TO MEET JULY 31 

ON C O m V E R S Y
Session Is Unpopular 

With Gov’t of 
Mussolini

The League of Nations council is 

expected to meej: July 31, to deal 
with the controversy between Italy 
and Ethiopia.

With the proposed session recog­
nized as unpopuiar in Italy authori ­
tative sources In Rome today indi­
cated that the Mussolini govern­
ment preferred a revival of the
Italo-Ethioplan conciliation com­
mission.

Addis Ababa dispatches quoted 
authoritative sources of saying that 
country would refuse to accept a re­
vival of the conciliation commission 
largely on the grounds that the dis­
pute could be placed on the path of 
conciliation through delineations of 
frontiers between Ethiopia and the 
Italian colonies of Eiitrea and Som­
aliland, which Italy contends the 
conciliation commission camiot un­
dertake.

It is understood that the British 
government is sending 100 soldiers 
to guard the British legation at Ad­
dis Ababa.

LION CONVENTION 
ENDS; OSENBAUGH 
IS ELECTED PRES.

CHICAGO, Julv 26.—The nine­
teenth annual convention of the 
International Association of Lions 
Clubs adjourned todav in Mexico 
City, and the 5,000 delegates and 
guests who during the convention 
have been royally entertained “ a 
Mexicana” by the Lions of Mexico 
City, have begun to spread out 
from the capital city to take in all 
the sights of Old Mexico before re­
turning to their homes in the Unit­
ed States and Canada. Advance 
estimates on registrations indicated 
the largest attendance of the As­
sociation’s history.

During the four days of the con­
vention the fact that the largest 
North American service club was 
holding its convention in Mexico 
was acclaimed as a great step to­
ward the closer understanding be­
tween the races of North America. 
Messages from President Roosevelt 
and Premier Bennett of Canada 
were presented to the President of 
the Republic of Mexico, Senor Laz- 
aro Cardenas, who welcomed the 
Lions at a grand reception attend­
ed 'by -aU Lion.s and -the diplomatic 
representatives of several countries.

Yesterday the Lions elected their 
first vice president, Richard J. Os­
enbaugh, of Denver, to the presi­
dency of their Association. Lion 
“Dick” Osenbaugh, an official of 
the Denver Sewer Pipe and Clay 
Company, has been a widely known 
and respected figure in the Asso­
ciation for many years. Mr. Osen­
baugh has been president of the 
Denver Lions Club, district gover­
nor of Colorado Lions Clubs, be­
came a member of the interna­
tional board of directors in 1930, 
served two years, and was elevated 
to the third vice presidency in 1932. 
He rose successively through the 
three vice presidencies and was un- 
animouslv voted into the highest 
office of the Association at the Mex­
ico City meeting by the accredited 
delegates representing 80,000 Lions.

The presiding officer of the ■'■on- 
vention was Vincent C. Hascall of 
Omaha, Nebraska, 1934-35 president 
of the Association. In turning over 
the gavel to the incoming presi­
dent Mr. Hascall assured him of 
bis personal .support for the year. 
The association under President 
Hascall registered a considerable 
gain in membership, and increased 
its number of clubs to the to’ al of 
2,710. The clubs in the Association 
during the year registered a total 
of 20,789 separate activities .such as 
the building of playgrounds, the

for a Federal building has been re­
ferred to S. W. Purdum, fourth as­
sistant Postmaster Genei'al.

Pur.dum’s reply to Thomason foD 
lows:
My Dear Mr. Thomason;

This is to asknowledge receipt of 
your letter of the 12th Instant, ad­
dressed to the Postmaster General, 
relative to a Federal building to 
house the post office at Midland, 
Texas.

Midland is included in the list of 
eligible building projects submitted 
to Congress by the Treasury Depart­
ment and printed in the Hearings on 
the Second Deficiency Bill.

Complete information concerning 
local conditions and post office re­
quirements at that point is on file 
with the Department and this is one 
of the projects eligible for consider­
ation in the event authorization for 
additional funds for public construc­
tion now pending in Congress is en­
acted.

Your statement to the effect that 
no less than $150,000 will be required 
to erect a suitable building at this 
point has been iroted. As estimates 
for Federal building projects are 
pr'tTpared by the Treasmy Depart­
ment, I am, accordingly, taking the 
liberty of referring your- communi­
cation to Honorable C. J. Peoples, 
Director, Division of Procurement of 
that Department.

MINNESOTA GROUPS PROSPER WITHOUT NEW DEAL’S HELPING HAND
BUT HUNT FINDS ROOSEVELT SENTIMENT STRONG IN TWIN CITIES

In the heart of third party land, 

Frazier Hunt finds that men's 
views diverge over the efficacy of 
the New Deal. This is the fifth of 
twelve vital articles in which 
Hunt, on a rambling trans-conti­
nental tour, impartially reports 
popular sentiment as he finds it 
at the present time, with the 1936 
elections Iboming large on the 
political horizon. «

Governor Floyd Olson of Mmne- 
sota is a radical and proud of it.

“The trouble Is we’ve got too 
many reformers and not enough 
real radicals,” he said to me in his 
office in the Capitol building in 
Minneapolis. Then he added; “My 
biggest complamt against Roosevelt 
is that he enervates all middle- 
lefters. He’s just sufficiently radi­
cal so that we can’t make. a real 
enemy out of him.”

Olson is big and blustering and 
somewhat of a swashbuckler, but 
he’s likable and knows his stuff. 
From a humble home he fought 
his way up, studied law at niglit, 
became district attorney, ran for 
governor, was defeated; showed 
up city graft in 1929, and was 
elected governor in ’30 and re­
elected last year.

In 1936 he will run for the 
senate on the Parmer-Labor ticket 
—and will probably be elected. 
He’s alreadv a master of irony and 
ridicule, and when this big Swede 
from Minnesota turns loose on the 
elder statesmen in Washington, 
there will be something new for 
the gossips of the capital to shake 
their heads over.

Olson unquestionably likes the 
idea of a strong radical national 
third party, but I have a feeling 
that, along with the LaFollettes 
and some of the Dakota boys, he 
doesn’t quite feel the urge to make 
the big sacrifice himself.

The Low-down
A man I met in the reception 

hall outside the Governor’s office 
tioped me off to what looks like

the low-down here in this seething money eager to be safely Invested, 
north-west. ' But there is no confidence. Every-

“It doesn’t look as if the third I one is afraid of what the govern-
party people can center on one 
personality,” he told me. “ There 
are so many strong and pictur­
esque characters, each carrying his 
own brand of ax to grind, that it 
will be almost impossible for them 
really to join together their for­
tunes. It takes a tremendous 
amomit of crusader spirit and a 
flaming idealism to go through 
with a real third party fight.

“ Huey wiU run for ■ the Senate, 
and so will Olson, and Phil LaPol- 
lette will be busy with his next 
race for governor. The Dakotas 
have no figure half big enough to 
lead the cause—even i: they could 
all center on one platform. My 
own studied opinion is that there 
will be a lot of pre-convention 
talk, and that Hiiev may go into 
the Democratic convention with 
three or four state delegations 
pledged to him—and then it will 
all slowly peter out. Huey and 
the others have their eyes peeled 
on 1940. Roosevelt alone has the 
combination for 1936.”

The colored dconnan at the Nic­
ollet Hotel confirmed in rather 
less elaborate terms this general 
conclusion. “ I ’m for Olson, but 
I ’m for Roosevelt, too,” he told 
me. “My folks is all for him. He’ll 
carry the Twin-Cities like them 
other people was nailed down.” 

Successful Co-operation
But driving out from Minneap­

olis to Farmington to visit the

ment may do. . . . Our people 
need new supplies of everything 
that’s made. For four or five years 
we’ve all been coasting along. W hy, 
our farmers alone need to spend 
from five to ten millions to put 
their farms and buildings in 
shape. Man .alive! Once we get 
going we could consume all that 
our factories working three shifts 
could turn out for the next five 
years. But right now, with the 
government interfering, men with 
money and the tools are afraid to 
move.

“Roosevelt said at the start that 
he’d acknowledge the failure of 
any of his pet schemes if they 
didn’t pan out. Let him do it 
now—and let us get back to work 
and have real boom days.”

That’s no old-fashioned, indi­
vidualistic, hide - bound ancient 
talking, but the able and active 
head of a co-operative organiza­
tion that has made history. He’s 
an interesting type, but the great 
co-op business that he has had so 
much to do with is even more in­
teresting. Here is a farm-owned 
organization that furnishes 90 per 
cent of the fluid milk used by 
the Twin Cities. It has $650,000 
cash reserves today, and is as sure 
and solvent as the Mississippi is 
wet. ,

A Lesson Learned
It is one of three great co-op 

institutions centering in these 
remarkable Twin Cities of the 
north-W'est. The second is the 
vast Land O’ Lakes Creameries, 
that last year did a total business 
of $32,500,000 and in the fantas­
tic vear of 1928 reached a grand 
total of almost $50,000,000. It 
spreads over parts of TVisconsin, 
Minnesota, Nebraska and South 
Dakota, and is now going into Il­
linois. It is owned outright by 
485 independent co-op creameries 
and 124 cheese factories. The 
true secret of its phenomenal suc­

cess lies in its expert and almost 
Inspired management, and In the 
fact that it has developed a na­
tional trade mark that ranks with 
another great co-operative-owned 
trade mark—Sunkist.

Figures do not thrill me partic­
ularly, but I did get a kick out of 
the gross goods tnat this farmer- 
owned outfit put out last year; 84 
million pounds of butter; 25 mil­
lions pounds of cheese; four and 
one-half million dozen eggs, etc. 
And besides its sellmg record it 
bought for its members 40 million 
pounds of flour and feed alone.

The third co-op history-maker is 
the Central Co-op Association com­
prising 587 local livestock ship­
ping co-ops over the north-west. 
This organization now controls 35 
per cent of the total livestock bus­
iness of the St. Paul yards, and 
last year did a gross in excess of 
$14,000,000 — returning more than 
$149,000 in profit to the locals.

Here in the north-west men do 
not entirely leave either to Fate 
nor Chance nor Roosevelt their 
destiny. They are learning slow­
ly how to work and live together, 
(jnly a small per cent of their

fir.st by the Texas Railroad Commis­
sion ordering limiting crude produc­
tion there to approximately 1,000,- 
000 barrens dally.

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TOO MUCH DISCIPUNE

U. S. Army authorities are said to be preparing an 
official inquiry into conditions among enlisted men at 
Port Clayton, in the Panama Canal Zone, as a result of 
a series of four suicides on the'part of soldiers there in 
recent weeks.

Such an investigation has been demanded by Nelson 
Rounsevell, doughty editor of the Panama American, who 
asserts that the soldiers have been driven to the solace of 
the marijuana drug by the harsh treatment meted out 
by their officers, and that their use of the drug has led to 
the suicides.

Several of the officers at Fort Clayton, says Mr. 
Rounsevell, are Simon Legrees in khaki. Too-rigid dis­
cipline coupled with the ordinary trials of military life 
under the broiling sun of the tropics, he says, has been 
ruinous to the enlisted men’s morale.

That a thorough investigation is called for seems ob­
vious. This is not the first time that our army has been 
accused of fostering a Prussian spirit in the relationship 
between officers and men. If such a spirit is indeed driv­
ing soldiers to suicide, it is high time a change was insti­
tuted.-

Entry Dive Replaces Float as Swimmer Masters Crawl

Rhythmic and easy action is es­

sential in the crawl stroke. Start 
slowly and complete all strokes eas­
ily until you have mastered them.

Breathe freely and naturally, 
and relax. A swimmer who fol­
lows this advice will be able to 
swim a greater distance without 
tiring than one who enters the 
water tensed.

Once the crawl has been mas­
tered from the dead man’s float, 
the swimmer should practice the 
entry dive .so that he can go into
his stroke after a plunge from the

edge of a pool or bank.
Put both feet so that the toes

of the pool. Bend the knees 
slightly, and bend the truflk of 
the body forwai'd.

Start to fall forward in this 
position, giving yourself a push 
with your feet when falling.

Ancient Graveyard 
Gets Tombstones

AMARILLO. (iP).—After 55 years. 
Potter county’s first graveyard which 
Started in 1880, has Its first tomb­
stones.

John Ai’not of Amarillo, who has 
been a resident of the Texas Pan­
handle for 52 years, placed a home­
made concrete marker at the head 
of each of the six graves.

Five of the graves contain the 
bones of Amot’s early-day friends 
and neighbors or their children.

’The graveyard is half a mile north 
of the Canadian river in the lonely 
sand hills of the old JY ranch. The 
first person burled there was B. 
Mc(3uarry, a cowboy who was fa­
tally injured while roping a calf in 
1880. His death was jDribr to the 
time that Arnot came to this sec­
tion.

Mrs. Lizzie Farris Wyness, an 
English woman who had been in 
this country 15 months, was buried 
there in 1887. Interred nearby was 
her baby. The woman’s husbqnd 
was a bookkeeper on the LX ranch. 
His second wife sent the money for 
the marking of her grave. Arnot 
constiucted all of the others at his 
own expense.

Others buried in the small plot 
were the infant child of Mr. and 
Mrs. Charlie Mott, caretakers at the 
LX headquarters: Jim Bell, who 
was kicked to death by a horse at 
an isolated ranch camp in 1900, and 
Jim Bailey, who died in 1901 of 
pneumonia contracted while cross­
ing the Canadian river during a 
winter storm.

Arnot helped dig each of the last 
five graves and was present at Che 
burial services.
