T0 START PAVING

ROADS IN HOWARD
(0. THIS MONTH

‘BIG SPRING, Aug. 9.—Prospects

for. early surfacing of highways
through Howard county were brigh-
tened Thursday with the announce-
ment that contract  would be let
August 20 for construction of 11.01
miles of two course road east of Big
Spring on No. 1.

The announcement followed close |
on the heels of a prediction Wed-
nesday by District Highway Engi-
neer W. A. French, Abilene, that
No. 1 east and both ends of No.
9 would be surfaced soon, isY

Surfacing is to start at a point
.59 miles east and will continue to
a poini approximately a mile and
a half east of Coahoma.

Bids will be accepted by the State
highway department until 9 a. m.
August 20 when they will be open-
ed and contract let., Specifications
may be had from S. C. Dougherty,
highway engineer, Big Spring, or
from the State highway depart-
ment.

However, French’s statement that
contract would be let on No. 9 south
soon was received - here with even
more satisfaction than the advertis-
ing for bids on No. 1.

Contract will be let first on the
No. 9 south road because plans are
complete, he said. As soon as four

and a half miles of grading on the |

north end of No. 9 is finished as a
WPA project, bids will be taken. for
surfacing on that end through Mar-
tin County. ]

Both No 9. projects are on the
preferred list of the highway repart-
ment and will be constructed out of
Federal aid funds, French said. This
means they will be straight contract
jobs and will be pushed rapidly to
completion.

All of No. 9 through Howard
County will be finished long before
No. 1 is completed, French predic-
ted.

* Workmen are still engaged in
construction of an overpasg over
the T. & P. tracks six miles west
of here on rerouted highway No. 1.
Steel beams are going into place,
rapidly giving the overpass shape.

Surtacing of No. 1 east is to be

done with state funds, French said.

WASHINGTON, August 9. (2)—
Cancellation of the National Boy
Scout Jamboree planned here Au-
gust 21 was announced by President
Roosevelt Thursday because of the
prevalence of infantile paralysis in
this section.

The president acted after a con-
ference late in the day with Hugh
S. Cummings, surgeon general of
the public health service; Commis-
sioner George Allen of the District
of Columbia, and Dr. James West,
chief Scout executive.

A White House statement said the
number of infantile paralysis cases
“was not considered to be unduly
alarming” but it was decided “it
would be to the best interegts of
the Boy Scouts and all concerned
to cancel the jamboree.”

Mr. Roosevelt agreed to address
the Boy Scouts and their leaders by
radio in their respective camps
throughout the ¢ountry at 8 p. m.,
(EST), Wednesday, August 21.

The White House conference was
preceded by a meeting at the sur~
geon general’s office attended by
health officers of Maryland, Vir-
ginia, North Carolina and this city.

Court Order Clears Legal
Barriers to Cotton Market

Houston, Aug. 9 (£ —Legal bar-!Kennerly named a committee of at-

riers which threatened to prevent
movement to market most of the
Texas cotton were cleared away in
-Federal Court here Thursday.

After a day of laborious confer-
ences between attorneys, Judge T.
M. Kennerly signed an order which,
in effect, will enable the ginners to
obtain bale tags under the Bank-
head Act and to move their cotton
to buyers.

Judge Kennerly held that a tem-
porary injunction granted by Judge
Randolph Bryant at Sherman on
July 19 restraining government ag-
encies from compelling cotton gin-
ners to comply with the Bankhead
Act was inoperative. He ruled that
plaintiffs who obtained the injunc-
tion had failed to post bond of $10,-
000 fixed by Judge Bryant.

DISTRICT OFFICES

SUPPLANT COUNTY
RELIEF AGENCIES

AUSTIN, Aug. ¢—Location of the
38 district headquarters to admin-
ister reliet in Texas, supplanting the
county = administrative otfices, and
the names of the district adminis-
trators were announced. last week
by the Texas Relief Commission at
the conclusion of a three-day train-
ing period here for district staff
mempers.

While the  county admihistration
of relief' will be completely climi-
nated, county ‘offices will Zontinue
to operate until they have heen re-
placed by tne district offices, it was
emphasized. Moreover, case workers
will be maintained in the counties
after district administration ¥s set
up and clients will not have to go
outsifde their own county to obfain
velief.

Abolishment: of the county ad-
ministration of relief in Texas was
announced last week by State Re-
lief Director Adam R. Johnson, who
explained that curtailment of ad-
ministrative costs in line with the
reduced program of the Federal
Emergency Relief = Administration,
which is being partly supplanted by
the Works Progress Administration,
necessitated the business end of the
253 county administrators’ offices
being taken over by district admin-
istrators, whose staffs will admin-
ister relief over a much wider area.

Under the new set-up, allocations
will continue to be made to coun-
ties, but funds will be disbursed
from the district offices. County
relief boards will be continued as
advisory bodies.

The 38 districts” are outlined ac-
cording.to the pattern of the Works
Progress Administration districts in
the state, with each WPA district,
with a few exceptions, divided into
two FERA districts. One of these
two FERA district administrator of-
fices in each WPA district has been
located when possible in the town
where the latter \office is now lo-
cated. The other office was located
in a town in the district adjudged
the most convenient from all con-
siderations. The town must furnish
office and commodity storage space
