RELEASE OF IDLE 
DOLLARS IS BEST 

BUSINESS NEWS

One of the most encouraging de­
velopments of recent weeks has been 
the response to efforts to bring more 
currency (jack into the banks. This 
movement to put idle dollars to 
work will have the effect of putting 
men back to work because when 
money is employed in normal chan­
nels business tends to be better.

During recent weeks there has 
been a' steady decrease in the 
amount of money which is believed 
to be in hiding throughout the 
country. For tile six weeks from 
the beginning of February to the 
second week of March, a total of 
$87,000,000 were returned to the 
banks, according to evidences of 
figures of the Federal Reserve sys­
tem.

Some of this large sum is due to 
the ordinary seasonal movement of 
currency but the fact that a great 
deal of it represents money which 
has come out of hiding places is 
shown by a comparison with the 
corresponding period one year ago. 
At that time there was a change in 
currency circulation figures of only 
$22,000,000.

This is one of tire most positive 
signs of restored confidence which 
we have seen. It is estimated that 
$5 to $10 of credit depends on each 
dollar of the country’s currency. To 
say that $87,000,000 has found its 
way back to the banks in a period 
of six weeks means that the credit 
resources of the nation’s financial 
institutions were, increased in that 
period by a much large amount.

Tire ordinary people of the coun­
try can do as much toward start­
ing the wheels of business turning 
again as any of tile high govern­
ment. officials or great financial or 
industrial leaders.

Putting more money back into 
normal channels will have a vital 
effect on our immediate business 
future as it will make available 
more funds for the financing of cur­
rent business operations.

SONORA, March 24.—The state

| Wednesday in the trial of W. C.
| Fowler, Upton county sheriff, charg- 
‘ ed with the machine gun slaying 
Dec. 6, 1931, at Rankin of Graham 
Barnett, former Texas ranger and 
expert marksman. Defense testimony 
started that afternoon after six state 
witnesses had been on the stand, 
was continued at a night session of 
court .which recessed at 9 o’clock 
until 9 a. m. this morning.

State’s Star Witness
Tony Hess,, star state’s witness, 

who was with Barnett when he was 
shot, said that Barnett had been 
drunk on the Friday night before 
the killing but that he was not 
drunk the morning of Dec. 6. He 
stated that Fowler drove his car up 
to a filling station where Barnett’s 
machine was being serviced. Fowler 
motioned Hess out of the way and 
with an oath, the witness testified, 
said, “There’s t h e -------- I ’m look­
ing for.” Tlie sheriff then opened 
fire with a sub machine gun, Hess 
went on. On cross examination the 
witness was not certain that the
words were not “Here’s th e -----------
that’s looking for me.”

Fred Center, McCamey police 
chief, defense witness, said Barnett 
at McCamey two nights before the 
killing had stated that if Fowler did 
not pay him money he would kill i 
the officer and "throw his body in 1 
the Pecos river.”. Center testified he 
communicated this threat to Fowler.

B. M. Northcutt, justice of the 
peace, testified Barnett’s pistol that 
was found in his belt was loaded 
and cocked. A sawed-off shotgun; 
and two army rifles, all loaded, were i 
found in his automobile. Other wit- i 
nesses said Barnett’s hand was mov­
ing toward his belt when he fell 
mortally wounded.

A school census for the Midland 
independent school district is be­
ing taken, and 1,293 pupils have 
been enumerated to date.

Lenton Brunson has been ap­
pointed census trustee, and he, to­
gether with principals and teach­
ers who are assisting, is busy mak­
ing a second check at each home in 
the district to see if any pupils of 
scholastic age have been overlooked. 
Since the state apportionment is 
$17.50 per capita, and the county 
available fund amounts to about 
$1.90 per capita, it is important that 
each child of scholastic age in the 
district be enumerated. Those who 
have not been reached up to date 
should be reported <to the office of 
the superintendent, to any princi­
pal’s office, or to Brunson.

There should be at least 150 more 
scholastics enumerated, since the to­
tal for 1931 was 1,537, and since 
the estimates for this year by school 
authorities should reach the 1500 
mark.

Barnett Was Former 
Noted Texas Ranger

RANKIN, March 23.—Victim of 
the first machine gun slaying in 
West Texas, the body of Graham 
Barnett, former Texas ranger and 
perhaps the fastest man with a gun 
that Texas has ever known, was. 
buried in Alpine.

Barnett was slain several months 
ago by Will C. Fowler, Upton coun­
ty sheriff, serving his first term, as 
Barnett was near his model A two- 
door sedan car, being serviced ao 
Pete’s Filling Station across from 
the First State bank of Rankin. 
Barnett's car was pointed west as 
Fowler drove north up the street 
and stopped twenty paces from Bar­
nett. Barnett was a bit behind Tony 
Hess, one of his two companions.

Seven Bullets in Body
Fowler pushed the muzzle of a 50- 

shot .45 calibre Thompson subma­
chine gun through the door of his 
car and fired seven of eight shots 
and Barnett fell mortally wounded. 
He died almost instantly, falling on 
his back. Four of tire bullets would 
have produced death. Seven were 
found in his body. On his body, of­
ficers said was found a .45 auto­
matic under the belt at the left side 
of the body. It was covered by a 
moleskin coat.

Tony Hess, who was standing in 
front of Barnett when Fowler drove 
up, was waved aside by F’owler be­
fore the shooting began. Hess works 
on a ranch near the Chisos moun­
tains. The other companion, Romeo 
Shively, driller, for Fort Stockton, 
and Hess were covered by Fowler 
after Barnett fell, were arrested, ta-

As the auction sale opened, 
two attorneys entered the Miller 
residence.

“They told me they were sell­
ing my harness, cows, and pigs. 
They don’t ’belong to them and 
I told them so,” he said. “They 
have been persecuting me and 
hounding me for the last few 
months. I pulled out my old shot 
gun and blazed away at the

floor. I wanted to see them 
break their necks running,” he 
declared.

“I will hold my ancestral home 
in spite of hell and high water 
and I’ll do it in a manner be­
fitting a son of the west. If 
they return they had better 
bring a machine.gun, although I 
am not threatening,” he said.

The auction started despite 
the turn of affairs.

HERE IN MIDLAND
Wednesday was a bad day on Mid­

land negroes.
Searcy Baker was charged with 

murder and placed in jail when he 
could not make the $5,000 bond set 
at an examining trial following the 
death of Isaac Roberson, negro, who 
engaged in a knife fight with Baker.

Shorty Flournoy and another ne­
gro were lodged in jail after a watch 
belonging to J. T. Caskell of Pecos, 
had been pawned by the negroes to 
Lee Heard.

David Hallman was held in jail 
upon his failure to make $750 bond 
following his burglary of the Tate 
Saddle shop Sunday night.

Baker cut Roberson in the abdo­
men and back and sustained stab 
wounds over the heart. The body of 
the dead negro is being shipped to 
Corsicana tonight.

Heard found an inscription in the 
watch pawned to him. He found that 
the owner was formerly a student of 
A. & M. college of Texas and, after 
writing the college, found that Cas­
kell worked in Pecos and that the 
watch had been given the student 
by his mother in 1927 when he was 
graduated.

(UP) 
The Alabama supreme court today 
upheld seven of eight convictions in 
the Scottsboro assault case, result­
ing from the alleged attack by ne­
gro youths on two white girls.

Tlie negroes were sentenced to 
death after a trial under the pro­
tection of national guardsmen.

Attorneys retained by an interna­
tional labor defense appealed the 
convictions.

NEW YORK. (UP)—Captain
Frank Hawks, American air speed 
aee, will carry the Emergency East­
er fund from Washington to Porto 
Rico, according to announcement 
by the fund committee. The flight 
will be the latter part of this month.

Hawks will hop off from the na­
tion’s capital, making four stops on 
the 2,200-mile flight. The first will 
be Jacksonville, Fla. He will fol­
low the regular air line route to 
Porto Rico.

The fund that Hawks will carry 
to the island is money raised 
through the appeal of former Gov­
ernor Theodore Roosevelt, and will 
be used in the health feeding of 
island children.

Inventor of Bomb 
Dies in West Texas

PECOS, March 24.—Isaak A. Bell, 
70, who died at Silver Dome mine 
in Presidio county a few days ago 
played a paramount part in the 
winning of the world war. Mr. Bell 
had lived in Pecos for the past 
three years.

During the war he invented the 
first depth bomb that was used suc­
cessfully by the allies in combatting 
German submarine warfare. His in­
vention was used to break the Ger­
man blockade until the closing 
months of the great conflict when 
an improvement upon it was adopted 
by the entente. .

During the war he also perfected 
a device for taking photographs 
from the air by means of kites. In 
this manner the allies photographed 
German troop movements and for­
tifications without having to sacri­
fice men through the danger of us­
ing captive balloons.

Mr. Bell, who is a brother of Ira 
J. Bell, pioneer Pecos developer, was 
for years a commercial photogra­
pher in Illinois. Of late years he had 
been associated with his brother in 
the development of minerals in the 
Silver Dome district of Presidio 
county. He died of a heart attack 
and was buried in the Pecos ceme­
tery.

Thirty-three states are . voting 
more than 2 to 1 wet as over three 
million ballots from all forty-eight 
states are tabulated in The Literary 
Digest’s nation wide prohibition 
poll.

The thirty-three states represent­
ed in this wet group have a combin­
ed population of over 86,000,000 peo­
ple, as enumerated in the latest cen ­
sus figures.

Eight of these states register a 
vote of more than 4 to 1 for repeal 
of the Eighteenth amenment.

3,040,036 votes were tallied this 
week in the “straw” referendum of 
which 763,175, or 25.1 per cent are 
dry and 2,276,861, or 74.9 per cent 
are wet.

The dry vote scores a fifth con­
secutive gain this week rising from 
15.85 per cent of the total vote, oi 
the first week’s returns to 25.10 per 
cent in the current sixth tabula­
tion.

Kansas is still the only state vot­
ing bone dry, but North Carolina is 
within a fraction of one per cent of 
registering a vote for the continu­
ance of the Eighteenth amendment.

Arkansas, Oklahoma, and Ten­
nessee are voting over 45 per cent 
dry.

Initial returns are reported in the 
current tabulation from Arizonr, 
Idaho, Montana, Nevada, New Mex­
ico and Utah. The dryest of these 
is Idaho, home state of Senator Bo­
rah, with a vote of 32.16 per cent for 
continuance.

The ffi'st returns from Nevada of 
86.82 per cent for repeal make it 
the wettest state to date, gaining 
first place from New York in the 
anti-prohibition column.

The District of Columbia is' voting 
22.09 per cent for continuance and 
77.91 per cent for repeal of the Pro­
hibition amendment.

Doctor William Seaver Woods, ed­
itor-in-chief of the magazine, stated 
that he anticipates nearly two mil­
lion more returnsMn the poll .judging 
from present incoming ballots.

In a symposium upon the recent 
wet-dry test vote in the house of 
representatives The Literary Di­
gest notes that public opinion as re­

Deadly X-Ray the 
Cause of Doctor’s 
Amputation of Arm

FORT WORTH. (UP) .—In saving 
the hands and arms of others 
through three decades of danger­
ous X-ray pioneering, Dr. L  C. Chase 
has lost one of his Own.

The 63-year-old surgeon who op­
erated Fort Worth’s first X-ray ma­
chine in 1902, is at his home here 
after amputation of his left arm, 
destroyed by the deadly electrons 
of the X-ray tube.

He probably has performed his 
last operation. The amputation cli­
maxed more than fifty previous op­
erations On Dr. Chase’s hand as doc4 
tors attempted to arrest the weird' 
disintegration of tissue.

Today, physicians are aware of the 
lethal properties of the X-ray. They 
work in ■ lead aprons, behind lead 
screens and wear gloves.

“Other cases similar to mine are 
beginning- to show up,” says Dr. 
Chase. “ Scientific men are: on guard 
today. Thirty years ago the X-ray 
was new. We didn’t know .”

The mysterious atrophy which at­
tacked the arm of the surgeon 
reached its peak 20-years after Dr. 
Chase had sold his X-ray apparatus 
and devoted himself almost strictly 
to surgery.

In 1910, he sold this equipment 
and went aboard. Fie studied in Vi­
enna, (Berlin, Paris, and London, re-

Officers said they found in the ear 
a two-bolt action 30-30 rife, a sawed 
off shotgun and about 150 cartridges.

No Bystanders Hit
It was a rather uneasy time for 

Jack Yoacham, employe of the serv­
ice station when the bullets began 
to fly, for the car into which he 
was placing water was hit in the 
radiator three times and Yoacham 
hustled to safety. No bystanders 
were hit. There were some bullet 
holes in the garage.

Immediately after the shooting D. 
M. Northcutt, justice of the peace, 
conducted an inquest which found 
that Barnett was slain by W. C. 
Fowler. Then in the afternoon im­
mediately after lunch began the 
court of inquiry. A court of inquiry 
is a method used by the state to as­
certain the facts, but the defendant 
is not required to appear before it 
as in a preliminary hearing.

Fowler did not appear before the 
court, but he indicated that his de­
fense would be self-defense and that 
he shot after threats on his life 
had been communicated to him.

Makes $10,000 Bond
He had had the machine gun for 

more than a year, ordering it di­
rect from the factory. His bond, set 
at $10,000 was made easily, and was 
returnable to the 112th district court 
meeting in February.

Appearing for the state at the 
inquiry were Weaver Baker, district 
attorney the 112th; Roy Priest, dis­
trict attorney the 33rd district, and 
Hubert Foreman, county attorney. 
Among witnesses. called were Jack 
Yoacham, Louis Taylor, Maud Wil­
liams, Tony Hess, F. Patterson, W. 
E. Elliott and Dr. Homer Powers.

Jack Marshall, a witness, said he 
was unable to say whether Barnett 
had made a movement with his 
hands, as he was looking through a 
car window and the mist was pretty 
heavy.

“Had to Do It” Says Sheriff
According to Fowler's version of 

the shooting, Barnett was a little 
too slow on the draw for the first 
time in his colorful career in the 
wild stretches near the Rio Grande.

“ I had to do it,” the sheriff said. 
“It was either he or me. He made a 
move for a gun.”

The El Paso Times quoted Sheriff 
Fowler as intimating that a finan­
cial disagreement caused the shoot­
ing.

Sheriff Fowler, The Times said, 
stated he and Barnett talked over a 
loan Barnett desired to make of the 
sheriff.

“I declined to advance Barnett the 
money he requested and he became 
angry,” Fowler was quoted as say­
ing.

That was the only intimation of 
the cause of the trouble.

To Plead Self Defense
It will be the contention of thé 

defense that Barnett was advancing 
on Fowler, it was indicated at the 
court of inquiry.

Another vigorous opponent of the 
sales tax is Representative Henry D. 
Rankin of Mississippi who has of­
fered a proposal to approve a form­
al resolution condemning the mea­
sure.

Backed by labor, he will run for 
the Republican senatorial nomina­
tion this year against Sam Short- 
ridge. He was author of the suc­
cessful amendment to graduate the 
surtax on huge incomes from 40 
per cent on $100,000 to 65 per cent 
of excess above so,000,000.

of Illinois, ’-■owerful, white-maned 
orator who warns of panic and dis­
aster in demanding the sales tax, 
until recently was painted by critics 
as a- wild-eyed radical who talked 
too looselv and too often. He fav­
ored recognition of Russia and all 
the progressive measures. But now, 
along with the progressive Huddle­
ston of Alabama, he shouts with 
the conservatives against the attack 
on the bill.

He is 71, intellectual but some­
what reckless, friendly but with a 
reputation for sarcasm and invec­
tive in partisan debate.

Florello H. LaGuardia of New 
York, leader of the progressive 
group, has a flare for figures, detail 
and parliamentary procedure as 
well as intense progressivism, volu­
bility, wet speeches and ability at 
spectacular activities. His voice is 
high and shrill. He had little trou­
ble organizing a formidable group 
of Republicans to fight the sales 
tax. He offered the successful 
amendment which raised the in­
come tax on incomes over $8000 
in the first test of tax bill senti­
ment.

Judge Charles R. Crisp, acting 
chairman of the Ways and Means 
Committee and sponsor of the tax 
bill, is still a hero in the House. 
Able and honest, disliking the sales 
tax proposal, he became convinced 
that it offered the best means or1 
raising the necessary revenue.

Sixty-one years old, with a face 
lined and tired, he doggedly guides 
the ill-fated bill, publicly refusing 
to quit and privately asserting that 
regardless of what happens he has 
done his duty as best he knew how. 
He receives more applause than any 
other tax fight leader.

He appeared depressed at 
Speaker Garner’s statements which 
said in effect that the sales tax was 
unimportant if other means could! 
be found. LaGuardia said of Crisp: I 
“ I must be constantly on my I 
guard not to be disarmed by the' 
gentleman’s courtesy and fair­
ness.” •r A’: *

Robert L. Doughton of North Car­
olina, perhaps the most prominent 
Democratic anti-sales tax leader, has 
seldom been in the public eye de­
spite 21 years in Congress. A Ways 
and Means committeeman, his 
meekness contrasts with t-he strid­
ency with which nearly all others 
debate the bill. But they listen to 
him.

He is batd and heavy, wears his 
glasses high up on his forehead in 
debate, has large features and press­
es the fingers and thumb of each 
hand against the others as he talks. 
He is a farmer and raises live­
stock. He fought the sales tax 
during committee deliberations 
and now urges calm consideration 
on the floor.

Willis C. Hawley of Oregon is 
ranking members of Ways and 
Means and was Republican chair­
man when the committee turned 
out the present tariff bill. More 
closely representative of the ad­
ministration than any other mem­
ber, he is 67 and' conservative, 
standing shoulder to shoulder 
with Crisp for the sales' tax. He’s 
a large walrus type of man, 
heavy, stolid and phlegmatic with 
a large gray mustache and a good 
head for figures.

KITTS TO RICE

FINANCE PROBLEM 
OF TEX. SCHOOLS 
SUBJECT OF MEET

FORT WORTH, March 24. (UP). 
An attempt to devise a solution of 
the financial problems facing the 
Texas public school system will be 
the principal subject of the State 
Teachers’ association executive com­
mittee meeting here Saturday.

Inability of taxpayers to meet 
their obligations and the strong de­
mand that tax reduction be facili­
tated through decreased public 
school expenditures has caused the 
school finance problem to become 
acute, said R. T. Ellis, Fort Worth, 
secretary of the committee.

Members of the State Board of 
Education have been invited to con­
vene witn tne committee to adjust, 
any difference in the views of the 
two groups and to try to arrive at 
a harmonious plan, Ellis said.

The majority of Texas schools are 
meeting their present expenditures 
in an encouraging manner, he ex­
plained, but the proposed furrier 
reduction of school funds through 
the amendment to exempt all home­
steads under $3,000 valuation from 
state school tax assessments ary~, 
another problem which niu-St be 
met.

The state is faced with the ne­
cessity of having some plan for 
meeting this reduction, Ellis said, in 
event the amendment passes at the 
general election in November.

It may be met, he said, by cre­
ating some other fund or by reduc­
ing school expenditures through 
elimination of duplication in sub­
jects, through reduction of teach­
ers’ salaries, or by other means. Dr. 
J. A. Hill. Canvoii, president of the 
committee, is to present a plan at 
the meeting by which it is hoped 
tne state board may solve the prob­
lem of school finance without sal­
ary reductions. Bitter opposition 
has arisen from association mem­
bers on proposed salary cuts.

Dr. Hill’s plan probably will call 
for elimination of subjects which 
are largely or wholly duplicated in 
other courses. Complete details will 
not be available until he arrives.

“ Our purpose is to adjust the sit­
uation but not to hurt the schools 
more than is necessary,” said Ellis. 
“This may be accomplished by elim t 
mating duplicate courses. Unfortu­
nately when there is a clamor for 
tax reduction, it means two things 
—schools and roads. This practice is 
not confined to Texas. It seems to 
prevail throughout the United 
States.

“ School teachers are eager to aid 
in every way. They do not want to 
cripple the schools. They are de- 
sirious of assisting any practicable 
and national plan created.”
