MEXICO CITY, Aug. 29. (®).—
Fourteen deaths from  political
clashes in two states were reported
today, and a threatening situation
was developing in Sonora. ;

A group of armed men rode into
Coyuta, Vera Cruz, opened fire on
the residents and killed. 12, reports
from Jalapa said. The attacking
men were members of the party
‘defeated’ in the recent municipal
elections.

Tabasco dispatches said that fol-
lowers of the exiled state dictator,
Tomas Garrido Canabal, had killed
two men at Comalcalco and wound-
ed six at Cardenas.

Sonora students in the National
University here sent a message to
President Cardenas charging fol-
lowers of Governor-elect Ramos

with “being armed to prevent anvp y
attempt to keep Ramos taking of-|.

fice Sunday. Student and worker
organizations are in opeh opposi-
tion to Ramos.

BODY OF HAMILTON,
AID OF DILLINGER,
FOUND IN ILLINOIS

OSWEGO, I, Aug. 29. (P).—A
coroner's jury today decided that
the corpse dug up near here by
“G-Men” yesterday was that of
John Hamilton, but did not de-
termine who shot the former Dil-
linger gangster.

The verdict was that Hamilton
died from gunshet wounds inflict-
ed by persons unknown.

Federal agents believe- that
Hamilton was shot while fleeing
with Dillinger and Homer Van
Meter through St. Paul, April 23,
last year.

Agents said that ‘‘confidential
information” led to the finding
of the body.

OSWEGO, Ill., Aug. 29. (#)—The
body of John Hamilton, badly de-
composed, was found in a shallow
grave near a gravel pit half a mile
north of Oswego Wednesday by
three federal agents.

The agents, who refused to give
their names, said they identified the
body of the Dillinger gang’s ma-
chine gunner from the teeth and
expressed the oninion Hamilton was
fatally wounded April 23, 1934, in a
battle with officers at South St.
Paul, Minn.

The announcement of the finding
of the body was made in Washing-
ton by J. Edgar Hoover, chief of
the Federal Bureau of Investiga-
tion, and was the first information
that local authorities had of the
discovery.

Two hours after the Hoover an-
nouncement, Coroner F. M. Groner
of Kendall County was given
sketchy details of the find. He or-
dered the body be taken to a local
undertaking establishment.

He said an inquest would be held
today and probably would be con-
tinued.

The body was lyving, without any
wrapping, in a trench about three
feet deep on a grassy tract between
the gravel pit and a countv road.

First examination disclosed no
bullet. wounds but agents pointed
out that because of the condition
of the body it would be difficult to
discover such wounds without a
thorough examination.

The imprint of head, shoulders
and legs was clearly pressed in the
clay of the grave. .

Agents threw a striped white-and-

orange sack over the body as a
shroud until the arrival of the
coroner.

In Chicago, Melvin H. Purvis, re-
cently retired chief of the “G-men”
there and who had played a major
role in the decimation of the Dil-
linger gang, said the finding of
Hamilton’s body “winds up the Dil-
linger gang.”

The agents refused to explain
what clew led them to search for
the outlaw’s burying ground in this
region. They said they had made
their report to Washington and de-
tails would be released there.

D. M. Ladd, Purvis’ successor in
the Bureau of Investigation’s office
at Chicago. said he had no informa-
tion additional to that released in
Washington. He indicated. however,
that it was men from: his office who
had solved the months-old mvstery
of “what has become of John Ham-

‘Will Be Observed
Tuesday, Sept. 17

NEW YORK, Aug. 28.—Plans for
nation-wide observance of Constitu-
tion Day cn Tuesday, Sepf. 17, are
being pushed by patriotic, civic and
social organizafions throughout the
country, A. R. Giroux, chairman of
the National Constitution Day Com-
‘mittee, central co-ordinating organ-
ization, announced today. More
than 50 national organizations and
their regional and local divisions
are co-operating in the program of
the committee.

Besides the hunareds of local cel-

ebrations  which . will take place in
cities and towns throughout the
country to commemorate the 148th
anniversary of the signing of the
American Constitution, a congress
of patriotic societies will be held in
historic Faneuil Hall, Boston, under
the auspices of the committee. Ma-
‘jor observances also will be held in
Washington and Chicago.
- In announcing the wide prepara-
tion being made to celebrate the
day, Giroux emphasized that the
committee has set up no platform
of objectives and that it  wishes
solely to bring about a general rec-
ognition of the philosophy of gov-
ernment found in our Constitution
itself.

“Better understanding of the
ideals of government which welded
together the original thirteen colo-
nies into a unified nation that in
the short space of a century and a
half has taken its place among the
nations of the world, is certainly
conducive to better citizenship,” he
said. “The philosophy of the Amer-
ican form of constitufional govern-
ment, without parallel in any other
nation in the world, is not difficult
to understand, yet it is surprising
how few persons. have made an
effort to become familiar with that
distinctly American philosophy of
government which has = persisted
while most of the other philosophies
of government the world over have
crumpled and fallen.

“It is well that public attention
has been focused on the Constitu-
tion and its underlying philosophy,
for through open discussion will
come a general crystalization of na-
tional ideals similar to .that which
took place in the new-born nation
when the adoption of the Constitu-

tion was debated from end to end
of the colonies that had just thrown

'l off the shackles of tyranny and un-

Just vaxation.

“Let there hbe discussion, but let
there be light. Any alteration in
the form of constitutional govern-
ment without thorough understand-
ing by the general public of the mo-
tivating ideals might be disastrous
to the nation. In a cime of nysteria
with small but powerful groups
clamoring for change, it is doubly
important that there be
understanding of fundamental con-
stitutional principles. Our Consti-
tution is not a ccat to be put on or
off at will, or remodeled on caprice
—rather it is the goul and the life-
blood of the nation, and any change
in it will atfect in minute detail the
life and affairs of every individ-
ual.”

Last year tne governors of many
states and the mayors of hundreds
of cities issued proclamations for
the general observance of Consti-
tution Day and the committeeex-
pects even greater official ovartici-
pation this year. 'Appropriate. exer-
cises were held in schools through-
out the country in which several
million -children took part. Prelimi-
nary reports to the committee indi-
cate that school observance of the
event will be even greater than last
year. Some of the schools are plan-
ning pageants, debates, =ssay con-
tests, flag raising exercises, etc.

Don’t be afraid to’ take short cuts

in summer housekeeping. Any-

thing that makes for pleasant livillg and cool working hours deserves

a fair trial, at least.

A weekly schedule helps to keep the household ‘machinery running
smoothly in hot weather, but it should not be so iron-clad that it en-
courages clockwork. Major tasks, like laundry work and cleaning and

canning must of course have speci-
al time provided. But baking, dish~
washing and the innumerable odd-|
jobs that must be done every day
should be taken care of at the most
convenient times. A

Speaking of dishwashing, it’s sel-
dom I do mine in the evening. They
take only a few minutes longer with
the breakfast dishes in the morn-
ing, so why not scrape them well
when you clear the table, rinse ev-
erything under the hot water fau-
cet, stack them and end the dinner
work there?

Serve Salads First

For variety, switch your courses
around and serve salad first in-
stead of always between the main |
course and the desert. Certain types
of salads make inviting beginnings
for luncheons or dinners, First-
course salads should be very cold. If
you serve lobster salad as a first
course, marinate the lohster first
in French dressing and chill in the
t'.efrigel'ator.

Let Waffles Iron
Out Your Dessert
Problem Emergency

Do your friends just drop in about
supper time Sundays? Ours do, and
we enjoy them almost more than
the ones we invite days ahead, be-
cause entertaining them is delight-
fully informal, even to having them
stay for supper.

If we have cake in the house, well
and good. If not, we serve ice cream
on hot waffles and nobody misses
or wants the cake, of course.

These waffles I make differently
than for breakfast.

Dessert Waffles

Two and one-half cups cake flour,
21, ‘teaspoons baking powder, 1
teaspoon sugar, 2 eggs, 115 cups
milk, 2-3 cup melted butter.

Beat whites and yolks of eggs sep-
arately. Beat yolks until thick and
lemon colored. Sift flour once and
measure, Mix and sift flour, salt
and baking powder. Add beaten
egg yolks, milk and melted butter
and stir until smooth. Fold in
whites of eggs beaten until stiff and
dry on a platter with a wire whisk.,
Bake in a hot waffle iron. Serve,
with a mound of ice cream and
sweetened fruit or other sauce.

Fresh peach sauce is good. To
make it, allow one peach for each
person to be served. Peel and cut
in thin slices, dropping in sugar as
you slice them. This prevents them
from discoloring too rapidly. Be
sure each slice is well coated with
sugar. Cover and let stand half an
hour. They will be deliciously syrupy
when you want to serve them.

Berries always make a nice sauce,
too. Crush them in sugar.and let
stand fifteen or twenty minutes be-
fore serving.

Jellied meat salads keep well, so
I often make one for possible week-
end emergencies. Jellied ham salad
is one of our favorites.

Jellied Ham Salad

Two cups finely chopped  cold
boiled ham, 11, tablespoons granu-
lated ‘'gelatin, 4 chicken bouillon

cubes, 3 cups boiling water, 1 tea-

A cheese tray with its accom-
panying crackers, several kinds of
breads and rolls and a relish tray
complete an easily prepared menu
for Sunday night supper. It depends
on the weather whether you serve
an iced or a hot beverage, although
hot coffee always 1is acceptable
when the rest of the meal is cold.

Orange .Tea Biscuits

Two cups pastry tflour, 4 teaspoons
baking powder, 3 tablespoons butter,
1, teaspoon salt, 1 cup milk, 1 ta-
blespoon grated orange rind, juice 1
orange, small cubes of cut-loaf sug-
ar, melted butter.

Mix and sift flour, salt and bak-
ing powder and work in buftter. Cut
in milk with knife and add grated
orange rind. Toss on a floured
molding board and roll into a sheet
about 1 inch thick. Cut in small
aounds and make a depression in
the center of each biscuit. Place in
this 1 cube of sugar which has been
dipped in orange and pour over the
sugar not more than 1/ teaspoon
nielted butter. . Bake on an oiled
and floured 'haking sheet in a hot
oven (425 degrees ¥.) Serve as soon
as they come from the oven.

Weight Reducer Is

Cause of Blindness
WASHINGTON.— Blindness from
the use of dinitrophenol for reduc-
g weight has not stopped the use
of the drug in spite of repeated
warning, says
Chief of the Federal Food and Drug
Administration. i
The eye cataracts observed . in
dinintrophenol = poisoning develop
with a rapidity and malignancy
hitherto unknown, and result in to-
tal blindness within a comparative-
ly short time. This drug may pro-
duce acute poisoning, the 'symptoms
of which are neausea, stomach and
intestinal distress, sweating, flushed
skin, high fever, rapid breathing,
and muscular rigor followed by
death. The drug also damages the
liver, kidneys, heart and sensory
nerves. It produces agranulocyto-
sis, a blood disorder also noted in
cases of poisoning with amidopy-
rine, a common ingredient of med-
icine for the relief of pain.
The Food and Drugs Act, accord-
ing to Mv. Campbell, is practically

Of all the products containing !di-
nitrophenol now on the market,ionly
one has been confiscated under the
Food and Drugs -act, the Adminis-
tration reporfs. That was S 2
against which legal action | was
brought because of a label dldim
that it was ‘“safe to use,” whergas
medical opinion is unanimous te the
contrary. This preceeding was ap-
‘proved by Mr. Campbell, who stdtes
that in the absence of affirmative
control over dangerous drugs,; and
to achieve one of the essential bb-
jects of the Food and Drugs Adt—
the protection of public health—
it is the purpose of the Administra-
tion to take advantage of any avail-
able legal technicality in procee}d;ing
against all products containing dini-
trophenol. This, he points out; ‘is
contrary to the usual practice o h)e
Administration in enforcing | the
Food and Drug Act. (5

Dinitrophenol is sold under many
fanciful names, sometimes actom-
panied by statement of the presehce
of the drug itself. Some of. the
names under which it has been or
is- now being sold are reported by
the Food and Drug Administration
as follows: Nitromet, Dinitrolac,
Nitra-Phen, Dinitriso, Formula 281,
Dinitrose, Nox-Ben-0il, Re Du, Al-
dinol, Dinitrenal, Prescription No.
17, Slim, Dinitrole, Tabolin and Re-
dusols. :

“It is interesting to note,” said
Mr. Campbell, “that all the so-call-
ed reducing preparations on the
mraket fall into three categories:
first, laxatives that deny the hody
the benefit of its food intake, as
the  salts, crystals and herp teas;
second, obvious frauds that depend
for effect upon the stringent diets
prescribed. as part of the ‘treat-
ment,” as ‘Syl-Vette’ and ‘Stardom’s
Hollywood Diet’; and third, the un-
questionably effective but dangerous
articles containing thyroid or dini-
trophenol, both of which act by
speeding up the utilization of foed.
All of them are unwarranted impo-
sitions upon the public, which can-
not evaluate claims made for the
preparations, and cannot readily
appreciate the harm that may re-
(siultt from careless use of the pro-

ucts.

“Rock Wogal” Found
In Brown County

ROCKWOOD, Texas, Aug. 29.(P)
—A 7report upon undeveloped re-
sources of Brown County by Charles
Lawrence Baker, geologist of the bu-
reau of economic geology of the
University of Texas, admitted re-
cently to the Brownwood Chamber
of Commerce, pointed to this coun-
ty as a potential source of ‘“rock
“'OOY.”
| This product, Baker said, “is real-
ly a finely spun glass produced from
silica. mixed with some fluxing sub-
stance. The source of the silica in
Brown County is mainly in sand
and limestone. The main fluxing
material at present is limestone
although chemicals from under-
ground water may ultimately be
available, particularly soda ash
(sodium sulphate). There are some
sandy limestone and limy sand-
stones in Brown County which may
possibly be suitable for mineral
wool without the addition’ of other
ingredients or by mixing of two of
them in proper proportion.”

Santa Anna, Coleman County,
sand and Brown County limestone
ought to be a good combination, the
geologist asid.

“It seems,” Baker continued, “that
no better insulating material at
anywhere near the price has yet
been developed. It is fireproof, ver-
