“OPEN SALOON’
ASKED IN MESSAGE

Officers’ Salaries and
Pensions Will Be

Presented

AUSTIN, Sept. 16, (&)—Gover-
nor Allred submitted liquor regula-
tion to the special session of the
44th legislature meeting today at
noon.

In a personally-delivered message,

the Governor called for legislation |

clearly defining an  ‘“open saloon”
and preserving the integrity of a
territory dry under local option.

He announced that he ' would
submit the subject of fixing salaries
for county officers tomorrow and
within the week that of old-age
pensions.

The Governor declared that no j

legislature had ever been called into
a special session to deal with prob-
lems of greater importance and ask-
ed that the combined wisdom of the
legislative and executive  depart-
ments be used in solving them.

“In ‘'my humble judgment, the
people want no subterfuge for a
definition of a camouflaged saloon,
whereby, even though the brass rail
and bar may be outlawed, yet prac-
tically the same evils of the open
saloon sales will again be upon us,”
he said.

He asked for a “clear-cuf, simple
understandable definition: and pro-
hibition of the open saloon so as to
carry out the letter and spirit of
the constitutional amendment.

Allred did not commit himself as
to the merits of state monopoly or
a private licensing system of liquor,
saying that the legislature had the
power to establish either,

Selons said that the prospects in-
dicated a stormy session. Speaker
Coke Stevenson and  Lieutenant-
Governor Walter Woodul said that
after a conference with Allred they
were convinced the gession could be
completed in 30 days. Others said
that it might last until Christmas.

The bodies of two navy fliers were
found by C.C.C. workers Sunday in
the wreckage of a navy hell-diver
which crashed Saturday night on
the summit of Lamb’s =~ Hill. The
plane had been missing since early
at night.

. The men were Lieut. Lincoln C.
Denton of the Naval Reserve
and Mechanic C. Hart, bhoth of
Floyd Bennett Field, New York.

Their plane dropped from sight on

the last lap of g flight from Detroit
to Floyd Bennett Field. About 7 p.
m. Saturday a radio message was re-
ceived at Albany airport, from which
the fliers had taken off at 5:45 p.
m., indicating they were-lost in a
storm or having. trouble over Bea-
con.
At 8 p. m. dancers at a casino high
in the hills heard a crash ahove the
wind and rain. Searching parties
immediately departed toward a val-
ley known as Hell Hollow, from
which the sound had seemed to
come. :

Fog and rain hampered the search
alhd the wirecked plane was nob
found until 9 a. m. Sunday.
Another navy hell-diver flown by
Lieut. Walter E. Fowler, which had
been accompanying Denton’s plane
reached Floyd Bennett Field safely.
The bodies will be takn to Bea-
con on stretchers. -

Lamb’s Hill is a high point in a
ridge of the Alleghenies that stretch-
es toward New England. It is, 2,000
feet high and overshadows Beacon
reservoir.

The territory ovef which the men
were flying when they crashed has
been called the arial graveyard be-
cause of the flying difficulties it pre-
sents in bad weather.

He
applied his brakes and pulled to the
right side as far as he could go. The
two cars crashed together, both be-
ing -at the right of the Cowden
car’s. side when aid arrived.

Elliott F. Cowden and. wife, par-
ents of the injured Midland pair,
were ahead, going eastward in their
car. - They were reached .at Swéet-
water, turning back and joining the
group at Colorado.

Cowden summoned two planes, the
Edw. F. Booth, Inc., ship, piloted by

“Little = George” McEntire, from
Midland and another ship from
Abilene. McEntire reached - the

scene after a 45-minute trip and
' transported Cowden and Miss Ida
Beth to a Temple sanitarium. The
Abilene plane took Mrs. Cowden
and Wright.

Ed Heasley, close friends of the
Cowdens, started in a plane from
Fort Worth when he was nbtified
of the accident. He was radio-
grammed that the others had gone
to Temple, so his ship turned off
to that point, all three planes land-
ing there in a sheort space of time.

A BEGINNING

 When Baron Pompeo Aloisi and his associates on the
Halian delegation walked out of the League of Nations
council session the other day, they put the seal and signa-
ture on the world’s general declaration of lack of confi-
dence in the league’s ability to enforce peace.

But it would be foolish to blame the Italians for the
league’s failure. The seeds of that failure were planted
long ago, and all the great nations had a hand in ‘their
sowing. Indeed, the responsibility ultimately seems lto
rest on human nature itself, for its inability to be cour-
ageous and far-sighted: - : B '

The .Jeague wag born of mingled despair and: hope.
The end of the World War found the people of the world
sick of war as they had never been before in all history.
They. were 'not quite sure that the war had not actually
wrecked civilization; ‘they were quite sure that a mnew
war wotld do so beyond dispute. They evolved the league

But it was: cursed from.the start. The diplomats at
Paris were not the men to fashion a new world. :

Wilson was
visionary and arbitrary, impatient of ‘advice and ready to
invest the hopes of the world in a gold brick.

The fall planted bulbs are as near-
ly fool-proof when planted correct-
ly as any garden subject. Unless you
set them so deep that they cannot
hope to reagh the surface in a whole
season’s. growth, a crop of blooms
is' sure to result. A few general
principles should he observed. :

First of all, bulbs need good drain-
age. This is a prime factor, and if
the soil is heavy and not well drain-
ed raise the beds 6 inches above
the surrounding soil level to give
the necessary drainage.

Plant them deep: enough. = With
very few exceptions it is better to err
on the side of depth than shallow-
ness. The two notable exceptions are
crown imperial and candidum lilies.
These two bulbs, although of large
size, suggesting that they should be
down at least 6 inches as needed for
other bulbs of their size, should not
be covered with more than 2 inches
of soil.

Tulips will burrow to 18 inches or
more and come up regularly and
bloom if left to themselves, but from
5 to 6 inches from the top of the
bulb is their proper planting depth.

Narcissi need the same depth from
the top of the bulb, but owing to the
different shape and sometimes the
muech larger size, the base of the
hulbs is usually an inch deepér than
the tulips. Snowdrops and scillas
should go down about 2% te 3 in-
ches. -Crocuses should have 2 inches
of soil above them. The erythoni-
ums need about 4 inches to cover. So
do the checkered lilies, fritillaria
meleagris. The anemones for cold
frame planting need only an inch of
soil to cover them. !

The lilies need the deepest plant-
ing and they can go as deep as a
foot.down for candidums with good
results. The distance apart is ra-
ther elastic but in general 5 iinches
is the closest any of them should be
planted.

They should ‘not have any barn-
yvard manure as fertilizer. Bone
meal is the. only safe fertilizer to
dig in the soil, with potash salts or
wood ashes an excellent’ dressing
upon the surface. Commercial plant
food is good if spaded and wetted
well into the soil a week or more be-
fore planting.

TB Research Plans -
For .Southland Are
To Be Presented

Plans for a clinic and research
movement embracing the entire
Southland and devoted to searching
for newer and hetter ~methods in
combatting tuberculosis will be put
into effect at the annual Southern
Tuberfulosis Conference when it
meets Monday, Tuesday and Wed-
nesday at the Rice Hotel in Hous-
ton, if objectives of Texas tuber-
culosis leaders are realized.

Approximately 600 persons, com-
prising eminent sociologists, medi-
cal experts and others. engagéd in
the white plague warfare in the
South, will gather at the conference
for round-table conferences a: n
addresses by 69 outstanding authori-
ties on tuberculosis problems.

“1t is hoped to promulgate one of
the most extensive research move-
ments ever launched in this region,”
Dr. Elva A. Wright, president of the
Texas Tuberculosis Association and
arrangements chaitman for the con-
ference, announced this week out of
her Houston headquarters.

“The plan calls for enlisting
every physician and surgeon engag-

ed in tuberculosis work ~into a
South-wide clinic and research
body. Each tuberculosis clinic in

the South will devote increased ef-
forts to research, as will each in-

dividual medical expert, with the ob- |

jective of pooling results of project
work in efforts to leariv new treat-
ment methods. All findings of this
vast body will be assembled, evaluat-
ed and disseminated regularly
among the health workers of the
South, and, where the findings are
of sufficient importance, through-
out the nation.

“We regard this plan as the most
important step of many years in ef-
forts to find “cures” for tuberculosis
and to eradicate mankind’s greatest
health enemy. We expect the most
far reaching discoveries in this field
to come out of the South' during
coming years.
