One-Man War on 
Poverty to See 

A Fortune Spent
NEW YORK.—From an office high 

up in one of New York’s towering 
skyscrapers, Harrison E. Fryberger is 
waging a one-man war against the 
depression.

It is a curious situation—a cap­
italistic lawyer who amassed a for­
tune in minority stockholders’ liti­
gations now stands ready and will­
ing to spend every dime of his 
wealth in an effort to effect a re­
adjustment of the capitalistic sys­
tem.

Fryberger’s determination to do 
something about poverty in this 
richest of nations was born of a 
dramatic tragedy he witnessed in 
the summer of ’ 1930. Following a 
vacation on the Riviera he was 
returningto liis home in Minne­
apolis,- where'.he was: a .corporation 
lawyer. A f South Bend, Ind., a 
young woman leaped in front of 
his train. Investigation revealed 
that she had been penniless and 
hungry.

Brooded Over Conditions
During the remainder of his 

journey the attorney brooded over 
what he had seen. Next day at his j 
office, associates found they were; 
unable to interest him in the prog-1 
ress of the business. Fryberger 
locked himself in his private office, 
not for morbid contemplation of I 
the woman’s act, but to try to plan! 
against conditions that made com -; 
mon occurrences of such tragedies.!

“The unwelcome truth was 
brought homo to me,” he said, 
“ that' although this country had 
more money, more food and cloth­
ing than ever before, hundreds of 
thousands of our citizens were 
broke, jobless, undernourished 
and so broken in morale that 
many of them preferred death.”

So Fryberger put his practice in 
the hafids of astonished associates, 
locked his bachelor quarters in 
Minneapolis, and began traveling. 
For months lie wandered about 
the United States and Europe, in­
terviewing manufacturers, politi­
cians, financiers, men on the 
streets. He studied London’s dole, 
New York’s unemployment relief, 
Soviet Russia, Vienna’s apart­
ments for workers.

He came back alarmed at the 
progress of Communism and con­
vinced that capitalism must meet 
the . present situation and show 
America t(ie way out. Fryberger 
started to write some magazine 
articles, which speedily grew to 
the proportions of a book. He 
took the material to several pub­
lishers, but says he found them 
too timid to issue such a frank dis­
cussion.

Became Own Publisher
Fryberger rented an office in 

New York, organized his . own Ad­
vance Publishing company: and 
put out the book himself. He 
called it “The. Abolition of Pov­
erty,” and in it incorporated his 
ideas and observations.

He is still there, thin, gray­
haired, dynamic and intensely 
busy. He still looks out over the 
city, impressive symbol of capital­
ism, and plans for a day of reck­
oning. He hopes he won’t be call­
ed a Bolshevik because he has the­
ories about the decentralization of 
wealth. He likes to recall that 
his ancestral background lias been 
pure American for more than two 
centuries.

He doesn’t know just how much 
money he has — or had when lie 
started his one-man crusade. But 
his income for the last year of his 
law practice was about $200,000. 
He owns four thousand acres of 
land in Minnesota and valuable oil; 
properties in the west. But lie says:

“ Four per cent of our popula­
tion own 80 per cept of our na­
tional wealth. And ' that’s wrong, 
even if I happen to be among the 
4 per cent. Money isn’t doing me 
any good. I’d be happier if I could 
return to my law practice. And I 
guess I’ll have1 to, one of these days.”

With his book, magazine arti­
cles, radio talks and letters to leg­
islators, Fryberger is attempting 
to advance his ideas. These are, briefly:

That a radical and intricate sys­
tem of taxation is the principal 
remedy. He would not permit an 
heir-at-law to inherit more than 
S100.000. A survey he made re­
veals that by means of this virtual 
confiscation of estates, State treas-

Opposes Sales Tax
He would allow widows to in­

herit the full estate, on the theory 
that wives contribute to their hus­
bands’ success. He also would 
protect the rights of adult heirs 
who actually have aided in creat­
ing fortunes.

He wants income taxes greatly 
increased in the upper brackets, 
and “ the regulation rather than 
the abolition of stock exchanges.” 
He is opposed to the sales tax.

He would outlaw the chain 
store, and the chain-store system 
in other kinds of business.

“ I believe in big business,” he 
declared, “ and I don’t care how 
great a fortune any man is able to, 
pile up for himself. The basic 
principles of capitalism, as I see it, 
is the reward of individual initia­
tive. But that principle is violat­
ed at the outset by any system 
that permits huge fortunes to pass 
into the hands of heirs who haven’t 
earned them.”

AUSTIN. (UP)—An unusual win­
ter is blamed by J. E. McDonald, 
state commissioner of agriculture, 
for the "milk war” that has broken 
out in Texas.

McDonald explained the system of 
marketing milk,. which he believes 
is the immediate cause.

Before this winter, local consump­
tion has equalled the winter supply. 
Dairymen accordingly made con­
tracts with the distributors under 
which their entire supply of winter 
milk was taken at a given price.

A farmer who produces 100 gallons 
a day in winter, along in the spring 
will be able to deliver 125 gallons. 
Tile practice then has been to still 
pay the producer the full price for 
the 100 gallons and a lower price 
for the surplus. Where 20 cents was 
being paid for the winter supply, 12 
cents was paid for the surplus. 
Along in summer the surplus be­
comes still more. Distributors then 
classified this excess as “super-sur­
plus” and it was bought at as low 
as six cents.

It is all the same quality of milk.
When the cut in prices came, pro­

ducers assert that while consumers 
get a cut of only a cent in price, 
producers were cut more than three 
times that.

When they refused to deliver, 
gave away their surplus milk and in 
instances even poured it into the 
gutters, Houston distributors began 
to ship in milk. McDonald says the 
low price milk was being shipped.

McDonald expressed hope of a 
satisfactory adjustment. Without 
that he - predicted the state dairy 
industry which has been encouraged 
by the state and federal depart­
ments, bankers, lecturers and the 
press, will be damaged.

Last Sad Rights for Battalinc

NON-SKID STREETS
PARIS. (UP).—When Paris is 

fully equipped with her new con­
crete streets and roadways, covered 
with odd little grooves and artistic 
patterns, there will be no skidding.

The new preparation will not re­
quire any digging up of old road­
ways, but simply a re-coating of 
them with non-skid surfacing. In 
some cases the top asphalt will be 
removed and concrete substituted, 
specially grooved and prepared to 
retard the progress of vehicles in 
rainy weather.

Among the materials that have 
been tried are rubber, a mixture of 
cork and asphalt,- which worked 
fairly well, brick, and pottery clay. 
Wooden blocks are used in some 
important streets, but this is ex­
pensive due to the fact that, to be 
kept in good condition, they must be 
well aired, exposed and slightly slop­
ing.

BARK FOR ELEVATOR

VATICAN CITY. (UP).—A death 
chamber and am incinerating plant 
•are to be built here.

This decision was made by the 
health department, following the re­
cent death of a Papal citizen from 
an infectious disease. The death 
chamber will be used for the tem­
porary laying of bodies of Vatican 
City citizens, who have died from 
infectious diseases and the inciner-i 
ator will destroy their clothing and 
belongings.

It is considered likely that a con­
vention will toe drawn up and ap­
proved between the city of Rome and 
the Vatican City providing for the 
burial of infected dead in the burial 
ground of Rome instead of in the 
Vatican City’s cemetery. The latter 
is now located underneath the 
church. Bodies are placed in vaults 
in the berth system.

CHAS. WATSON HERE

ROOTED GRAVES
BERLIN, Md. (UP).—The quaint­

est cemetery in the United States 
is located on the Mason-Dixon line 
at Bethel Church, northwest of 
Whaleyville, near here. Peaked shin­
gle built rooms, instead of impos­
ing marble monuments mark the 
graves. This unique cemetery is 
thought to be about 200 years old.

As if to protect those buried there 
some one. decades ago, constructed 
peaked shingle roofs over the graves. 
These Shelters are about three feet 
high in the middle, the sides touch­
ing the ground. Built of cypress 
wood and shingles these roofs run 
the length of the graves forming 
their only location, as no mounds 
are visible. Some of the lumber has 
rotted by this time, but the form 
and general shape of this “ village 
of the dead” still remain.

SANTA BARBARA. (UP)—Peggy, 
the seal pup, has become an elevator 
addict.

Deserted by her mpther, Peggy 
swam about the waterfront here for 
several weeks until fishermen low­
ered a wooden platform on which 
she was drawn to the dock floor 
and there feasted on fish.

After several weeks, Peggy dis­
appeared, to return with another 
seal pup, which she promptly in­
itiated into the mysteries of barking 
for the elevator.

CONROE, Texas. (UP) — Once 
known as Montgomery county’s 
champion bear annihilator, Jim 
Casey of New Caney now has the 
reputation of being the county’s No. 
1 herder of razorback hogs.

For more than 50 years Casey, 
now 69 years old, has roamed. the 
San Jacinto river bottoms. He slew 
bears by the score; in fact, he slew 
them until there were none left.

He is reluctant to say how many 
bears he killed but admits they 
number in the thousands. One year, 
he says, he killed 38, and his claim 
that he killed the last bear in Mont­
gomery county has gone unchalleng­
ed.

The bears have been replaced by 
thousands of free-range razorbacks, 
many of which are as wild and fe­
rocious as any bear that ever lived, 
according to 'Casey. Casey and his 
five sons now keep tab on the hogs 
which run wild in the snake-in­
fested palmetto swamps and live al­
most entirely on roots, pine mast 
and acorns.

Casey and his boys ride through 
the woods every week and throw 
corn to the hogs, which form groups 
of as many as 35 or 40. In this 
manner the Caseys “ride herd” on 
the hogs. Every once in a while a 
slaughter is held and the hams 
and other edible parts, said to pos­
sess an unusually fine flavor, are 
prepared for market.

For hunting “maverick” razor- 
backs, Casey has his special pack 
of hounds. On fine days, when tire 
air is cool and the ground firm un­
derfoot, the Casey clan gallops to 
the chase in as royal a fashion as 
any medieval king. Jim says the 
excitement of. chasing wild hogs is 
almost equal to that of shooting a 
bear.

FOR AIR CODE
SAN ANTONIO. (UP)—State en­

forcement of its air traffic code 
will be considered by representatives 
from nearly 100 Texas towns and 
cities at a conference here May 4.

Houston delegates have announc­
ed an intention to sponsor a great­
er financial outlay by the state to 
enforce the air code. At present Rex 
Dunnam, Ranger, is the only en­
forcement agent stationed in Tex­
as, according to Jack W. Beretta, 
chairman of the aviation committee 
herS.

FORT WORTH. (UP)— R. D. Ev­
ans spends 14 hours a day helping 
others to play but he never gets 
to play himself.

This is the way the founder of 
the Texas Amateur Athletic1 feder­
ation and organizer of the South­
western Track and Field meet, held 
here annually, spends his life.

Evans is city superintendent of 
recreation here.' He has been on the 
job eight years, from early morning 
until late night. Occasionally he can 
sneak away for a few holes of golf, 
but if he does, it must be around 
noon when others are lolling in the 
shade.

He is a lover of sports, although 
most of the time he must watch 
others perform. His own participa­
tion began as his own coach in high 
school in Brown wood.

Sports were far from prominent 
in 1910 when he was a junior in 
high school. Boys were sent to school 
to study, parents said, and such 
things as coaches were rare. So 
young Evans became a self-appoint­
ed coach. His track teams made 
creditable showing in state meets.

In 1922 when Fort Worth organ­
ized a recreation department, Ev­
ans was selected as athletic director. 
Two years later he was made su­
perintendent. His first year he or­
ganized the Southwestern Track and 
Field meet which in 1932 attracted 
more than 1,000 athletes.

Although his name now lias be­
come familiar to every high school 
athlete in the state, he goes about 
his work as before, toiling long hours 
with little chance for his own recre­
ation.

POETS FLOOD TEXAS
SAN ANTONIO. (UP)—Spring has 

converted every frog pond around 
San Antonio into a Pierian spring, 
every sand dune into1 a Parnassus as 
entries in the fifth annual young 
people's poetry contest here begin 
work on their “poems.”

The flood of poetry into the San 
Antonio public library will continue 
until April 15, when the contest 
ends, according to Mrs. Leah C. 
Johnson, librarian.

The young poets are divided into 
four classes according to age. These 
over 18 years can not compete. Those 
whose poems are selected by judges 
for publication will be awarded 
copies of “Young Pegasus” publish­
ed each year by the library.
