HURT BY CONVICT 
IN ALABAMA BREAK

ATMORE, Ala., Sept. 26. (/P).—A 
warden of the state prison farm 
near here was critically wounded 
early Wednesday night by thi'ee 
desperate white convicts who es­
caped shortly after noon by over­
powering a guard and forcing 13 
other convicts to flee with them.

Warden Oscar Dees, in charge of 
track dogs, was shot in the woods 
several miles from here early last 
night as he drew close to the trio, 
Ralph McCluskey, Albert Elder and 
Raymond Jefferies, after track dogs 
had taken up the trail. He was 
taken to a hospital in Century,' Ala., 
where his condition was considered 
critical.

A posse of guards, Escambia coun­
ty officers and citizens was believed 
early last night to have the fleeing 
trio surrounded in a swamp several 
miles from the prison, determined 
to take them “ dead or alive.”

Two machine guns from Kilby 
prison were brought here to aid the 
possemen in the siege.

Tlie abducted guard, William 
O’Brien and the 13 convicts forced 
to flee with the desperate trio re- 
Immed to prison late yesterday and 
reported the escape. ’

Dees had brought track dogs fi’om 
Kilby prison to take up the trail 
after the break was reported. 
Warden Prank Boswell of KUby
S.'lson, who accompanied him. said 

ees had sighted McCluskey and 
as he started to dismount his horse 
was shot. The bullet struck him in 
the abdomen.

Hamp Draper, head of the con­
vict department who was at the 
prison farm on an Inspection trip, 
said O’Brien reported that McClus­
key, listed as a “ dangerous prison­
er,” got too close to him w'hile the 
16 white prisoners were in a field 
picking cotton.

O’Brien told Draper the convict 
grappled with him and was joined 
by Elder and Jefferies, and after 
being disarmed by the trio, he and 
the 13 convicts were forced into a 
sw'amp.

Once in the swamp, and believing 
themselves in a position to escape, 
the trio released O ’Brien and the 
other 13 convicts, all of whom vol­
untarily accompanied the guard 
back to the prison farm stockade.

McCluskey was serving a life term 
for murder imposed in Lawrence 
county, and Draper said he had been 
listed os a trouble maker and dan­
gerous throughout his confinement; 
Elder was serving 20 years for rob­
bery from Montgomery county, and 
Jefferies 35 years for robbery from 
Morgan county.

The names of the 13 prisoners 
who returned to the prison farm 
wore not announced.

In addition to its pleasure and 
utility factors, the motor-car has 
its devastating side also. Decidedlw 
this fact should not be overlooked. 
And in this connection education 
alone can be relied upon to bring 
results. There is no serum, no drug, 
no quarantine procedure, nor any 
effective mass control against the 
automobile’s damaging power. Au­
tomobile accidents caused more 
deaths in Texas last year than the 
combined deatlrs from typhoid fe­
ver. .'smallpox, measles, diphtheria, 
scarlet fever, whooping cough, and 
infantile paralysis.

Whether human nature can be 
sufficiently bridled by public opin­
ion as to result in more careful 
driving and more cautious walking 
remains to be proved. But the fact 
is that a major health and life 
problem is involved in the present 
circumstance.

Safe water, clean milk, disea.se 
control, slum clearance, sanatoria, 
and indeed modern medicine and 
.surgery are all of a small avail to 
the spepd-maniac who kills him- 
.sell and others. Medical science 
also is equallv powerless to save 
pedestrians who are knocked down 
by the carele.ss driver, or who oare- 
lesslv connect with careful di'ivers.

Citizens generally could well se­
riously consider this ever Inereas- 
ing challenge to life and health. 
Upon them rests much of the obli­
gation definitely to reduce the ever 
increasing casualties.
