Dozen Spectators Are

—A desperate gang of five machine 
gun robbers, firing shots and shout­
ing threat.s, raided an Erie pas­
senger and mail train Thursday, 
held at bay a dozen startled specta­
tors, and escaped with mail pouches 
which officials said probably con­
tained at lea.st $40,000.

I The gang waited until the train, 
I bound from Cleveland to Pitts - 
1 burgh, ground to a regular stop at

of them held up Earl Davis, a 
news dealer, who was waiting on 
the platform.

“At least four of them had ma­
chine guns,” Davis said.

One of the robbers, entering the 
mall car, filed a shot that gi’azed 
the forehead of Orlin Workman, a 
clerk. It raised a bump but did not 
seriously hurt him.

“They started shooting but stop­
ped when we came out,” said P. E. 
Christy, another clerk in the car.

As quickly as Workman, Christy 
and Steve ’Wairen, a 'third clerk, 
left the car, the robbers started 
throwing mail pouches out of tile 
door, Davis said.

“Then they made me and Robert 
Brockett, local mail carrier, carry 
seven pouches to their waiting 
automobile.

“ In another minute the whole 
gang fled.”

The lobbers kept the train under 
their control for nearly 10 minutes.

As the gang was fleeing, Christy 
got a glimpse of tlieir auto license 
and reported the number to post- 
office inspectors who hurried to 
the scene from district headquai'ters 
in Cleveland, about 40 miles away.

BALTIMORE, Nov. 8. (A>»—The 
1935 liolding company act—designed 
to give tile government power for a 
sweeping reorganization of the utili ­
ty industry — Thursday was held to 
be invalid “ in its entirety.”

Federal District Judge William C. 
Coleman ruled to that effect and 
in tliose words in in.structing the 
trustees of the American States Pub­
lic Service company to treat the act 
as ‘invalid and of no effect.”

Will Appeal
Announcement in New York that 

an appeal would be taken appar­
ently headed the case towards the 
supreme court of the Uniterl States.

Judge Coleman took the position 
that congress “ flagrantly exceeded 
its lawful powei” under the consti­
tution in enacting the measure by 
which elimination of most of the 
holding companies in the nation’s 
va.st utilities network was sought. 
Assailing the new law on four main 
grounds, he described it as “gros.sly 
arbitrary,. unreasonable and capri­
cious’’ and of such nature that it 
was impossible to separate from the 
invalid sections and put into effect 
parts of the act. “if any, as 9ther- 
wise might be valid.”

Following nows of the holding 
company act being held invalid in 
a test case stocks took a leap to­
day, the largest day of trading in 
several years.

Several stocks, particularly utili­
ties, jumped from three to five 
■ffoilars per share and many of 
them reached a new high for all 
time.

Not since the boom days of 1929. 
have market officials seen such an 
upward boost as that which hit 
the market today.

The judge held that there was no 
collusion between counsel for par­
ties who attacked the act and those 
who defended it in the court. The 
charge of collusion had been levell­
ed by attorneys for-the govei’nment 
and for the securities and exchange 
commission, which intervvened in 
the proceedings as “fi lends of the 
com-t.”

Coleman’s opinion. Tliey said the 
only party able to appeal was Buico, 
Inc., a Delaware company formed to 
protect rights of bondholders of the 
American States Public Service 
comany. Bm-co appeared as de­
fendant in the case, upholding the 
constitutionality of the’ act.

Ralph P. Buell, attorney for Bur- 
co. Inc., said In New Yorkh e had 
instructed Hayward Hamilton, of 
Baltimore, associate counsel, to pre­
pare for appeal.

The Public Service company filed 
in receivership under- the federal 
bankruptcy act more than a year 
ago and trustees were appointed for 
its reorganization. The trustees con­
tended, in their attack of the act, 
that compliance with its provisions 
would make plans for reorganization 
impossible for completion.

Noted Professor, Author 
Of Novel Wind”  Is Dead

Miss Dorothy Scarborough Wrote Book 
While a Resident of West Texas

NEW YORK. Nov. 7. (/P).—Miss 
Dorothy Scarborough, 58, author and 
a.ssociate professor of English at 
Columbia university, -died Thurs­
day.

Born in Mount Carmel, Texas, 
she was graduated from Baylor nni- 
vcrsitv. Waco, "Texas, and .subse­
quently studied at the University of 
Chicago, Oxford and Columbia. 
From 1904 to 1914 she was an in­
structor in English at Baj'lor.

Slie was the author of many .short 
stories and of these novels; “ Im­
patient Griselda,”  “ Unfair Sex,” and 
“ Can’t Get a Red Bird;”

The funeral will be Saturday 
morning.

Surviving are a sister, Mrs. Doug­
lass Scarborough McDaniel, Rich­
mond, Va„ and a brotlier, George 
Scarborough, a playtiTight, Los An­
geles.

From the West Texas point of 
view. Miss Scarborough’s best-knoira 
book was “ The ‘Wind,’ ’ - -a'ritten in 
the early I920’s. Alwiough fiction, 
it was a study of ploneei* life Iff the 
west, the locale being Sweetwater, 
and dealth with what she' described 
as the Implacable and ctUel power 
of the West Texas winds In the lives 
of the settlers.

“ Tlie Wind”  painted a dreary pic­
ture, and aroused a storm of criti­
cism in Sweetwater and many other 
points, whose chambers of commerce 
passed angry resolutions. Others 
defended it as a true picture of the 
period depicted, the controversy 
i-aging for months, as result of which 
the book had wide circulation in 
West Texas.

Miss Scarborough was a cousin of

Will Rogers Was a Flop in Silent 
Pictures When He Tried to Act, but 

Starred Sensationally Playing Himself
Although Will Rogers was ac­

claimed on two continents, there 
wore dark days in his life, too.

Rogers once told L. W. (Chip) 
Roberts of his early days in silent 
pictures, when he thought he was 
succeedmg in brilliant fashion and 
would get a big increase in sala'ry. 
Instead he was advised his contract 
would not' be renewetl at all.

“It stunned me for several days,” 
Rogers recalled, “Then I went home, 
as usual, and talked It over with 
Betty (Mrs. Rogers). As usual she 
supplied the answer. ‘No use blaming 
tlie producers. Will’, sire told me, ‘if 
you were going good they would 
want to keep you. There’s something 
wrong with your pictui'e. Let’s find 
out what it is, correct it and then 
they’ll rifant you again.”

Rogers went back to the Ziegfeld 
Follies. Crowds were larger than ever 
before. He was getting closer to ills 
audience with each performance. His 
act was going better.

“Then one night when I was out 
on the stage, twirling my rope and 
looking silly—nobody in the house 
thinking I had a serious thought, it 
all came to me,” said Rogers. “ I was 
being myself on the stage. I had 
tried to be an actor in pictures. And 
I wasn’t capable of acting.”

When the Follies closed Rogers 
went on tour, plajdng one niglit 
stands evei-ywhere. He met thousand 
of new people. He was more success­
ful than ever before. Then the mov­
ies wanted him back.

“The first thing i  did when I got 
back to Hollywood,” Rogers recalled, 
“was to have those old films re­
run. Were they terrible? No wonder 
they canned me. But I had learned 
my lesson. l  never tried to act 
again. And I never told the director 
how to make the plctm-e. If it was 
good, he could have all the credit. 
If it was bad he would get enough 
blame anyway.”

.e.dy is the result.

“ Texa« turkey growers have paid 
closer .attention' than ever, this year 
to selection of breeding Stock and 
fini.shed dressings in order to pro­
duce birds of prime quality for (he 
market,” George P. McCarthy, Ex­
tension poultry husbandman, an­
nounced.

■He pointed out. that, although the 
l.urkey crop, would be sliorter in 
numbers tois 'year. It would nearlv 
balance-in'tonnage. Last^year, 1,600 
carload.s of dres.sed turkeys were 
shipped out of Texas. This year, 
trade estimates place the ’Oarload 
.shipments betw.een 1,300. and 1,400.

McCarthy said that ' the Luling 
Foundation has one of the out­
standing flocks this year, compris­
ed of 1,800 birds from this year’s 
hatch. Most -of these birds will be 
sold as breeders., . . .

■Another good flock is .owned by 
Levi Churcliill; turkey demonstrator 
ill Bailey county. Last year, almost 
his entire flock -was graded prim-e. 
He will have around 500 bird.s' this 
year.

“ Breeding for quality pays,”  Mc- 
Carth.v said. He gave as an exam­
ple the flock owned by the J. T, 
Owen faniijy in Lynn county. Last 
year this family stressed, qiialit;y in 
their turkeys. As a result of proper 
management, balanced rations, and 
good breeding stock, the 'family 
made a net profit of $153 on 85 
birds .sold.

“ Last year.” McCarthy empha- 
•sized,‘“ prime toms and hens brouvlit 
from seven to eight cents ..more pel- 
pound than ordinary omiimeroial 
turkeys. There Is -every indication 
that the same price condition will 
be true this year.”

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Bundle Silos Becoming 
Popular In Panhandle

BOOTS AND HER BUDDIES

DALHART. Nov. 7. (U.R) — Bundle, 
silos are being introduced to the 
Nortliwest Panhandle by L. C. and 
M. E. Guthrie of Dalhart. They hold ' 
100 tons, cost virtually nothing to, 
construct, can be moved with each ' 
new constrution if desired, and even ‘ 
the bundle,s that form the silo re­
main as good for feed as if stacked 
any other way.

“We know.” the Guthrie’s said, 
“ that feed will stay good all fall, 
winter and spring, but would per­

haps not keep indefinitely as when 
sealed in a pit silo.”

Any kind of bundles, maize, he- 
gari, Sudan grass, sufficiently long 
to permit lapping can be used. The 
first layer of bundles is placed flat 
on the ground, butts to top, and 
slightly overlapping. Then the en­
silage rises another layer of bun 
dies is put down, placed so that they 
span "joints” in the row below. The 
ensilage is also packed into the 
joints.

The proverbial ant with his un­
ceasing industiy has nothing on 
Mrs. J. T. Hundle, judging by the 
amount of food .she has stored, for 
future use and which wa.s displayed 
at the farm food supply demonstra­
tion at her home, two and a half 
miles northwest of Midland, Thurs­
day afternoon. The demonstration 
was a part of the Achievement Day 
program of the county home deni ■ 
onstration clubs. Exhibits were of 
uniformly high quality.

Displayed on Mrs. Hundle’.s d in ­
ing table were 15 varieties of fresh 
vegetables which were gathered 
from her garden a few hour.s before 
the demonstration. They included 
sweet potatoes. Irisli potatoes, red 
and white radishes, sweet green 
pepper, turnips, mustard greens, 
butter beans, Chinese cabbage, huge 
carrots, ripe pimento peppers, toma­
toes, okra, snap beans, and onions. 
The vegetables were grown in a gar­
den 45 by 60 feet, which is irrigated 
from a well and windmill,

M l'S .  Hundle has stored 90 vari­
eties of food, canned, fresh, and 
dried, a total of 896 quarts packed in 
1500 containers, for use of her fam­
ily consisting of her husband, her 11- 
year old son, and herself. She does 
her canning with a pressui'e cooker 
and uses both glass jars and tin 
cans in her work.

She has received ribbon awards on 
9 varieties of stored food in addi­
tion to tlioSe of flesh products.

AH food exhibited was raised on 
the Hundle farm except the pump­
kins and the pears, the latter fruit 
being obtained by exchange.

“Food in the making” is also 
plentiful at this progressive liome 
for a trip about ths grounds showed 
four Hampshire hogs in the pen, 
two calves in the lot, turkey.s. chick­
ens. geese, ducks, and guineas.

Ths orchard contains less than a 
quarter acre, Mrs. Hundle said, but 
there are peaches, plums, figs, 
giapes. apricot, and jujube tress. 
There are pear trees which are yet 
too young to bear and one chsrry

tree.
Sweet potatoes, peas, and beans 

were grown in the field, the, other 
vegetables in the small gardn plot.

A gas refrigerator keeps food 
fresh and cold and .showed a display 
of dres.sed fowl, other meat, cake, 
pie, and various food stuffs.

Mrs. Hundle bakes her own bread 
twice a week.

The six-j'oom, neatly painted 
frame house, is equipped with bath­
room, running water, and gas con ­
nections. Rooms are papered and 
show evidence of pride in home • 
making. Flowers and vines make the 
Diace homelike. All improvements 
have been made in the past two 
years, Mi's. Hundle said.

Mr. and Mrs. Hundle are not- 
farmers. Most of their 100-acre place 
is rented out. while Hundle is em­
ployed at the Pliska-Hundle black­
smith shop. Enough land is r e ­
tained for raising a supply of feed, 
in addition to the house,- orchard 
and garden space.

A crowd estimated at 60 people 
visited the Hundle home during the 
demonstration Thursday,

Ml'S. Hundle is a member of the 
Busy Bee home demonstration club, 
working under Mrs. Lura Hollings­
worth, county home demonstration 
agent.

GOODYEAR FLEET 
COMING SATURDAY
stopping at Midland while en 

route to Phoenix and Litchfield 
Park, Ariz., the Goodyear test lleet 
will arrive at Lowe’s Service Station 
liere Saturday. Time of arrival nad 
not been announc.ed today.

In the party will be Art Halley, 
Red Jacoos, M. D. Scott, G. P. 
Matthews and Jack Greenleaf, mem­
bers of the Goodyear’s garage staff. 
The fleet will go to its winter quar­
ters at Litchfield.

Since 1913 when the first Good­
year tire test fleet started its oper­
ations, this road tryout operation 
for tires has covered more than -14 
million car miles or a total of 176 
million tire miles. Drivers cover a 
specified route each day excepting 
Sunday of between 300 and 400 
iniles, after which the tires are. care­
fully checked, the cars gone over 

.'carefully • and made ready for the 
next run. One month’s driving of a 
test car is equivalent to a year’s 
ordinary driving by the average au­
tomobile owner.

The trip to Arizona is made so 
that tire operating conditions will 
simulate summer weather -when heat

is harder on tires. There are two 
test cars, however, which remain in 
Akron, Ohio, for testing tires under 
winter conditions. The total fleet 
in Arizona includes; four trucks and 
10 cars, to which two will be added 
later, coming up from Texas, where 
some special work was being done.

The colony of the Goodyear rest 
car group will include a total of 120 
persons: 42 in the driving, mechan­
ical and engineering staff of the 
fleet itself and the remainder wives 
and children of the men, who drive 
to the proving grounds in 34 cars 
belonging to the families.

Route over which the Goodyear 
fleet travels this year includes 
these cities: Mansfield, Columbus, 
Springfield and Dayton, Ohio; Rich­
mond, Indianapolis and Terre Haute, 
Ind.; Casey and 'Vandalia, 111.; St. 
Louis, Columbia, Booneville and 
Kansas City, Mo.; Topeka and In­
dependence, Kan.; Bartlesville, Tul­
sa, Oklahoma City.
