In
addition, he was president of the
Plains Radio Broadcasting com-
pany, a leader of Republican forces
in the region and guiding hand of
many civic enterprises.

A touch of fate was seen in the
fact that Mr. Hawk’s death came
on the morning of the annual Lin-
coln Day celebration of Republicans,
in the local observance of which he
was a leading figure.

Wilburton Clayton Hawk was
horn on February 10, 1881, at
Bakersville, O. He obtained his.early
education at Effingham, Kan.,
walking two miles to school. At 17,
he became a country school teacher,
and entered the University of Kan-
sas at 19, There, he played fpot-ball,
without the knowledge of his par-
ents. Suffering a leg fracture in
practice, he was forced to give up
his college work when he dropped
behind in his studies due to his in-
juries. ) 1

He became a clerk in a clothing
store in Atchison, Kansas in 1901,
and four years later was manager
of the store. In 1911 he obtained
the post of deputy warden at the
federal penitentiary in Atlanta, Ga.,
which he held three years. It was
while in this work that he gained
valuable experience in judging hu-
man nature—a large part of the
secret of his forceful personality,
executive ability and business suc-
CESS.

He returned to Atchison in 1914
and entered the publishing business,
becoming co-owner of the Atchison
Globe. i

He was chairman of the Republi-
can State Committee of Kansas,
1922 to 1924, chairman of the state’s
delegation to the Republican Na-
tional Convention at Cleveland in
1924, and a member of the Texas
delegation to the Kansas City Con-
vention in 1928. ; ;

Mr. Hawk moved to Amarillo in
1926, becoming general manager of
the Amarillo Globe, and later of
The News-Globe Publishing com-

any.

Texas Chamber of Commerce in 1932
and "33, and was a leader in the
Texas Centennial movement.

His success as president of the
Tri-State Fair Association is widely
known. During his tenure from 1928
to 1930, the association made $50,-
000 in improvements to the grounds,
and turned a $40,000 deficit into a
$12,000 surplus. He was drafted
back into the presidency in 1932, and
had just been re-clected president
for another year at the time of his

Howard county will vote on the
liquor question February 29, county
commissioners’ court decided Tues-
day after considering a petition
calling for a local option election
and signed by 'the required- num-
ber of qualified voters.
Won’t Affect Beer

Given .an option of submitting
three propositions, according to a
ruling obtained last week from the
attorney general by County At-
torney Wilburn Barcus, the court
elected to submit the issue on ‘‘all
liquors.”

Defeat of the proposal to legalize
sale of all types of liquor would
not affect the standing of 3.2 bever-
ages now sold in Howard county.

The petition, started here before
Christmas, bore more than the re-
quired 10 per cent qualified voters
of the total votes cast in the pre-
ceding gubernatorial election.

It contained the names of many
avowed wets and drys who. ex-
pressed a desire to see an expres-
sion from the people.

Big Vote Foreseen

With a voting strength. of ap-
proximately 5,000, largest in the
history of the county, the greatest
number of votes ever polled in a
prohibition election here are . ex-
pected to be counted on Feb. 29.

According to the option ob-
tained by the county attorney from
the atftorney general, the court
could submit the issue on 4 per
cent malt and vinous beverages, 14
per cent malt or vinous liquors, or
all liquors. Result of the election
would not affect prior approval of
new legalized light wines and
beers, it said.

With the advent of the Good Gov-
ernment, League info the local pic-
ture, a lively pre-election campalgn
by the wets and drys is anticipat-
ed. Dry forces especially are ex-
pected to promote an active cam-
paign.

the Texas Centennial half-dollars
will be used in building the Texas
Memorial Museum.

The thirty-one districts, each of
which will have a general commitfee,
will coincide with the thirty-one
senatorial districts of Texas. The
committees for the districts are now
being formed by Mr. Jester, who is
being aided in the selection of the
committees by Harry D. Cross, di-
rector of the coin campaign. An-
nouncement, of the district commit-
tee chairmen will be made within
a short time. .

Following announcement of Uni-
versity officials to the effect that
the Texas Memorial Museum would
be one of -popular appeal instead of
one of scientific research, Mr. Jes-
ter’s committee decided to extend
the campaign to every section of
the entire state, giving each Texas
citizen an opportunity to donate to
the campaign.

During the pre-construction days
of the Museum the camt)algns will
be conducted in the thirty-one dis-
tricts and following the ground-
breaking for the Muscum, which
will be held on the University Cam-
pus here on June 7th, the cam-
paign will be conducted largely at
the several Centennial Celebrations
in progress throughout the state.

“While we know that many sub-
stantial subscriptions will accrue to
the museum fund,” Mr. Jester said,
“The popular appeal of the cam-
paign is the opportunity offered
every citizen of Texas to become a
part of this patriotic endeavor by
the purchase of Texas Centennial
half-dollars. We are organizing our
campaign in such fashion that op-
portunity will be given every citi-
zen to help us by the purchase of
these coins to raise the minimum of
$500,000 necded in addition to the

Last Pensioner
Of 1812 War Near

Century In Years

‘More than 120 years after the end
of the war of 1812, one name re-
mains on the federal pension rolls
as a beneficiary of a soldier of that
conflict, a striking illustration of
the length of time that a govern-
ment pays war costs after the clash
of arms has halted. The last pen-
sioner of the struggle with England
is Mrs. Lydia Ann Graham, 98, of
Brushy Run, Va. Widow of Isaac
Graham, drummer boy of 1812, she
was married te the veteran in 1869,
when he was an elderly man and
she was a woman of 32. Graham
died in 1881. Now Mrs. Graham
dwells alone in her mountain cot-
tage, raising chickens and cultivat-
ing her garden, living comfortably
on the $560 check which she receives
each month from the veterans’ ad-
ministration. She has no: modern
conveniences—running water, lights,
or gas— but still uses kerosene
lamps and carries in her own fuel.
The one great annual event in her
life is the family reunion at her
home. She has three daughters, all
of whom have large families. While
the pension list of- the war of
1912 has dwindled to one bene-
ficiary, several thousand veterans
and « widows of ' veterans of the
Civil War still are receiving checks
from Washington, and officials esti-
mate that this century will be
drawing to a close before the last
one has passed away. If pensions
are granted to widows of World
War soldiers, which is expected to
he .the»next goal of veterans’ or-
ganizations, the government will
he {)aymg them well into the next
century.

~~Members of The Reporter-Telegram staff were sad-
deéned by news of the sudden death early today of Mr..
Wilbur C. Hawk, Amarillo publisher, vice-president of
the Midland Pubhbhmg Co., president of the Tri-State Fair
at Amarillo, chief business executive of several.outstand-
ing newspapers, including those at Amarillo, Lubbock |
and Atehison, K .; and heavily interested in those at
Dalhart, Mld]and, Childress and at Falls City, Nebraska.
He also controlled the radio station KGNC at Amarillo
and was reported to be in the midst of another million
dollar radio deal involving several large city stations.

" Formerly president of the West Texas Chamber of
Commerce, a director in the Texas Centennial, actively
identified with governmental affairs, Wilbur C. Hawk was
a true Texan, although he had moved here from Kansas
less than ten years ago. He was a powerful executive,
possessed of ‘highest integrity, untiring energy and an ab-
normal capacity for executive work. Unless working at
highi pitch on progressive. matters, Mr. Hawk was dis-
satisfied. Hence he was continually named leader in big
movements which required weighty directorship.

Although surrounded with a corps of highly efficient
men who assisted him in the many details of his activities,
the place of Wilbur C. Hawk will be most difficult to fill.
His partner and business associate, Gene A. Howe, editor
of:the Amarillo Globe and News, leaned heavily on Mr.
Hawk in the expansion of his business interests. The two
composed a team rarely matched in the annals of present
day business life in the Southwest. Known for their pro-
gressive spirit and for their loyalty to the territory served
by their newspapers, when they spoke the people listened.
Their ability to secure whole hearted cooperation from
the public has been remarkable, but was the natural se-
quence of shooting squarely with their constituents and
with. their section of the country.

"Offlaa.]s at Washington always have been ready to
listen with interest te information brought or sent by these
two_ great publishers. The two men have influenced much
legislation and many policies of the administration with
reférence to the southwest.

Gene A. Howe will miss Wilbur C. Hawk as few men
have missed an associate. The Panhandle, the southwest
and all of Texas will find the vacancy caused by Mr.
Hawk’s death extremely hard to fill.

Narrowing the scene to Midland, Mr. Hawk had a
wide acquaintance here, although his visits to Midland
were rare during the past few years. - He remembered
names, faces and incidents of aequaintance remarkably
well. He was interested in other people and their welfare.
He asked little and gave heavily. Where he had business
interests he asked no odds but was willing to match the
efforts, expenditures and progressiveness of his associates
to the fullest ot his ability for the betterment of territories
served.

Wilbur C. Hawk was born to be great, he achieved

preatness and he had greatness thrust upon him.
