WASHINGTON, Nov. 21. Tlie 
state of New Jersey today urged the 
supreme court not to review the 
conviction of Bruno Hauptmann for 
the kidnap-murder of the Lindbergh 
baby.

The brief filed said: “ We have re­
spectfully submitted that the pe­
titioner 'has not shown himself to 
have been deprived of any right 
accorded by the 14th amendment 
and further has been convicted un­
der due process of the law within 
the meaning of the constitution.”

“ The summation of the attorney 
general was based on evidence and 
there was no variance with the 
theory of death in accordance with 
the court’s charge of the law and 
the facts,”  the brief further stated.

FINED $100 ON 

LIQUOR RULING
30 Cases of Whiskey 

Seized in Arrest 
At Abilene

ABILENE. Noy. 21. (Sp l.)— Bill 
Smith of Big .Spring, arrested With 
the seizure of a truck o f  30 cases of 
whiskey here ’Tuesday night, plead­
ed guilty in county court tliis morn­
ing to charges of possession. and 
transportation of liquor on whicli 
no state tux has been paid.

He was a.ssessed a fine of $100 
and costs, the minimum sentence 
under the new Texas liquor control 
act. Article 1, Section 41.

Esco Walter, county attorney, 
said tliat condemnation proceedings 
on the truck will be filed, and that 
the whiskey seizezd wiil be soid un­
der provisions of the new law :as 
contraband, and advertised in a 
sheriff’s sale for disposal to the 
highest bidder, who must hold a 
wholesale or package-sale store per­
mit.

The case was the first in this 
county under the new law making 
liquor violations misdemeanors, and 
probably the first in Texas.

Police arrested the truck driver 
last night after they had watched 
him make deliveries to two resi­
dences in the negro section here.

Thirty full cases and several 
broken cases were in the truck 
when police took charge of it. A 
companion of the driver made a 
get-away wlien officers appeared, 
taking with him the keys to- the 
machine, but police had it towed to 
the station. Police also got 50 pints 
of whiskey from the home of the 
negro.

^ne Killed in Clash Bet'ween 
Gold Shirts, Leftists 

In Celebration
MEXICO CITY, Nov. 21. (/P).— 

The Mexican workers’ organiza­
tion today threatened a general 
strike unless the g'ovemment or­
dered an immediate dissolution 
Of the nationalistic Gold Shirts.

’The workers said that the Gold 
Shirt organization was responsi­
ble for the anned clash before the 
national palace yesterday when 
two persons were killed and 47 
were injured.

MEXICO CITY, No. 21. (iP).—At 
least one man was slain and 46 per- 
.sons were woimded seriously in a 
pitched fight between fascist “gold 
shirts” and leftists before the na­
tional palace today during Mexico’s 
celebration of the 25th anniversary 
of the revolution.

Communist leaders claimed last 
night that two others had been 
killed, one Carlos Santos Cardenas, 
prominent radical orator. Police 
and hospitals, however, reported 
only the one death.

Several others were expected to 
die from bullet wodnds.

The fighting, which recalled 
scenes of the revolution a quarter 
of. a century ago, began when 5,000 
workers and peasants demonstrat­
ing in front o f the place refused 
to give way for a parade of 2,000 
“gold shirts.”

L u is  Rodriguez, secretary to 
President Lazaro Cardenas, tried in 
vain to persuade the radicals to 
leave.

Instead the leftists/advanced on 
the “gold shirts” and the front 
rank of the fascists, consisting of 
200 mounted men, charged into the 
communist ranks.

IMPROVEMENT IN HEALTH

The great strides that public health has made in 
America in the present generation are strikingly illustrated 
by a remark by Dr. George Crile of Cleveland before the 
25th clinical congress of the American College of Sur­
geons, in San Francisco.

“ One of every 17 peitsons in the United States and 
Canada went to hospitals la.st year,” said Dr. Crile. “ But 
that is much less than- one decade ago, when one out of 
10 went to a hospital annually.”

Here is unmistakable evidence of a sharp rise in the 
general level of public health. A number of factors are 
responsible; advances, in, the science of medicine itself, 
unceasing vigilance, on the part of public health depart­
ments, and general impi’ovement in health education of 
the public at large.

The result is a large plume for the cap of the medical 
profession.

Public health nursing, instruction in nutrition and 
home hygiene, and first aid and life saving courses make 
up the health conservation program of the American Red 
Cross. Memberships in the annual Rill Call finance these 
constructive fneasures of health and safety. .Join the Red 
Cross again this year*.

MANY DUCK HUNTERS ON FIRING UNE 
AS SEASON OPENS WEDNESDAY MORNING
Nimrods Allowed to Shoot Fowls Each Day 

Week This Season; 10. Limit
I Many duck hunters of Midland j 

were on the firing line Wedne.sday 
morning for the opening of a 30-day 
hunting .season, extending through 
Dec. 19.

Due to the presence of more wa- ' 
ter, as well as more feed, ducks are I 
more abundant in this section th is ! 
season than last, and himting is ah 
lowed each day of the week. Only 
three days per week were allowed 
last season. The bag limit, however, 
will he 10 birds a day, and one may 
not have more than that many in 
his possession at one time. There 
is also a limit of four, in the aggre­
gate, on geese and brant that a 
hunter may have in his possession.

Duck, stamps, which are available 
at the post office for one dollar, 
must be bought regardless of where 
anyone hunts, but only if he goes 
outside of his own county is he re­
quired to buy the two dollar state 
license.

Several new federal restrictions 
have been imposed, arid all wardens 
have been instructed by the game, 
fish and oyster commission to co­
operate 100 per cent in enforcement 
of these regulations. They provide:

That migratory game birds shall 
not be taken with or by means of 
an, aiitomatlc-loadhig or hand-op­
erated repeating shotgun capable of 
holdiuig more than three shells, the 
magazine of which has not been cut 
off. or plugged with a one-piece 
metal or wooden filler incapable of 
removal through the loading end, so 
as to reduce the capacity of the 
gun to not more than three shells 
at one loading.

That migratory game birds may
That migratory game birds may 

be l.aken from a blind, boat, or 
floating device (except a sinkbox 
(battery), powerboat, .sailboat, dr 
any floating craft -or device towed 
by a power boat or sailboat) not 
more than 100 feet from the shore 
line as determined by ordinary high 
water, or not more tlian 100 feet 
from any natural growth or vegeta­
tion protruding above the water ex­
tending from or existing beyond 
such shore line.

That waterfowl mav not be taken 
with or by the aid of corn, wheat, 
oats, or other grain, or products 
thereof, salt, or any kind of feed by 
whomsoever, or for whatsoever pur­
pose, placed, depositerl, distributed,, 
scattered, or otherwise put out in 
anv environment, whereby such wa­
terfowl are lured, attracted, or en­

ticed to the himtef.
That the use, directly or indirect­

ly, of live duck or goose decoys in 
the taking of waterfowl, is not ..per­
mitted

That the shooting hqurs for the 
hunting or taking of waterfowl, 
coots, and Wilson’s snipe (jack- 
snipe), shall be from 7 a. m. tq».4 
p. m„ standard time.

Quail season will not open until 
Dec. 1 and will close Dec. 18. Bag 
limit will be 12 a day. The three- 
shell shotgun rule does not apply 
to quail. ' ' ‘

Brown Bread, Cme

“Adah’s Boston Brown Bread is so 
easy to make and is so lovely to 
use as bread and butte rsandwrich in 
a child’s school lunch that I am 
submitting the recipe,” said Mrs. A. 
L. Hallman, food cooperator of. the 
North Midland home demonstration 
club.

The recipe follows:
ADAH’S BOSTON BROWN BREAD

1 cup corn meal, 2 cups graham 
flour, 2 tsp. salt, 2 tsp. soda, 2 tsp. 
baking powder, 1 cup nuts (chop­
ped), 1 cup prunes (choped), 1 cup 
dates (chopped). 1 cup raisins, l cup 
brown sugar, 2 cups sour milk, 1 cup 
dark syrup.

Mix well and in the order given. 
Pour into well-greased baking pow­
der cans (the 23-cent,size) luitil 
three-fourths full. Put on greased 
lids and place in pre.'ssure cooker to 
which has been added sufficient 
water to cover rack.

Leave petcock open until steam 
escapes—close and raise pressure to 
1,5 pounds and leave for 45-50 min­
utes. Release the pressure very 
slowly and remove the cans from 
the cooker. Invert cans and shake 
contents on oil paper.

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Mexico Governors 
Face Ouster Suits 
On Various Charges

MEXICO CITY. (TP).—Several State 
governors charged with maladminis­
tration in general and crimes rang­
ing from assassinations to misap­
propriation of funds are under 
lieavy political fire after the oust­
ing of General Gabriel Guevara as 
governor of Guerrero.

Tlie Federal Senate, which, forced 
Guevara from office after an in­
vestigating conunittee had held that 
the charges against him were true, 
has promised to hear complaints of 
residents of numerous other states 
against municipal and state offi­
cials.

Three governors have been re­
moved from their posts since Gen­
eral Lazaro Cardenas became presi­
dent last December. Manual Lastra 
Ortiz of Tabasco was the 'first to go 
and Dr. Rafael Villarreal resigned 
the governorship of Tamaulipas 
when nis ou.ster was threatened.

The state executives against whom 
there is active opposition are Gen­
eral Victorico Gra.jales in Chiapas, 
Manuel Paez of Smaloa, Francisco 
Parra of Naj'arit, Jesus Yanez Maya 
of Guanajuato, Luis Rebolledo of 
Veracruz and Ramon Ramos of 
Sonora.

A  small group of Sonora resi­
dents recently arose in open re­
volt against Ramos, who is alleged 
to be a supporter of the policies of 
«x-President Plutarco Bhas CaUes, 
now retired and residing at Los 
Angeles. His opponents assert that 
Ramos is not legally eligible for the 
governorship as he was not born in 
Sonora. However, he is understood 
to have the support of the central 
government and of military authori­
ties.

Yanez Maya has been in office 
in Guanajuato less than a month i 
but his removal is being sought and I 
frequent demonstrations have been | 
staged against Parra in Nayarit and , 
Paez in Sinaloa. I

Grajeles is accused of carrying 
out in Chiapas a program similar 
to that of Tomas Gerndo Canabal. 
former dictator of the neighboring 
state of Taba.sco.

manager, who announced the new 
records. “This first-ten-day period 
of November included one day on 
which the new Chevrolets were not 
on sale since they were not showm 
to the public till November 2, yet 
its sales exceed the total 30-day N o­
vember sales of ail but four years in 
the history of the compan;/.

In other 
words, although the public has not 
been i nthe habit of buying largely 
in November, this new' record indi­
cates that it was not the season that 
stopped them from purchasing, ra­
ther the fact that models on sale in 
previous Novembers were soon to be 
supplanted by new' mod sis at the 
January automobile show's. We anti­
cipate that the new plan of pre­
senting cars in November will, there­
fore. prove successful i;r attaining 
its chief object, which is to maintain 
a hliher level of sales during the 
winter arrd thus result in a coiTes - 
ponclingly higher level of employ­
ment- i nthe industry tlrrough the 
winter months.

“ Iir Chevrolet, this effect is al­
ready assured for this wiirter, for 
our November and December pro- 
ductiorr schedules, originally set at 
a figure far aboVe previous output 
records for tho.se moirths, have been 
stepped up to still gr.'eater totals 
based upoir both early sales reports 
and orders taken for future deli­
veries all over the country.’’
