1870—Attended school, working 
in livery stable in spare time.

1876— Became a jockey on Kan­
sas race tracks.

Charles Curtis, 76, the only man of 
Indian ancestry ever to be vice- 
president of the United States, died 
at 10:25 Saturday morning follow­
ing a heart attack.

Curtis had been conUned to his 
bed for several days with a cold, 
but liad been looking forward to 
his recovery and a re-entry into the 
political arena, where for many 
years he was dominant as a sen­
ator and representative from Kan­
sas. This time ho had hojxjd to 
bring the republican presidential 
nomination to his friend. Governor 
Landon, of Kansas.

Believing him better, his sister. 
Mrs. Dolly Gann, with whom he 
lived, had gone shopping Saturday 
morning, and only a maid was with 
him when ho died.

Democrats and republicans mourn-  ̂
ed his passing. Leaders of his party 
(republican) had depended upon his 
aid in the presidential campaign 
this year. President Roo.scvelt said 
“Whether you knew jiim as a sen­
ator, as vice-pre:iident or man, he 
was in his own right, and his friends 
will always remember him affec­
tionately and mourn his passing.”

Curtis was vice-president under 
President Hoover.

STOCK FOR MARKET 

REGISTER BRANDS
Possible Violations Of 

Laws Cited By 
Attorney

Editor’s Note: The following 
article was written by Merritt F. 
Hines, county attorney of Midland 
county, after numerous requests 
by ranchmen and ‘ stock owners 
regarding the raising of stock for 
the market. » » «
The person raising stock for mar­

ket should:
1. Register his brand at the 

county clerk’s office.
2. Mark and brand all of his 

stock at branding time; that is, 
when they are old enough to mark 
and brand, and not wait until he 
is ready to offer them for market..

The person slaughtering ani’mals 
for market should:

1. Register his name at the 
county clerk’s office indicating his 
purpose to engage in the butchering 
business.

2. Pile his bond with the county 
clerk.

3. Proyide himself with blank 
bills of sale on which may be given 
the age, color, sex, marks and 
brands of all anfmals purchased by 
him for market.

4. Refuse to purchase an un­
marked or unbranded animal.

5. When he has purchased an 
animal take its description By age, 
color, sex, marks and brands on a 
bill of sale azid have the person 
from whom the pui-chase is made 
sign the bill.

6. When he slaughters an animal 
and takes it to a purchaser present 
his bill of sale and show the hides 
and ears to the person purchasing. 
Or, if he intends to  peddle, retail, 
the m e^  liimself it would be wise 
for him to at all times have liis 
bill of sale with him and the hide 
and ears available for inspection; 
in other words, be prepared to give 
a satisfactory account of his trans­
actions to an officer if one should 
ask him bbopt them.

7. Keep a record of his butcher­
ing business in a book kept for that 
purpose to present with his bills of 
sale to the commissioners’ court at 
each re'gular term thereof.

8. Present the hides of all ani­
mals slaughtered by him to the hide 
inspector for inspiection within 20 
days after slaughtering.

The person purchasing slaughter­
ed animals for re-sale should:

1. Keep a record in a book for 
that purpose in which he shows 
when and from whom he made each 
purchase, together with the age, sex, 
color, weight, marks and brands of 
each slaughtered animal purchased 
by him.

2. Refuse to purchase or accept 
a slaughtered animal (a) if the per­
son offering it for sale or delivery 
does not have a clean-cut bill of sale 
to it; (b) the person offering it does 
not have the hide and eazs accom­
panying it; (c) if the hide and ears 
fail to show marks or brands; (d) 
if the marks or brands are fresh, 
raw, altered, obliterated, mutilated 
or destrayed.

3. Keep his record book avail­
able for inspection at I’easonable 
hours.

Persons hiring others to slaughter 
for them by the head should com­
ply with the law as slaughterers.

Hiram Kelly, ten years old. is by 
the imported Pandion. .son of Poly- 
melus, the latter a son of Sund- 
ridge. ' He is out of an imported 
mare named Orange, she by Nimbus 
which was the winner o f 488,320 
fiancs and numerous Ih'ench stake 
races. Hiram Kelly himself won 
over S7.000 in purses before he was 
retired on aceount of an injured 
ankle.

Bryant has fifteen or twenty well 
selected young mares, most of them 
of his own raising and which were 
topped from the stock .started sev­
eral years ago by his brother. Leon 
Bryant, now of El Paso. The new 
stallion will be kept in stable, rather 
than being turned out with the 
band of mares. Bryant plans to 
erect modern accommodations for 
Iris'- breeding plant, similar to those 
recommended by the U. S. army 
remount stations. Prior to buying 
the horse, Bryant had applied for 
one of the government thorough­
breds. Since then, he has received 
a Irtter from Captain Fudge, Fort 
Reno, congratulating him on secur­
ing a horse of Hiram Kelly's qual­
ity.

Hogs to Get More Raisins

FRESNO, Cal. (U.R) — California 
hogs are a.ssured an additional 
10,000 tons of raisins during the 
year. That amount, damaged by 
rain, will be withdrawn by raisin 
growers from the market for hu­
man consumption and used for 
feeding hogs and cattle.
